ABOUT THE A’S: Won three of four at Baltimore after getting swept in a
three-game series at Houston to start the road trip...are 9-8 and are tied for
third in the American League West, five games behind first place Seattle...
last year, the A's were 7-10 after 17 games and trailed first place Los Angeles
by 6% games...are 6-2 in the Coliseum and 3-6 in all other ballparks...had a
four-game losing streak snapped on Tuesday, which matched the A’s longest
losing streak from last year (June 12-15).

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit a season-high five home runs in each of the
last two games...it marks the second time in Athletics history the A's have hit
at least five home runs in back-to-back games (June 27-28, 1987)...have five
straight multi-homer games, which is one short of the Athletics record of six
(five times, last: Sept. 18-23, 2013)...have hit 17 home runs over that stretch,
which are the A's most over a five-game span since June 25-30, 1996 when
they had 18...have hit 17 home runs in seven games on the road trip after tal-
lying 15 home runs over the first 10 games...last year, the A’s hit an American
League record tying 136 home runs on the road...have 32 home runs overall,
which are second most in the majors to Seattle (36) and the most in Athletics
history over the first 17 games...prior to this year, the earliest the A's reached
32 home runs was in game 22 in 2002...51 of the A’s 86 runs this year have
come on home runs (59.3%).

OFFENSE: The A's have reached double figures in hits in five consecutive
games for the first time since Sept. 19-23, 2013...are batting .316 (60-for-
190) with 43 runs scored (8.6 per game), 10 doubles and 17 home runs (.637
slugging percentage) over that span...are now hitting .296 (86-for-291) with
52 runs scored over the last eight games after batting .215 with 34 runs over
the first nine contests.

18 GAMES IN 18 DAYS, THEN 8 IN 11: This three-game series with Texas con-
cludes a stretch where the A's are scheduled to play 18 games in 18 days
from March 28 to April 14...that is the A's longest stretch of the season with-
out a day off...are 9-6 over the first 15 games of the stretch...have Monday
and Thursday off next week and are scheduled to play eight games over an
11-day stretch from April 15-25...have played 17 games, which is two more
than the Mariners, three more than the Dodgers, Padres and Giants and at
least four more than everyone else.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 3-4 on their longest road trip of the season,
a 10-game trip to Houston (0-3), Baltimore (3-1) and Texas (three games)...
return home following the game Sunday for an eight-game homestand
against Houston (two games), Toronto (three games) and Texas (three
games)..went 6-2 on the last homestand against Los Angeles-AL (3-1) and
Boston (3-1) and are 6-4 at home (went 0-2 against Seattle in Tokyo as the
home team)...are unbeaten over their last 17 series in Oakland (15 wins, two
splits), which is the longest series unbeaten streak in Coliseum history...are
38-14 (.731) in the Coliseum over that stretch...have not lost a series in the
Coliseum since they were swept by Houston last year, June 12-14...1ast year,
the A's went 50-31 (.617) at home compared to 47-34 (.580) on the road...had
the fourth best home record in the AL but tied for the third best road record
in the majors...it was the sixth best road record in Oakland history.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 6.03 ERA (40 er in 59.2 ip) and .271 (64-
for-236) opponents batting average in seven games on the road trip after
posting a 2.00 ERA and .202 opponents batting average in eight games on
the last homestand...have surrendered 11 home runs on the trip after allow-
ing three on the last homestand...tossed three shutouts on the last home-
stand and are tied with Pittsburgh for the most shutouts in the majors (3).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 3-3 with a 7.08 ERA (27 er in
34.1 ip) and .313 (45-for-144) opponents batting average in seven games
on the road trip after going 6-0 with a 1.16 ERA and .163 opponents batting
average in eight games on the last homestand...Brett Anderson tossed 6.2
innings on Tuesday at Baltimore to snap a season-opening 14-game streak
of six innings or fewer by A’s starters, which was the longest such streak
in Oakland history...have tossed fewer than seven innings in all 17 games,
which is the longest season-opening streak in Oakland history...tossed fewer
than seven innings in each of the final 36 games last year, which was already
the longest such streak in Oakland history...the last A's starter to pitch seven
or more innings is Anderson on Aug. 21, 2018 (7.0 ip)...starters are averaging
5.24 innings per start...last year, A’s starters tossed 824.1 innings, which was
the fewest in Athletics history in a non-strike season (5.09 innings per start).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed six errors over the first 17
games and have a .990 fielding percentage, which is third best in the Ameri-
can League...A’s outfielders have five assists, which is the most in the AL and
tied for second most in the majors.

