ABOUT THE A’S: Have won five of the last seven games after losing a season-
high four consecutive contests...are 11-10 overall and have not been more
than two games over .500 or two games under .500 all year...are 7-3 in the
Coliseum and 4-7 in all other ballparks...nad their game in Texas postponed
due to rain last Saturday...the game will be made up as part of a day/night
doubleheader on June 8 (1:05 and 8:05).

CONTRACT STATUS: After Khris Davis agreed to terms on a two-year contract
extension yesterday, the A's now have four players under contract beyond
the 2019 season...Joakim Soria and Mike Fiers are signed through 2020, Da-
vis is signed through 2021 and Stephen Piscotty is signed through 2022 with
a club option for 2023...Yusmeiro Petit has a club option for 2020.

THE EAST AND THE WEST: The A's are 6-2 (.750) against American League East
teams compared to 5-8 (.385) against AL West competition...nave yet to play
the Central or the National League...nave outscored Eastern division teams
53-31 (+22 run differential) but have been outscored by the West 65-51 (-14
run differential)...are hitting .281 (79-for-281) with 53 runs (6.63 per game)
and 21 home runs in eight games against the East, .231 with 51 runs (3.92
per game) and 16 home runs in 13 games against the West...have a 3.80
ERA (30 er in 71.0 ip) against the East, 4.86 against the West...last year, the
A's went 38-38 (.500) against the West and 59-27 (.686) against all other
teams...that included a 21-11 (.656) record against the East, which was the
second best record by any team against the East and the A’s best record
against the East since 2006.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's split a two-game series with Houston to start the
homestand and remain unbeaten over their last 18 series in Oakland (15
wins, three splits)...that is the longest series unbeaten streak in Coliseum
history and the A’s are 39-15 (.722) in Oakland over that stretch...have not
lost a series in the Coliseum since they were swept in a three-game series
by Houston last year, June 12-14..are 1-1 on this eight-game homestand
against Houston (1-1), Toronto (three games) and Texas (three games)...went
6-2 on the last homestand against Los Angeles-AL (3-1) and Boston (3-1) and
are 7-5 at home (went 0-2 against Seattle in Tokyo as the home team)...went
4-5 on the first road trip to Houston (0-3), Baltimore (3-1) and Texas (1-1)...
last year, the A's went 50-31 (.617) at home compared to 47-34 (.580) on
the road...had the fourth best home record in the AL but tied for the third
best road record in the majors...it was the sixth best road record in Oakland
history.

OFFENSE: The A’s are 8-for-55 (.145) with three runs scored over the first two
games of the homestand, but have a record of 1-1..are now batting .219
(85-for-388) with 44 runs (3.67 per game) and 16 home runs in 12 games at
home after hitting .288 with 60 runs scored (6.67 per game) and 21 home
runs in nine games on the first road trip...overall, the A's rank second in the
American League in runs (104) and home runs (37), third in extra base hits
(67) and fifth in batting (.251) and slugging (.450).

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit 22 home runs in the last nine games and
have 37 for the season, which is second most in the American League (Se-
attle, 45) and third most in the majors (Los Angeles-NL, 37)...it is also the
most in Athletics history over the first 21 games of the season (previous: 31
in 1964)...had their Athletics record streak of seven consecutive games with
two or more home runs snapped on Tuesday...broke the previous mark of
six, done five times (last: Sept. 18-23,2013) ...56 of the A's 104 runs this year
have come on home runs (53.8%).

PITCHING: The A's allowed one run on Wednesday after yielding 23 over the
previous three contests..have a 6.23 ERA (60 er in 86.2 ip) over the last 10
games after logging a 2.94 ERA over the first 11 contests...have surrendered
16 home runs over the last 10 games after yielding eight over the first 11...
lead the American League in shutouts (3)..are averaging the fewest strike-
outs per nine innings in the majors (7.19).

