ABOUT THE A’S: Snapped a three-game losing streak last night and are now
2-5 over the last seven games...are 12-13 and have not been more than two
games over .500 or two games under .500 all year...are 8-6 in the Coliseum
and 4-7 in all other ballparks...remain in fourth place in the American League
West for the seventh consecutive day...have been in fourth or lower for 14 of
28 days this year (nine days in fourth, two days tied for fourth, three days in
fifth)...are four games out of first place in the West, which is one game short
of the season high of five (last on April 11)...are 2-5 in this 13-day stretch
from April 13-25 where they are scheduled to play just nine games...went
10-6 over a stretch of 16 games in 16 days from March 20-April 12.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are scheduled to face a left-handed starting pitcher
in two of the three games against Texas...defeated Mike Minor last night to
improve to 8-3 (.727) in games in which the opponent starts a left-handed
pitcher..the 11 games against left-handed starters are the most in the ma-
jors and the .727 winning percentage is fourth best behind Houston (6-1),
Toronto (5-1) and San Diego (4-1)...are 4-10 (.286) when the opponent starts
a right-hander, which is the worst record in the majors...the A’s are batting
.262 with an .828 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to .237 with a
.695 OPS against right-handers.

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .201 (34-for-169) with 15 runs scored and two
home runs in six games on the homestand...are hitting .217 (111-for-511)
with 56 runs (3.50 per game) and 17 home runs in 16 games at home com-
pared to .288 with 60 runs scored (6.67 per game) and 21 home runs in nine
games on the road...are averaging the fewest runs per game at home in
the American League and have the second lowest batting average and OPS
(.652)...overall, the A's are tied for second in the ALin home runs (38) and tied
for third in runs scored (116).

THE LONG BALL: Stephen Piscotty homered in the second inning last night
to snap the A’s streak of three consecutive games without a home run...that
was the A's longest homerless streak since May 28-30, 2018 when they also
went three straight..now have 38 home runs for the season, which is tied
with the Yankees for second most in the American League (Seattle, 56)...it is
second most in Athletics history over the first 25 games of the season (41 in
2002)...the A's are 0-7 when going homerless and 7-1 when holding the op-
position homerless...are 0-7 when getting out-homered and Oakland is the
only AL team that has not won a game when getting out-homered.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed nine errors in the last 12 games
after making three over the first 13 contests...have a .986 fielding percent-
age for the season, which is fourth best in the American League...A’s out-
fielders have seven assists, which are the second most outfield assists in the
American League (Chicago, 8).

PITCHING: The A’s allowed one run last night for the second time on the
homestand...however, have a 5.87 ERA (80 er in 122.2 ip) over the last 14
games after logging a 2.94 ERA over the first 11 contests...have surrendered
21 home runs over the last 14 games after yielding eight over the first 11...
lead the American League in shutouts (3).

STARTING PITCHING: Last night, Chris Bassitt had the sixth scoreless outing
by an A's starting pitcher this year but the first since April 2 (Fiers)...starters
are now 5-7 with a 7.10 ERA (56 er in 71.0 ip) and .286 (83-for-290) oppo-
nents batting average over the last 15 games after going 6-1 with a 2.30 ERA
and .181 opponents batting average over the first 10 contests...have 11 of
the A’s 12 wins and lead the majors in wins by a starting pitcher...last year,
starters had just 52 of the A's 97 wins (53.6%)...have tossed fewer than seven
innings in all 25 games, which is the longest season-opening streak in Oak-
land history...tossed fewer than seven innings in each of the final 36 games
last year, which was already the longest such streak in Oakland history...the
longest outing by an A’s starter this year is 6.2 innings by Brett Anderson on
April 9 at Baltimore...Anderson is the last A’s starter to pitch seven or more
innings (7.0 on Aug. 21, 2018 vs. Texas)...starters are averaging 5.03 innings
per start...last year, A’s starters tossed 824.1 innings, which was the fewest in
Athletics history in a non-strike season (5.09 innings per start).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-4 on this eight-game homestand against
Houston (1-1), Toronto (0-3) and Texas (1-0)...the series loss to Toronto was
the A's first in the Coliseum since June 12-14, 2018 against Houston...had
gone 15-0-3 over their previous 18 series in the Coliseum, which was the
longest series unbeaten streak in Oakland history...are now 40-17 (.702) over
their last 57 games in the Coliseum dating back to June 16, 2018...went 6-2
on the last homestand and are 8-8 at home...leave following the game to-

morrow for a nine-game road trip to Toronto (three games), Boston (three
games) and Pittsburgh (three games)...it is the second of four straight nine-
game road trips to start the year, which are the A’s longest road trips of the
season...went 4-5 on the first road trip to Houston (0-3), Baltimore (3-1) and
Texas (1-1)..last year, the A's went 50-31 (.617) at home compared to 47-34
(.580) on the road...had the fourth best home record in the AL but tied for
the third best road record in the majors...it was the sixth best road record in
Oakland history.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 6-8 (.429) against American League West teams
compared to 6-5 (.545) against the AL East...12 of the A's 25 games have been
decided by four runs or more, which is tied with Baltimore for the most in the
AL...eight other games have been decided by one run, which is tied for third
most...are 6-6 in games decided by four runs or more and 3-5 in one-run
games...have lost three times this year when leading after seven innings...
had just two such losses all last year...are one of three AL teams without a
sweep (Baltimore, Chicago).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list eight times this year...
currently have seven players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann,
Manaea, Martini, Olson), four of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gos-
sett, Herrmann, Manaea)...Oakland used the disabled list 26 times last year,
which was second most in Oakland history to the record of 27 set in 2016...
it marked the fourth consecutive season and eighth time in the last 12 years
the A's have used the IL at least 20 times...have had at least four players on
the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30,
2011 and have not had fewer than two players on the IL since the end of the
2006 season when they had just one.

