ABOUT THE A’S: Have a season-high tying four-game losing streak (also April
5-8)...it marks just the third time over the last two years the A's have lost four
straight games...have not lost more than four in a row since Aug. 28-Sept. 5,
2017 when they dropped eight straight...have also lost seven of the last 10
games and are a season-low three games under .500 at 14-17...it marks the
first time the A's have been more than two games under .500 since April 16
of last year when they were 7-10...are now 4-9 over the last 13 games after
starting the year 10-8...are 10-6 (.625) in the Coliseum and 4-11 (.267) in all
other ballparks...are in fourth place in the American League West and are
four games out of first place...that is one game short of the season high of
five (last on April 11)...have spent two days in second this year, 11 days in
third, four days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, two days tied for fourth and
three days in fifth.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's committed two errors last night, which led to six
unearned runs...those were the A's most unearned runs in a game since Aug.
28, 2009 against Los Angeles-AL when they had seven...had been charged
with just four unearned runs over the first 30 games...now have back-to-
back two error games and have made 15 errors in the last 18 games after
committing just three over the first 13 contests...A’s outfielders have seven
assists, which is tied for the third most in the American League...allowed a
season-high tying three stolen bases last night and opponents have 24 for
the season, which is tied for second most in the AL.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s extended their road losing streak to five games
last night...it marks the first time they have lost more than four straight road
games in one season since an eight-game losing streak from Aug. 23-Sept.
12, 2017...are 0-4 on this nine-game road trip to Toronto (0-3), Boston (0-1)
and Pittsburgh (three games) and are now 4-9 (.308) on the road for the sea-
son...that is tied for the third worst road record in the American League...this
is the second of four straight nine-game road trips to start the year, which
are the A’s longest road trips of the season...have a 10-8 record at home after
going 4-4 on the last homestand against Houston (1-1), Toronto (0-3) and
Texas (3-0).

CLOSE AND NOT CLOSE: The A’s lost 9-4 last night and are now 5-6 in games
decided by five or more runs...the 11 games are tied for third most in the
majors...are 4-6 in one-run games and the 10 one-run games are tied for fifth
most in the majors...two of the A’s four losses on the trip have been walk-off
losses...have three walk-off losses for the season, which is tied with Texas for
the most in the majors...are 1-6 in games decided in the last at bat and are
tied with Kansas City for the most last at bat losses in the majors.

IN APRIL: The A’s have clinched a losing record in April for the second time
in the last three years as they are 11-14 entering the final game today...also
went 11-14 in 2017..have lost more than 14 games in April just twice in
Oakland history (17 in 1994 and 2001)...the A’s .440 winning percentage is
tied for third worst in the American League this month...have a 4.91 ERA (120
erin 220.0 ip) and have not logged an ERA above 4.74 in April since posting
a 5.38 ERAin 2001...have surrendered 32 home runs, which is tied for second
most in April in Athletics history (36 in 1996)...have 206 strikeouts, which
is third most in April in Athletics history (220 in 2014, 210 in 2013)...the of-
fense has hit 34 home runs, which are their most in April since 2006 when
they also had 34...last had more than 34 in 2002 when they hit an Athletics
record 42 home runs in April.

PITCHING: The A’s have a 5.48 ERA (112 er in 184.0 ip) over the last 21 games
after logging a 2.90 ERA over the first 10 contests...A’s starting pitchers are
6-9 with a 6.21 ERA (72 er in 105.0 ip) and .289 (125-for-432) opponents bat-
ting average over the last 21 games after going 6-1 with a 2.30 ERA and .181
opponents batting average over the first 10 contests...starters have 12 of the
A's 14 wins, which is tied for second most in the American League (Minne-
sota, 13)...last year, starters had just 52 of the A's 97 wins (53.6%)...starters
tossed 7.0 innings twice in the three-game series at Toronto (Bassitt on Sun-
day, Fiers on Friday) after logging 6.2 innings or fewer in each of the first 27
games...have now tossed seven innings or fewer in each of the last 72 games
dating back to Aug. 17, 2018...the last A’s starter to toss more than seven in-
nings is Brett Anderson on Aug. 15, 2018 (7.2).

OFFENSE: The A’s are hitting .172 (23-for-134) with 11 runs scored over the
first four games of the road trip...are now batting .213 (82-for-385) with 43
runs scored (3.6 per game) over the last 12 games after hitting .310 with 58

runs scored (8.3 per game) over the previous seven contests...overall, rank
fourth in the American League in runs scored (144) and have the fourth few-
est strikeouts (223).

SMALL BALL: The A’s are one of two teams without a sacrifice hit (Detroit) and
now have a streak of 75 consecutive games without a sacrifice hit, which is
the longest in Athletics history and third longest in Major League history (95,
Toronto in 2002-03; 81, Boston in 2017-18)...the A’s last sacrifice hit came on
Aug. 12, 2018 at Los Angeles-AL (Pinder)...are one of three teams without
a bunt hit (Boston, Los Angeles-AL)...have 10 stolen bases, which is tied for
third fewest in the American League...have the second lowest stolen base
percentage in the AL (10-for-17, 58.8%)

THE LONG BALL: The A's have homered just once on the trip..now have six
home runs in the last 12 games after hitting 36 over the first 19 contests...
are 0-10 when going homerless and are one of three teams in the majors
that has not won a game when hitting no home runs (Houston, Seattle)...
are 1-9 when getting out-homered, which is the worst record in the AL and
second worst in the majors (Miami, 1-14).

