ABOUT THE A’S: The A's have lost two straight and eight of the last nine
games to fall a season-low six games under .500 at 15-21 (.417)...it marks
the first time the A's have been more than five games under .500 since fin-
ishing the 2017 season 75-87...have the third worst record in the American
League...are in fifth place in the AL West for the fifth consecutive day and are
a season-high 6% games out of first place...are 5-13 in the 18 games since
the rain out in Texas on April 13 after starting the year 10-8...are 10-6 (.625)
in the Coliseum and 5-15 (.250) in all other ballparks...have spent two days
in second this year, 11 days in third, four days tied for third, 13 days in fourth,
three days tied for fourth and eight days in fifth..snapped a season-high six-
game losing streak on Friday, which was Oakland’s longest losing streak over
the last two years.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's went 1-8 on the last road trip to Toronto (0-3), Bos-
ton (0-3) and Pittsburgh (1-2)...it was their worst road trip of eight or more
games since going 1-9 against Boston, Baltimore and Chicago from June
2-12, 2011...begin a six-game homestand tonight against Cincinnati (three
games) and Cleveland (three games)...are 16-1-3 over their last 20 series in
the Coliseum and have record of 42-17 (.712) over their last 59 games in Oak-
land dating back to June 16, 2018...are 10-8 (.556) at home compared to 5-13
(.278) on the road...have the second worst road record in the majors (Kansas
City, 4-13)...snapped a season-high seven-game road losing streak on Friday.

EXTRA INNINGS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's dropped to 0-3 in extra in-
ning games with the 5-3, 13-inning loss at Pittsburgh on Sunday...two of
the losses came on the last road trip and in each loss the A’'s had the lead
entering the bottom half of the extra inning...it marks just the sixth time in
Oakland history the A's have two such losses in the same season (1970, 76,
77, 97, 2011)...have never had three...are now 1-7 in games decided in the
last at bat, including 1-4 in walk-off games...have the most walk-off losses in
the majors and the second most last at bat losses (Kansas City, 8).

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s are 1-2 in inter-
league play after dropping two of three at
Pittsburgh over the weekend...in addition to

13-14)..went 12-8 (.600) against the Na-
tional League last year, which tied for the
eighth best interleague record in the majors...finished with a winning record
against the NL for the first time since 2015 and the 13th time in 22 seasons
of interleague play...are 218-189 (.536) all-time in interleague play, which is
fourth best in Major League history.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 8-4 (.667) in games in which the opponent starts
a left-handed pitcher compared to 7-17 (.292) against right-handers...the re-
cord against lefties is third best in the American League but the mark against
righties is the worst in the majors...have faced just one southpaw over the
last 11 games (Rodriguez, BOS on April 29) but the 12 games against lefties
are tied for second most in the AL...are batting .266 with an .813 OPS against
left-handed pitchers compared to .233 with a .687 OPS against right-hand-
ers...have the third best batting average and OPS against lefties in the AL...
have the third lowest batting average and fourth OPS against righties...lead
the AL in home runs off lefties (16).

OFFENSE: The A’s hit .211 with 36 runs scored and four home runs in nine
games on the last road trip...14 of the runs and two of the home runs came
on Friday night at Pittsburgh...are now batting .221 (127-for-574) with nine
home runs and 68 runs scored (4.0 per game) over the last 17 games after
hitting .259 with 36 home runs and 101 runs scored (5.3 per game) over the
first 19 contests...are hitting .242 for the season, which is fifth lowest in the
American League...also have the fifth lowest OPS (.721)...have the third few-
est stolen bases (11) but have the fourth fewest strikeouts (264)...the A's are
one of two teams without a sacrifice hit (Detroit) and now have a streak of
80 consecutive games without a sacrifice hit, which is the longest in Athlet-
ics history and third longest in Major League history (95, Toronto in 2002-03;
81, Boston in 2017-18)...the A’s last sacrifice hit came on Aug. 12,2018 at Los
Angeles-AL (Pinder).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 5.37 ERA (132 er in 221.0 ip) over the last
25 games after posting a 2.94 ERA over the first 11 contests...have a 3.82 ERA

(70 er in 165.0 ip) at home compared to 5.43 on the road...have the highest
road ERA in the majors (Texas, 5.34)...overall, are tied for third in the Ameri-
can League in most hit batters (17)..have allowed the second most stolen
bases (26).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 1-3 with a 3.35 ERA (14 er in
37.2 ip) over the last seven games...however, are 7-11 with a 5.79 ERA (84 er
in 130.2 ip) and .281 (150-for-534) opponents batting average over the last
26 games dating back to April 5 after going 6-1 with a 2.30 ERA and .181
opponents average over the first 10 contests...starters have 13 of the A’s 15
wins (86.7%)...1ast year, starters had just 52 of the A's 97 wins (53.6%)...have
tossed seven innings or fewer in each game this year and now have a streak
of 77 consecutive games of seven innings or fewer dating back to Aug. 17,
2018...that matches the second longest such streak in Oakland history...the
longest is 83 consecutive games from Aug. 23, 2015 to May 22, 2016...the
last A's starter to toss more than seven innings is Brett Anderson on Aug.
15,2018 (7.2).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed eight errors in the last eight
games, which has led to seven unearned runs..made 13 errors over the first
28 contests, leading to four unearned runs...have turned the third fewest
double plays in the American League (21).

