ABOUT THE A’S: Went 4-2 on the last homestand after going 1-8 on the last
road trip...are now 9-15 (.375) since the rain out in Texas on April 13 after
starting the year 10-8 (.556)...are 19-23 (.452) overall, which is the fifth worst
record in the American League...are tied for fourth place in the AL West and
trail first place Houston by a season-high 7% games...however, are just one
game behind second place Los Angeles...have spent two days in second this
year, 11 days in third, four days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, six days tied
for fourth and 12 days in fifth.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are scheduled to face a left-handed starter for the
first time since April 29 (Rodriguez, BOS)...had faced a right-handed starter
in 11 straight and 16 of the previous 17 games...are 8-4 (.667) in games in
which the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 11-19 (.367)
against right-handers...the record against lefties is third best in the Ameri-
can League but the mark against righties is tied with Kansas City for second
worst (Toronto, 9-19)...are batting .265 with an .813 OPS against left-handed
pitchers compared to .228 with a .675 OPS against right-handers...have the
third best batting average and OPS against lefties in the AL...have the fourth
lowest batting average and OPS against righties...lead the AL in home runs
off lefties (17).

CLOSE CALLS: The A's lost 5-3 yesterday and seven of Oakland’s last eight
games have been decided by two runs or fewer..are 4-3 in those seven
games and are 10-11 (.476) in games decided by two-runs or fewer for the
season...the 21 games are tied with Cleveland for second most in the Ameri-
can League to Seattle (25)...each of the As last three wins have been one-run
victories and Oakland is now 7-6 in one-run games for the season...have the
second most one-run games and one-run wins in the AL to Seattle (8-8)...
have played three extra inning games in the last seven games and five for
the season, which is tied with Detroit and Kansas City for the most in the
AL...have won each of their last two extra inning games after losing the first
three...had three walk-off wins on the last homestand and now have four for
the season, which is tied with the Cubs for the most in the majors...also have
four walk-off losses, which is tied with Cleveland and Cincinnati for the most
in the majors...are 4-7 in games decided in the last at bat and the losses are
second most in the AL (Kansas City, 8).

HOME AND AWAY: The A's begin a nine-game road trip to Seattle (two
games), Detroit (four games) and Cleveland (three games) tonight...it will be
the third of four straight nine-game road trips to start the year, which are the
A's longest road trips of the season..went 4-2 on the last homestand against
Cincinnati (2-1) and Cleveland (2-1) after going 1-8 on the last road trip to To-
ronto (0-3), Boston (0-3) and Pittsburgh (1-2)...it was their worst road trip of
eight or more games since going 1-9 against Boston, Baltimore and Chicago
from June 2-12, 2011...are 5-13 (.278) on the road compared to 14-10 (.583)
at home...have the third worst road record in the American League (Kansas
City and Texas, 5-14)...have lost nine of the last 10 road games and have won
seven of the last nine home games.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's compiled a 2.51 ERA on the last homestand
and now have a 3.46 ERA at home compared to 5.43 (95 erin 157.1ip) on the
road...have the second highest road ERA in the majors (Texas, 5.73), but the
home ERA is fourth lowest in the American League...are batting .250 (162-
for-649) and are averaging 5.33 runs per game on the road (96 runs in 18
games) compared to .227 and 3.75 runs per game at home...are averaging
the fourth most runs per game on the road in the AL but the second fewest
at home.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 2-5 with a 3.34 ERA (27 er in
72.2 ip) and .227 (62-for-273) opponents batting average over the last 13
games after going 6-7 with a 6.95 ERA and .295 opponents average over the
previous 18 contests...have 14 of the A's 19 wins, which is tied for fourth
most in the American League...last year, starters had just 52 of the A's 97
wins (53.6%)...have one of three complete games in the AL (Cleveland, Tex-
as)..the A's used an “opener” for the first time this year on Saturday against
Cleveland and won...went 4-5 when using an opener last year...the no-hitter
by Fiers last Tuesday marked the first time an A’s starter pitched more than
seven innings since Aug. 15, 2018 (Anderson, 7.2)...it snapped a streak of 77
consecutive games of seven innings or fewer (tied for second longest in Oak-
land history), 146 consecutive games of eight innings or fewer (third lon-
gest) and 146 consecutive games without a complete game (fourth longest).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 3.29 ERA (36 er in 98.1 ip) in 10 games
in May after posting a 4.89 ERA in April...have the fourth lowest May ERA in
the American League...have yielded the second fewest home runs (9)..the

no-hitter by Fiers last Tuesday night against Cincinnati was the A's fourth
shutout of the season, which is tied for second most in the AL.