LEFT-HANDED STARTERS: The A's have faced a left-handed starting pitcher in
eight of the first 17 games, which is tied with San Francisco for the most
in the majors...are 5-3 in those games compared to 4-5 when the opposi-
tion starts a right-hander...are batting .269 with a .522 slugging percentage
against lefties compared to .248 with a .429 slugging percentage against
righties...have 13 home runs against lefties, which is the most in the majors.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 4-1 in day games, 5-7 at night...have lost twice
when leading after seven innings..went 70-2 when leading after seven last
year...are 9-0 when leading after eight inning...three of the A’s eight losses
have come in gamed decided in the last at bat...only Kansas City and Toronto,
with four each, have more first at bat losses in the American league...the A's
have used five different first basemen this year (Canha, Morales, Olson, Pin-
der, Profar) after using just three all last year (Canha, Olson, Pinder).

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s currently have seven players on the injured list
(Bassitt, Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini, Olson)...four of those
players are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea) and Bas-
sitt is currently on a rehab assignment...Oakland used the disabled list 26
times last year, which was second most in Oakland history to the record of
27 set in 2016...it marked the fourth consecutive season and eighth time in
the last 12 years the A’s have used the IL at least 20 times...have had at least
four players on the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day
since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two players on the IL since
the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have three players under contract beyond the
2019 season...Joakim Soria and Mike Fiers are signed through 2020 and Ste-
phen Piscotty is signed through 2022 with a club option for 2023...Yusmeiro
Petit has a club option for 2020.

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A's won the season series last year 13-6 and have won
each of the last two season series...the 13 wins matched the A’s second most
against the Rangers (15 in 2003)..went 7-3 in Oakland and 6-3 in Texas...
have won three straight, nine of the last 10 and 21 of the last 29 games...
have a four-game winning streak in Globe Life Park and have won 15 of the
last 18 games in Oakland...are 365-367 all-time against the Texas Rangers...
that breaks down to 193-173 in Oakland and 172-194 in Texas...are 105-106
at Globe Life Park..have an all-time record of 462-449 against the Rangers/
Senators franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis has back-to-back two homer games for the first time in his
career...it is the 11th time in Oakland history a player has back-to-back
multi-homer games, the second over the last 20 years (Reddick, Aug. 9-10,
2013)...has a Major League leading nine home runs for the season, which
matches Reggie Jackson (1974) and Mark McGwire (1992) for the most in
Athletics history over the first 17 games of the season..Ramén Laureano
leads Major League outfielders in assists (4)..now has 13 over the last two
years, which is tied for the most among ML outfielders (Billy Hamilton),
despite him not making his ML debut until Aug. 3, 2018..Josh Phegley has
a career-high seven-game hitting streak and is 10-for-25 (.400) with eight
runs, two doubles, three home runs and seven RBI during the streak...Chad
Pinder has started five games on the road trip, each at a different posi-
tion (second base, first base, left field, right field, third base)...is 10-for-23
(.435) in seven games total on the trip...Stephen Piscotty has a 12-game
hitting streak against Texas (18-for-46, .391).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1909 the A's play their first game at Shibe Park, defeating Boston, 8-1...a
crowd of 31,160 watches Eddie Plank defeat the Red Sox and 18-year old
John “Stuffy” McInnis make his major league debut...in 1955 the Athlet-
ics open their first season in Kansas City with a 6-2 win over the Detroit
Tigers...in 1994 Oakland collects just two hits but defeats Toronto 8-4 as
the Blue Jay pitchers walk 12 A's hitters...both hits come in the first inning
as Oakland draws four consecutive walks in the third inning and two con-
secutive bases loaded walks in the fifth...Rickey Henderson walks in each
of his first four at bats.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Mike Fiers (2-1, 5.94 ERA)

FOR OPENERS: Is scheduled to make his Major League leading fifth start of
the season...has not allowed a run in two of his starts but has surrendered
five runs or more in his other two...the A's are 2-2 in his starting assignments
this year and 10-3 (.769) in his career...is in his ninth season in the majors
and is with his fourth team...was on his fifth Opening Day roster and made
his first career Opening Day start.