STARTING PITCHING: Frankie Montas tossed 6.1 innings for the win Wednes-
day, marking just the second time this year an A’s starter has pitched more
than six innings (Anderson, 6.2 on April 9 at Baltimore)...it was the 10th win
by an A's starting pitcher this year, which is tied with Tampa Bay for the most
in the majors...starters have tossed fewer than seven innings in all 21 games,
which is the longest season-opening streak in Oakland history...tossed fewer
than seven innings in each of the final 36 games last year, which was already
the longest such streak in Oakland history...Anderson is the last A’s starter
to pitch seven or more innings (7.0 on Aug. 21, 2018 vs. Texas)...starters are

now 4-4 with a 7.04 ERA (43 er in 55.0 ip) and .276 (62-for-225) opponents
batting average over the last 11 games after going 6-1 with a 2.30 ERA and
.181 opponents batting average over the first 10 contests...are averaging
5.22 innings per start...last year, A's starters tossed 824.1 innings, which was
the fewest in Athletics history in a non-strike season (5.09 innings per start).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed seven errors in the last eight
games after making three over the first 13 contests...A’s outfielders have six
assists, which is second most in the American League to the White Sox (7).

DAYS ON AND DAYS OFF: The A's played 16 consecutive days without a day off
before the rainout in Texas last Saturday...played just three games over the
previous six days are and scheduled to play just nine games over a 13-day
stretch from April 13-25..went 10-6 during the stretch of 16 games in 16
days and are 1-2 since then.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have faced a left-handed starting pitcher in 10 of
their first 21 games and the 10 games are tied with San Francisco for the
most in the majors...are 7-3 when the opposition starts a left-hander com-
pared to 4-7 against right-handers...are 4-2 in day games, 7-8 at night...have
lost three times this year when leading after seven innings...had just two
such losses all last year.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's placed Marco Estrada on the injured list Wednes-
day and have now used the IL eight times this year...currently have seven
players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini, Ol-
son), four of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Ma-
naea)..Oakland used the disabled list 26 times last year, which was second
most in Oakland history to the record of 27 set in 2016...it marked the fourth
consecutive season and eighth time in the last 12 years the A's have used the
IL at least 20 times...have had at least four players on the IL every day since
Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had
fewer than two players on the IL since the end of the 2006 season when they
had just one.

A’s vs. BLUE JAYS: The A's won the season series last year, 7-0...swept a three-
game series in Oakland and a four-game series in Toronto...it was one of four
times in franchise history the A's went undefeated in a season series of seven
or more games (12-0 vs. New York in 1990; 7-0 vs. Baltimore in 2004; 7-0
in Detroit in 2018)..have a seven-game winning streak, which is Oakland’s
longest against Toronto since Aug. 18, 1998-Aug. 15, 1999 when they also
won seven in a row...have not won more than seven straight since an eight-
game streak from April 26-July 3, 1988...have won three straight and 12 of
the last 16 games in Oakland...won the season series last year for the first
time since 2014...are 224-195 all-time against the Blue Jays, including 112-
97 in Oakland, 112-96 in Toronto and 0-2 in Las Vegas...are 71-64 (.526) in
Rogers Centre.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman hit his sixth home run of the season Wednesday, which is
tied for fourth in the American League...three of the home runs have put
the A’s ahead...Khris Davis has hit 10 home runs, which is tied with Cody
Bellinger (LAD) and Christian Yelich (MIL) for the Major League lead...now
has 143 home runs over the last four seasons, which is 19 more than any
other player...Ramén Laureano ranks second among Major League out-
fielders with five assists...now has 14 assists in 67 games in the outfield
over the last two years, which is tied with Teoscar Hernandez for the most
among ML outfielders, despite him not making his ML debut until Aug.
3, 2018...Blake Treinen has not allowed a run in six home games (7.2 ip)
and now has a streak of 26.0 consecutive scoreless innings at home dating
back to last year...it is the longest home scoreless streak by an A’s reliever
since Dennis Eckersley had a 26.1 inning streak from June 6-Aug. 2, 1987.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1981 the A’s defeat the Seattle Mariners 6-1 in the first game of a double
header at the Coliseum to run their record to 11-0, a Major League record
at the time...the Mariners won the second game of the twinbill to end the
A's streak but Oakland won the next six to improve to 17-1...in 1986 Jose
Rijo strikes out an Oakland record 16 batters in the A's 7-2 win at Seattle...
Bill Mooneyham adds two in an inning of relief for a club record 18 for a
nine inning game.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his fourth start of the season...has al-
lowed eight runs in 11.0 innings over his last two starts after tossing six
scoreless innings in his first start on April 1 against Boston...was one of three
inactive players for the season-opening two-game series against Seattle in
Tokyo and did not make the trip to Japan...begins his fourth season in the
majors...pitched for Kansas City in 2014-15 and Oakland in 2015 and 2018.