CONTRACT STATUS: After Khris Davis agreed to terms on a two-year contract
extension last Thursday, the A's now have four players under contract be-
yond the 2019 season...Joakim Soria and Mike Fiers are signed through 2020,
Davis is signed through 2021 and Stephen Piscotty is signed through 2022
with a club option for 2023...Yusmeiro Petit has a club option for 2020.

A’s vs. RANGERS: The As lead the season series, 2-1..won the first game in
Oakland last night after splitting a rain-shortened two-game series in Ar-
lington earlier this month...the rainout on April 13 will be made up as part
of a day/night doubleheader on June 8...the A's won the season series last
year 13-6 and have won each of the previous two season series...the 13 wins
matched the A’s second most against the Rangers (15 in 2003)...went 7-3 in
Oakland and 6-3 in Texas...have won 11 of the last 13 games and 23 of the
last 31...have won four of the last five games in Globe Life Park and 16 of
the last 19 games in the Coliseum...are 367-368 all-time against the Texas
Rangers...that breaks down to 194-173 in Oakland and 173-195 in Texas...are
106-107 at Globe Life Park...have an all-time record of 464-450 against the
Rangers/Senators franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis leads the American League in home runs (10) and is tied for
third in RBI (21)...now has 143 home runs over the last four seasons, which
is 19 more than any other player...is batting .328 (21-for-64) with 11 home
runs and 26 RBI over his last 16 games against the Rangers..Ramon Laure-
ano ranks second among Major League outfielders with five assists...now
has 14 assists in 71 games in the outfield over the last two years, which is
second most among ML outfielders, despite him not making his ML debut
until Aug. 3, 2018...Stephen Piscotty has a 15-game hitting streak against
Texas (23-for-57,.404), which matches the Athletics record for longest hit-
ting streak against the Rangers/Senators (15, Geronimo Berroa, May 7,
1995-July 12, 1996)...Blake Treinen has not allowed a run in seven home
games (8.2 ip) and now has a streak of 27.0 consecutive scoreless innings
at home dating back to last year...that is the second longest home score-
less streak by a reliever in Oakland history (31.0, Rollie Fingers, June 27-
Aug. 31,1976).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1978 the A's record their second consecutive shutout as John Henry
Johnson tosses a six-hit shutout against the Mariners at Seattle in the A’s
5-0 win...in 1985 the A's and the Angels combine for 10 home runs, but the
A's come out on top 14-9...Mike Davis hits his sixth home run in the first A's
first 14 games...in 1988 Dave Stewart goes the distance in the A’s 3-2, 10
inning win at Chicago to improve to 5-0..Stewart would go on to win his
first eight decisions.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Frankie Montas (3-1, 2.70 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his fifth start of the season...has won
three of his first four starts and is tied for third in the American League in
wins...has yielded three hits in three of his four starts..the A’s are 3-1 in
his starting assignments and are 10-5 (.667) when he starts in his career...
begins his fourth season in the majors and is on his second Opening Day
roster (2017 with Oakland)..was available in the bullpen for the two games
against Seattle in Japan but did not pitch.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 2-0 with a 1.46 ERA (2 er in 12.1 ip) and .143 (6-for-
42) opponents batting average in two starts at home compared to 1-1 with
a 4.09 ERA (5 er in 11.0 ip) and .238 (10-for-42) opponents average in two
starts on the road.

THIS AND THAT: Has held right-handed hitters to a .160 (8-for-50) opponents
batting average...has not allowed a run in the first or second inning and op-
ponents are 2-for-25 (.080) in those innings...last year, he allowed 14 of his
34 runs in the first inning (8.18 ERA)...has surrendered four home runs in
23.1innings after allowing just five in 65.0 innings last year.

FIRST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A's 2-1 win over Los Angeles
(AL) March 31 in Oakland...tossed six innings and allowed just one run on
three hits...allowed a leadoff double to Calhoun, hit Trout and then retired
16 consecutive batters before Calhoun homered with two outs in the sixth...
was relieved by Trivino after allowing a double to Bour to start the seventh
inning.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 3-2 loss at Houston April
5..allowed a Bregman RBI single in the third but the A's came back to tie the
game in the fourth...surrendered a lead off home run to Correa in the bottom
of the fourth to give Houston the lead for good.

THIRD START: He picked up his second victory of the season in the A's 10-3
win at Baltimore on April 10...retired each of the first 12 batters he faced and
had a 7-0 lead when he allowed a leadoff home run to Mancini in the fifth...
also allowed a two-run home run to Ruiz that inning...was relieved by Wen-
delken to start the seventh inning with the A’s leading 10-3.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 2-1 win over Houston on
Wednesday in Oakland...did not allow a hit until Gurriel singled with one out
in the fifth...had a 1-0 lead when he allowed a RBI single to Brantley in the
sixth...the A's came back with a run in the bottom of the sixth and he was
relieved by Trivino with one out and a runner on first in the seventh.

2018 RECAP: Went 5-4 with a 3.88 ERA in 13 games, including 11 starts, over
four stints with Oakland...was 5-2 with a 3.35 ERA in eight starts during his
first stint from May 27 to July 9 and 0-2 with a 5.40 ERA in five games over
his final three stints...surrendered just five home runs in 65.0 innings after
yielding 10 home runs in 32.0 innings in 2017...struck out 43 batters (5.95
per nine innings) after fanning 56 in 47.0 innings (10.72 per nine innings)
over his first two seasons.

start and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland...combined with Cook, Doolittle and
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.