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 8-4 (.667) in games in which the opponent starts
a left-handed pitcher compared to 6-13 (.316) against right-handers...the
record against lefties is fourth best in the American League but the mark
against righties is the worst in the majors...the 12 games against lefties are
tied with San Francisco for the most in the majors...are batting .272 with
an .830 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to .230 with a .688 OPS
against right-handers...have the fourth best batting average and OPS against
lefties in the AL...have the third lowest OPS and fourth lowest batting aver-
age against righties...lead the AL in home runs off lefties (15).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's placed Mark Canha on the injured list yesterday
and have now used the IL nine times this year...currently have eight play-
ers on the IL (Canha, Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini,
Olson), four of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Ma-
naea)..have had at least four players on the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015,
at least three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two
players on the IL since the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

A’s vs. RED SOX: The A’s lead the season series, 3-2...lost the first meeting in
Boston last night after winning three of four games in Oakland April 1-4...
need to win one of the two remaining games to clinch a season series vic-
tory for the third consecutive year (went 4-2 last year and 4-3 in 2017)...the
last time the Athletics won three or more consecutive season series from
the Red Sox was 1925-32 when they won eight straight...are now 11-7 (.611)
against the Red Sox over the last three years, which is the best record by
any American League team against Boston..have won nine of the last 12
games in the Coliseum but have lost 10 of the last 13 at Fenway...are 247-
298 against Boston since moving to Oakland in 1968...that includes 150-123
in Oakland, 96-174 in Boston and 1-1 in Tokyo...all-time, the A’s are 889-1079
against the Red Sox.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman leads Major League third basemen in home runs (8), total
chances (94) and putouts (36) and is tied for the lead in RBI (20)...Khris
Davis ranks second in the America League in home runs (10) and now has
143 over the last four seasons, which is 19 more than any other player...
Marcus Semien has four multiple hit games in his last five games (8-for-20,
.400) and 12 for the season, which is tied for third in the AL...is also tied
for second in hits (38), tied for fifth in runs (21) and 10th in batting (.322).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1937 Duke All-American football star Ace Parker hits a pinch hit home
run in his first major league at bat...he would later be elected to the Foot-
ball Hall of Fame...in 1969 Rick Monday’s third inning grand slam at Cali-
fornia gives him at least one RBI in a club record 10 consecutive games...he
finishes with five RBI on the day and drives in 18 runs during the streak...
in 2000 Adam Piatt ties an Oakland record with two triples in the A's 8-2
win at Minnesota...he also connects for his first major league home run...
in 2005 Mark Kotsay ties an Oakland record with five hits, including the
game winning RBI single in the bottom of the 10" inning of the A’s 6-5
win over Seattle.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his sixth start of the season...has al-
lowed 16 runs in 21.0 innings over his last four starts (6.86 ERA) after tossing
six scoreless innings in his first start on April 1 against Boston...was one of
three inactive players for the season-opening two-game series against Se-
attle in Tokyo and did not make the trip to Japan.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has a .203 (14-for-69) opponents batting average with
the bases empty, .343 (12-for-35) with runners on..has allowed six home
runs, four of which have been solo shots...opponents are 7-for-21 (.333)
with runners in scoring position...has a .349 (15-for-43) opponents batting
average the first time through the lineup, .180 (11-for-61) after that...has
allowed a .133 (4-for-30) average with two outs.

FIRST START: He combined with Buchter, Hendriks, Wendelken and Rodney
on a four-hit shutout in the A's 7-0 win over Boston on April 1 in Oakland...
tossed six innings and allowed two of the hits while walking one...it was his
first big league win since Oct. 2, 2015 at Seattle...allowed only one baser-
unner past first base (Bogaerts) and he was thrown out by Laureano at the
plate trying to score from second.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 6-0 loss at Houston April
6...shut out the Astros on four hits over the first three innings to extend his
scoreless streak to a career-high 13.2 innings dating back to Oct. 2, 2015...
the streak ended on a Gurriel RBI double in the fourth and he allowed four
more runs in the fifth on a pair of two-run homers by Springer and Brantley...
Miley and four Astros relievers combined to blank the A's on six hits.

THIRD START: He picked up his second win of the season in the A’s 8-5 victory
at Baltimore on April 11...allowed a solo home run to the second batter of
the game, Smith, and then blanked the Orioles on a hit and two walks over
the next six innings...had a 7-1 lead when he allowed the first two batters to
reach base in the seventh inning...was relieved by Wendelken, who allowed
both of those runs to score.

FOURTH START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’'s 5-1 loss to Toronto on
April 19 in Oakland...retired the side in order in the first inning but the Blue
Jays sent nine men to the plate in the second and scored four times...Brito
had a RBI single, Jansen a two-run double and Sogard a RBI single...also al-
lowed a lead off home run to Drury in the fourth...Stroman limited the A's to
a run on six hits in eight innings of work.

LAST START: He had his first no decision of the season in the A's 6-5 win over
Texas last Wednesday in Oakland...struck out a career-high tying seven bat-
ters (also Aug. 6, 2015 vs. Houston) and did not walk a batter for the second
time as a starter (Aug. 1, 2015 vs. Cleveland)...allowed a run to score on a
ground out in the second and surrendered solo home runs to Mazara in the
third and Forysthe in the fourth...was relieved by Petit to start the sixth with
the A’s leading 5-3, but Soria allowed a run in the seventh for the blown save
before the A's won on a Pinder walk-off RBI single.

Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.