THIS AND THAT: Half of the A's 36 games (18) have been decided by four or
more runs, which is the most in the American League and tied for second
most in the majors...are 8-10 in those games...are 0-13 when going homer-
less and are one of three teams in the majors that has not won a game when
hitting no home runs (Houston, Seattle)...are 1-13 when getting out-hom-
ered, which is the worst record in the majors.

IN APRIL: The A's went 11-15 (.423) in April, which was the third worst record
in the American League...the 15 losses were third most in April in Oakland
history (17 in 1994 and 2001)..compiled a 4.89 ERA, which was the high-
est April ERA by an A's team since 2001 (5.38)...yielded 34 home runs, which
was two short of the record of 36 in 1996...struck out 213, which was seven
short of the record of 220 in 2014...the offense hit 35 home runs, which tied
for third most in April in Oakland history and was the most since 2002 (42).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list nine times this year...af-
ter reinstating Matt Olson today, the Oakland currently has seven players on
the IL (Canha, Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini, four of
which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea)...have had
at least four players on the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three
every day since July 30,2011 and have not had fewer than two players on the
IL since the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

A’s vs. REDS: The A's and Reds meet for the first time since 2016 when Oak-
land lost two of three at Cincinnati...last met in Oakland in 2013 when the
A's swept a two-game series...the A’s have lost seven of the last 10 games
after winning eight of the first nine...lead the all-time series, 11-8...are 7-4
in Oakland and 4-4 in Cincinnati...including 1-4 at Great American Ballpark...
have met twice in the World Series with the A's winning in seven games in
1972 and the Reds sweeping in four games in 1990.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman is tied for second in the American League in extra base hits
(20) and total bases (77), ranks fourth in slugging (.597) and sixth in OPS
(.981)...Josh Phegley went 7-for-22 (.318) with 10 RBI in seven games on
the road trip and leads AL catchers with 21 RBI...Marcus Semien has com-
mitted just one error and leads AL shortstops in fielding percentage (.992).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1979 the A's turn the first triple play in Oakland history at Baltimore
when Gary Roenicke hits into a Gross to Klutts to Revering triple play...
it is the first of the A's major league recording tying three triple plays in
1979...in 1991 Harold Baines sets an Oakland record with 14 total bases
in the A's 11-3 win against Baltimore...he homers in the first, doubles in
third, homers in the fourth, homers in the sixth for his club record tying
third home run and then walks in the eighth inning with a chance for his
fourth home run..he has seven RBI on the evening...in 1997 the A's and
Milwaukee set what was then a major league record for the longest 1-0
nine inning game...the Brewers win the game in 3 hours and 20 minutes,
breaking the previous record of 3:07.

FOR OPENERS: Is scheduled to make his ninth start of the season, which will
tie him for the Major League lead with Stanek (TB) and Gonzalez (SEA), who
are also making their ninth start today...has compiled a 6.81 ERA, which is
third highest in the American League, and is tied for fourth in runs allowed
(28).

LAST FIVE/FIRST THREE: |s 0-2 with a 9.41 ERA (23 er in 22.0 ip) and .358 (34-
for-95) opponents batting average over his last five starts after going 2-1
with a 3.00 ERA and .189 opponents average over his first three starts...has
seven home runs in 22.0 innings over his last fuve starts after surrendering
one in 15.0 innings over his first three.

APRIL AND BEYOND: Allowed three runs in 5.0 innings for the loss in his first
start in May after going 1-1 with a 7.83 ERA in five starts in April...the ERA
was his highest in a month of 10 or more innings (previous: 7.44 in Aug.
2017)...it was second highest in the majors this year among pitchers with
20 or more innings in April (Nova, CWS 8.42)...is now 5-9 with a 5.68 ERA in
25 career appearances in April...is 43-35 with a 3.58 ERA (262 er in 658.0 ip)
from May through August.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Went 0-0 with a 1.23 ERA (7.1 ip,6 h, 11,1 er, 0 bb, 9 s0)
in two interleague starts last year...is now 5-5 with a 3.10 ERA (36 er in 104.2
ip) and .225 (85-for-378) opponents batting average in 20 career interleague
appearances, including 18 starts.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .244 (19-for-78) batting average and
.741 OPS against right-handed hitters compared to .357 (25-for-70) with a
.980 OPS against left-handers...opponents are 12-for-36 (.333) when leading
off an inning...has a .333 (13-for-39) opponents batting average with run-
ners in scoring position...last year, he had a .172 opponents average with
RISP, which was second lowest in the AL among qualifiers for the ERA title
(Snell, TB .088).