OFFENSE: The A's batted .209 (43-for-206) with 17 runs scored in six games
on the homestand (2.8 runs per game) but compiled a 4-2 record...are now
hitting .210 (111-for-529) with 53 runs scored (3.5 per game) and 10 home
runs in 15 games dating back to the start of the last road trip...are hitting
.237 for the season, which is fourth lowest in the American League...have the
fifth lowest OPS (.708) and slugging percentage (.393) but are tied for the
fourth most walks (150)...the A’s are 23-for-73 (.315) with runners in scoring
position in May and are batting .272 (78-for-287) with RISP for the season,
which ranks fourth in the AL..A’s pinch hitters are 7-for-23 (.304) with four
walks and four RBI...are tied for the most pinch walks in the AL, rank second
in hits and third in batting.

ON THE BASES: The A's are a perfect 4-for-4 in stolen base attempts in May af-
ter going 9-for-16 (56.3%) in April...are 14-for-21 (66.7%) for the season...are
tied for the second lowest stolen base percentage in the American League
and have the fourth fewest stolen bases...A’s catchers have tossed out 5-of-
12 (41.7%) attempted base stealers over the last four games...nowever, op-
ponents have stolen 33 bases for the season, which is the most in the ma-
jors...the A’s have just one pickoff, which is tied for second fewest in the AL.

THE LONG BALL: The A's win on Saturday was their first this year when going
homerless...had lost each of their first 14 homerless games this year plus the
final two of 2018 for an Oakland record tying 16-game losing streak when
going homerless (June 3-July 3, 1979)...it was the A's first win when going
homerless since Sept. 11, 2018...are now 1-14 when going homerless, which
is the third worst record in the majors (Houston, 0-7; Seattle, 0-6)...are 2-14
when getting out-homered, which is second worst in the American League
(Houston, 1-9).

CONTRACT STATUS: The A's have four players under contract beyond the 2019
season...Joakim Soria and Mike Fiers are signed through 2020, Khris Davis
is signed through 2021 and Stephen Piscotty is signed through 2022 with a
club option for 2023...Yusmeiro Petit has a club option for 2020.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list nine times this year...
after reinstating Mark Canha from the IL today, Oakalnd currently has six
players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini), four
of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea)...Martini
is currently on a rehab assignment...have had at least four players on the IL
every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30, 2011
and have not had fewer than two players on the IL since the end of the 2006
season when they had just one.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A's are 0-2 against the Mariners this year after being
swept in a two-game series in Tokyo to open the season...have lost each of
the previous six season series after going 9-10 against Seattle last year...the
last time Oakland lost six consecutive season series to one team was 1993-
98 to Boston...went 5-5 in Oakland and 4-5 in Seattle...eight of the 19 games
were decided by one run and four others by two...are 46-70 (.397) against Se-
attle dating back to the start of the 2013 season, which is the second worst
record by any American League team against the Mariners (TB, 13-26/.333)...
all-time, the A's are 350-294 against the Mariners...that includes 189-132 in
Oakland, 160-159 in Seattle and 1-3 in Tokyo...are 84-95 at T-Mobile Park.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Liam Hendriks has not allowed a run in his last six games (8.1 ip, 5 h, 1 bb,
9 s0)...Nick Hundley is 7-for-22 (.318) over his last 10 games after going
3-for-30 (.100) over his first 12 contests..Josh Phegley is batting .356 (16-
for-45) with all four of his home runs and 19 of his 22 RBI on the road...
leads American League catchers with 22 RBI...Marcus Semien has commit-
ted just one error...he leads AL shortstops and ranks second in the majors
in fielding percentage (.994).