THIS AND THAT: Has walked nine batters in 16.2 innings over his first four
starts, an average of 4.86 per nine innings...walked just 37 batters in 172.0
innings last year for a career-low average of 1.94 walks per nine innings...
has allowed 11 runs this year, including five in the first inning and five in the
third...has a 9.28 ERA (11 er in 10.2 ip) in innings one through three and has
not allowed a run after that (6.0 ip)...has held right-handers to a .216 (8-for-
37) batting average while left-handers are hitting .321 (9-for-28).

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 9-7 loss to Seattle on Open-
ing Day, March 20 in Tokyo...it was his first career Opening Day start and he
became the A's 12th different Opening Day starting pitcher over the last 14
years (Zito, Haren, Blanton, Braden, Sheets, Cahill, McCarthy, Anderson, Gray
twice, Hill, Graveman twice)...Oakland scored single runs in each of the first
two innings but he allowed five runs in the third on a Gordon RBI single and
a Santana grand slam...the A's scored twice in the bottom third to narrow the
gap to 5-4 and he was relieved by Hendriks to start the fourth.

SECOND START: He combined with Trivino, Soria and Treinen on a three-hit
shutout in the A's 4-0 win over Los Angeles on March 28 in Oakland...tossed
six of the innings and allowed just one hit while walking three...the hit was
a one-out double by La Stella in the fifth...allowed only one base runner as
far as third base.

THIRD START: He combined with Buchter, Trivino and Treinen on a seven-hit
shutout in the A's 1-0 win over Boston on April 2 in Oakland...tossed six of
the innings and allowed five of the hits...did not walk a batter...allowed only
two baserunners past second base...did not allow a run in his previous start,
marking just the second time in his career he did not allowed a run in two
consecutive starts...the other time was June 20-30, 2012 when he did it in
three straight starts.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 9-8 loss at Houston last Sun-
day...tossed 1.2 innings, which matched the shortest start of his career (June
2, 2013 at Philadelphia)...Oakland scored twice in the top of the first but he
allowed five runs in the bottom of the first on RBI singles by Brantley and
Correa and a three-run home run by Diaz...the A's came back with two in
the second to make the score 5-4 but he walked Diaz with two outs and the
bases loaded in the bottom of the second and was relieved by Wendelken...
the A's came back to take an 8-6 lead to get him off the hook before the bull-
pen allowed three runs over the final two innings for the loss.

of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the

left his final start Sept. 19 at Detroit after just 2.1 innings with the oblique injury...returned to
start and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland...combined with Cook, Doolittle and
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

2011—Was limited to just 13 starts and was 3-6 with a 4.00 ERA when he underwent “Tommy

2010—Lowered his ERA by more than a run from his rookie campaign of 2009 but two stints
on the disabled list with elbow problems limited him to just 19 starts...was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA
after going 11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season...opponents batted .257, including .225 with
runners in scoring position...tied for eighth in the AL with four pickoffs...did not allow a run in his
first two starts of the season April 8 against Seattle and April 13 at Seattle to become the first
starting pitcher in Oakland history (among pitchers who began the season with the A’s) to start
the season with two consecutive scoreless outings...the last Athletics pitcher to do it was Alex
Kellner of the 1953 Philadelphia A’s, who started the season with back-to-back complete game

Made his 900th career appearance April 1 against Boston and tossed a scoreless ninth inning
in the A's 7-0 win (1 bb, 2 so)..became the 26th player in Major League history to pitch in 900
games.