FIRST START: He combined with Buchter, Hendriks, Wendelken and Rodney
on a four-hit shutout in the A's 7-0 win over Boston on April 1 in Oakland...
tossed six innings and allowed two of the hits while walking one...it was his
first big league win since Oct. 2, 2015 at Seattle...allowed only one baser-
unner past first base (Bogaerts) and he was thrown out by Laureano at the
plate trying to score from second.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 6-0 loss at Houston April
6...shut out the Astros on four hits over the first three innings to extend his
scoreless streak to a career-high 13.2 innings dating back to Oct. 2, 2015...
the streak ended on a Gurriel RBI double in the fourth and he allowed four
more runs in the fifth on a pair of two-run homers by Springer and Brantley...
Miley and four Astros relievers combined to blank the A's on six hits.

LAST START: He picked up his second win of the season in the A's 8-5 victory
at Baltimore on April 11...allowed a solo home run to the second batter of
the game, Smith, and then blanked the Orioles on a hit and two walks over
the next six innings...had a 7-1 lead when he allowed the first two batters to
reach base in the seventh inning...was relieved by Wendelken, who allowed
both of those runs to score.

Was on his 13th career Opening Day roster and, at the age of 42 years and 2 days, was the old-
est player on an Opening Day roster in Oakland history... the previous oldest was Doug Jones
in 1999 (41 years, 285 days)...according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the oldest player on
an Athletics Opening Day roster since Bobo Newsom of the Philadelphia A's in 1953 (45 years,
246 days).

Joins Tommy John (1985), Rich Gossage (1993) and Doug Jones (1999 and 2000) as the only
players in Oakland history to appear in a game at age 42 or greater.

Made his 900th career appearance April 1 against Boston and tossed a scoreless ninth inning
in the A's 7-0 win (1 bb, 2 so)..became the 26th player in Major League history to pitch in 900
games.

Made his fifth consecutive Opening Day start at shortstop March 20 against Seattle in Tokyo...
that ties the Oakland record for consecutive Opening Day starts by a shortstop (Campaneris,

shortstop in an Oakland uniform.

Committed his first error of the season April 11 at Baltimore, snapping a career-high 38-game
errorless streak dating back to Sept. 5, 2018.

Was on his 11th career Opening Day roster and made his Oakland debut in the second game
on March 21 against Seattle in Tokyo (1.0 ip, 2 h, 11, 1 er, 1 bb, 1 so0)...the A's became his sev-
enth team in 12 seasons in the majors.

Was charged with the loss March 29 against Los Angeles (AL) when he surrendered a career-
high tying four runs without retiring a batter (11th time, first since Sept. 1, 2018 at Wash-
ington).

Made his first Opening Day roster and pitched in each of the A's first four games...joined Den-
nis Eckersley (1992) as the only pitchers in Oakland history to appear in each of the first four
games of a season.

3.1 innings pitched against Houston April 7.