HOME AND AWAY: Is 2-2 with a 5.40 ERA (11 er in 18.1 ip) and .268 (19-for-
71) opponents batting average in four starts at home compared to 0-1 with
an 8.20 ERA (17 er in 18.2 ip) and .325 (25-for-77) opponents average in four
starts on the road...is now 6-3 with a 3.78 ERA (33 er in 78.2 ip) in 15 career
appearances, 14 starts, in the Coliseum...Iast year, he went 5-2 with a 2.77
ERA in 12 starts at Comerica Park and 3-0 with a 2.91 ERA in six starts in
the Coliseum...combined for an 8-2 record and a 2.81 ERA in 18 starts in his
home ballparks compared to 4-6 with a 4.65 ERA in 13 games on the road...
ranked fifth in the AL in home ERA and tied for 10th in wins.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 1-1 with a 5.57 ERA (13 er in 21.0 ip) and .259 (22-for-85)
opponents batting average in four starts at night compared to 1-2 with an
8.44 ERA (15 er in 16.0 ip) and .349 (22-for-63) opponents average in four
starts during the day.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was the A's Opening Day starter against Seattle on March
20inTokyo and was the losing pitcher in the A's 9-7 loss...it was his first career
Opening Day start and he became the A’s 12th different Opening Day start-
ing pitcher over the last 14 years (Zito, Haren, Blanton, Braden, Sheets, Cahill,
McCarthy, Anderson, Gray twice, Hill, Graveman twice)...put together wins
in back-to-back starts on March 28 against Los Angeles and April 2 against
Boston...did not allow a run in either outing, marking the second time in his
career he had back-to-back starts without yielding a run...the other time was
June 20-30, 2012 when he did it in three straight starts...combined with Tri-
vino, Soria and Treinen on a three-hit shutout in a 4-0 win over the Angels...
allowed just one hit in six innings, a one-out double by La Stella in the fifth...
then combined with Buchter, Trivino and Treinen on a seven-hit shutout in a
1-0 win over the Red Sox...allowed five hits in six innings and did not walk a
batter...that gave him a 2-1 record, a 3.00 ERA and a .189 opponents batting
average over his first three starts...is 0-2 with a 9.41 ERA and .358 opponents
batting average in five starts since then...allowed a season-high six runs in
three consecutive starts from April 7-20...began that streak by tossing just
1.2 innings in a no decision at Houston April 7, matching the shortest start of
his career (June 2, 2013 at Philadelphia)...walked a season-high four...struck
out a season-high six batters April 12 at Texas...yielded a season-high nine
hits in just 3.1 innings in a 10-1 loss to Toronto on April 20...it was his first
loss in the Coliseum since July 18, 2016 while pitching for Houston, snapping
a six-game Coliseum winning streak..tossed a season-high seven innings
and a had a season-high 101 pitches April 26 at Toronto.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 7-3 loss at Boston last
Wednesday...Oakland scored a run in the second but he allowed a Moreland
sacrifice fly in the bottom of the second...also yielded a solo home run to
Moreland in the fourth and a Betts sacrifice fly in the fifth and was relieved
by Wendelken to start the sixth inning with the A’s trailing 7-3.

Houston April 7...it was his only win of the season...tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks...left the game early with a sprained right ankle...was
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of
relief that night in the A's 10-8, 19-inning win...entered the game in the 13th inning for the first
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts...allowed just one run..was placed on the 15-day
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle...was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture

of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the
DL Aug. 28 and pitched exclusively in relief following his return, logging a 5.74 ERA and .306 op-
ponents batting average in 10 appearances...recorded his first save in his first outing following
his return Aug. 28 at Detroit...pitched the final three innings of the A's 14-4 win, allowing three
runs on five hits in 3.0 innings.

2012—Completed his rehab from “Tommy John” surgery in late August and made six starts be-
fore his regular season ended when he strained his right oblique Sept. 19..went 4-2 with a 2.57
ERA and .225 opponents batting average...allowed just one home run in 35.0 innings...yielded a
.148 average with runners in scoring position...was reinstated from the disabled list Aug. 20 and
started the next day against Minnesota...allowed just one run in 7.0 innings for the win...it was
his first start since June 5, 2011 at Boston...combined with Cook and Balfour on a two-hit shutout
in his second start, a 3-0 win at Cleveland Aug. 27...tossed 7.0 innings and allowed both of the
hits...allowed one run in each of his next two starts to become the first Athletics pitcher since at
least 1918 to begin his season with four consecutive starts of one run or fewer...won each of his
first four starts to become the first Oakland pitcher to start the season by winning at least his
first four starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990...the four-game win-
ning streak matched the longest of his career (third time, last: Sept. 6 to Oct. 2,2010)...had a 0.69
ERA, a.185 opponents batting average and three walks in 26.0 innings over his first four starts...