the bottom of the ninth inning to defeat Cleveland, 10-7...Milton Bradley
hits a two-run home run to tie the game and Jack Cust hits a three-run
homer for the win as he homers in his fourth consecutive game.

was the first since Sean Manaea last year on April 21, 2018...his other no-
hitter also came in interleague play on Aug. 21, 2015 for Houston against
Los Angeles (NL) and he has each of the last two out of six total interleague
no-hitters...tossed 131 pitches, which were the most in a no-hitter since he
threw 134 in his against the Dodgers...now has two career complete games,
both no-hitters...according to Stats, Inc., he is the first pitcher in ML history
to have each of his first two career complete games be no-hitters...also ac-
cording to Stats, his 6.81 ERA entering the game was the highest by any
pitcher entering a start in which he threw a no-hitter (min. 25.0 ip).

APRIL AND BEYOND: |s 1-1 with a 1.93 ERA (3 er in 14.0 ip) in two starts in
May after going 1-1 with a 7.83 ERA in five starts in April...his April ERA was
his highest in a month of 10 or more innings (previous: 7.44 in Aug. 2017)...it
was second highest in the majors this year among pitchers with 20 or more
innings in April (Nova, CWS 8.42)...is now 5-9 with a 5.68 ERA in 25 career
appearances in April...is 44-35 with a 3.54 ERA (262 er in 667.0 ip) from May
through August.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .209 (19-for-91) batting average and
.654 OPS against right-handed hitters compared to .298 (25-for-84) with an
.821 OPS against left-handers...has a .333 (13-for-39) opponents batting av-
erage with runners in scoring position...last year, he had a .172 opponents
average with RISP, which was second lowest in the AL among qualifiers for
the ERA title (Snell, TB .088).

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 2-1 with a 3.90 ERA (13 erin 30.0 ip) and .196 (22-for-112)
opponents batting average in five starts at night compared to 1-2 with an
8.44 ERA (15 er in 16.0 ip) and .349 (22-for-63) opponents average in four
starts during the day.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 1-1 with a 9.77 ERA (17 er in 15.2 ip) in four starts
against American League West competition compared to 2-2 with a 3.26 ERA
(11 erin 30.1ip)in five starts against all other teams.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-2 with a 3.62 ERA (11 er in 27.1 ip) and .194 (19-for-
98) opponents batting average in five starts at home compared to 0-1 with
an 8.20 ERA (17 er in 18.2 ip) and .325 (25-for-77) opponents average in four
starts on the road...is now 7-3 with a 3.39 ERA (33 er in 87.2 ip) in 16 career

20inTokyo and was the losing pitcher in the A's 9-7 loss...it was his first career
Opening Day start and he became the A’s 12th different Opening Day start-
ing pitcher over the last 14 years (Zito, Haren, Blanton, Braden, Sheets, Cahill,
McCarthy, Anderson, Gray twice, Hill, Graveman twice)...put together wins
in back-to-back starts on March 28 against Los Angeles and April 2 against
Boston...did not allow a run in either outing, marking the second time in his
career he had back-to-back starts without yielding a run...the other time was
June 20-30, 2012 when he did it in three straight starts...combined with Tri-
vino, Soria and Treinen on a three-hit shutout in a 4-0 win over the Angels...
allowed just one hitin six innings, a one-out double by La Stella in the fifth...
then combined with Buchter, Trivino and Treinen on a seven-hit shutout in
a 1-0 win over the Red Sox...allowed five hits in six innings and did not walk

outs in the fourth...set down the next seven before walking Suarez to start
the seventh...Suarez was erased on a double play, Puig walked and Fiers then
retired the final seven batters to complete the no-hitter.

is the lowest mark in the majors...had a no decision in his last start, a 5-4 A’s
win in 13 innings over Cincinnati last Wednesday in Oakland (6.0ip,5 h,4r,4
