ABOUT THE A’S: Swept a three-game series at Cleveland to start the week for
their second series sweep of the season...it evened the A’s overall record at
25-25, which marks the first time Oakland has been .500 since they were 14-
14 on April 26...were last over .500 on April 24 (14-13)..won the first three
games from Detroit last weekend before Sunday’s game was suspended in
the bottom of the seventh with the A’s leading 5-3...have six wins over the
last seven games and a win in the completion of the suspended game on
Sept. 6 would give Oakland a seven-game winning streak, which would be
their longest over the last two years...started the season 10-8, went 5-13
over an 18-game stretch from April 14 to May 5 and are 10-4 since then...are
in third place in the American League West for the fourth consecutive day
and trail first place Houston by 7% games...have spent two days in second
this year, 15 days in third, five days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven
days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

AGAINST THE WEST: Tonight’s game begins a stretch of 15 consecutive games
against American League West competition...are 8-10 (.444) against division
foes compared to 17-15 (.531) against all other teams...have a 4.69 ERA (84
erin 161.1 ip) against the West, 3.78 against everyone else...last year, the A's
went 38-38 (.500) against the West, 59-27 (.686) against the rest of baseball.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 5-0 with a 2.01 ERA (10 er in
44.2 ip) and .176 (28-for-159) opponents batting average over the last seven
games...rank fourth in the American League in wins (19) and fifth in ERA
(4.11) and innings pitched (276.0)..are now 7-6 with a 2.95 ERA (42 er in
128.1 ip) over the last 22 games dating back to April 28...the ERA is the low-
est in the AL and third lowest in the majors...had a 5.12 ERA over the first 29
games through April 27.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 3.27 ERA (64 erin 176.0 ip) in 19 games in
May after posting a 4.89 ERA in April...have the second lowest May ERA in the
American League (Tampa Bay, 3.02)...also have the second lowest opponents
batting average (.210) and slugging percentage (.359) and the third lowest
OPS (.646)...overall, have allowed 60 home runs, which is tied for second few-
estinthe AL

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .295 (74-for-251) with 16 home runs and 51
runs scored (7.3 per game) over the last seven games after hitting .211 with
15 home runs and 61 runs scored (3.6 per game) over the previous 17 con-
tests...A's pinch hitters are 8-for-28 (.286) with two home runs, six RBI and six
walks...lead the AL in pinch walks, are tied for the lead in plate appearances
(36), rank second in home runs and hits and tied for third in RBI...Oakland’s
number eight hitters are batting a combined .298 (54-for-181), which is the
best mark in the majors...have the second best OPS (.897).

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit 21 home runs over the last nine games after
hitting 15 over the previous 23 contests...have nine players with at least five
home runs, which is tied with Minnesota for the most in the majors...had
two five-homer games on the last road trip and now have four for the sea-
son, which marks the third time in Athletics history the A's had at least four
games with five or more home runs (7 in 1996, 4 in 1999)...are 1-15 when
going homerless, which is the third worst record in the majors (Houston, 0-8;
Seattle, 0-9)...are 2-15 when getting out-homered, which is tied for second
worst in the American League (Houston, 1-11).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed just five errors over the last 16
games after making eight errors over their previous six contests...have com-
mitted 26 errors overall, including 10 by second basemen, seven by pitchers
and nine by all other positions.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are scheduled to face a left-handed starting pitcher
in each of the first two games of this series with Seattle...are 10-5 (.667) in
games in which the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 15-
20 (.429) against right-handers...the mark against lefties is tied for second
best in the American League...the opponent has started a lefty in 16 games
(includes suspended game), which is tied for second most in the AL (Los An-
geles, 17)...are batting .264 with an .821 OPS against left-handed pitchers
compared to.238 with a.716 OPS against right-handers...have the third best
batting average and OPS against lefties in the AL and rank second in the ma-
jors in home runs off lefties (26)...have the fifth lowest batting average and
fifth lowest OPS against righties.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s begin a nine-game homestand against Seattle
(three games), Los Angeles-AL (three games) and Houston (three games)
tonight...went 4-2 on the last homestand against Cincinnati (2-1) and Cleve-

land (2-1) and have won seven of the last nine home games...are 18-1-3 over
the previous 22 series in the Coliseum and have a record of 46-21 (.686) in
Oakland dating back to June 16, 2018...are 14-10 (.583) at home compared
to 11-15 (.423) on the road...have the fifth best home record in the American
League and the fifth worst road record..went 6-2 on the last road trip to
Seattle (0-2), Detroit (3-0) and Cleveland (3-0) after going 1-8 on the previ-
ous trip.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's are batting .227 (179-for-790) and are aver-
aging 3.75 runs per game at home (90 runs in 24 games) compared to .259
with an average of 5.74 runs per game on the road...are averaging the third
fewest runs per game at home in the American League and the third most
on the road...have hit 26 home runs in 24 games at home, 46 in 27 games
on the road...have the fourth fewest home runs at home in the AL and the
fourth most on the road...have compiled a 3.46 ERA (87 er in 226.0 ip) at
home, which is fourth lowest in the AL..have a 4.71 ERA on the road, which
is fifth highest.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 12-13 in games decided by two runs or fewer and
the 25 games are second most in the American League to Seattle (30)...are
tied for the second most losses (Seattle, 17)...are 7-8 in one-run games and
the 15 games are second most to Seattle (20)...are 2-4 in extra innings and
the six games are tied for second most in the majors (Pittsburgh, 8)...the four
losses are tied for the most...in three of those games, the A's had the lead in
extra innings only to go on to lose the game...no other Athletics team since
at least 1906 has lost more than two such games in one season...have four
walk-off wins and five walk-off losses...the wins are second most in the ma-
jors to the Cubs (5)...the losses are the most in the majors and match Oak-
land’s season total from last year...are 4-8 in games decided in the last at bat
and the losses are tied for the most in the majors.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's placed Khris Davis on the injured list today and
have now used the IL 10 times this year...currently have seven players on
the IL (Cotton, Davis, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, Martini), four
of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea)...Cot-
ton and Martini are currently on a rehab assignment...have had at least four
players on the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since
July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two players on the IL since the
end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A's are 0-4 against the Mariners...are 0-2 in Seattle
and 0-2 in Tokyo...each of the last three games have been decided by one
run and all four have been decided by two runs or fewer...11 of the last 21
games have been decided by one run, 16 of the last 22 have been decided
by two runs or fewer and 21 of the last 25 have been decided by three runs
or fewer...have lost each of the previous six season series after going 9-10
against Seattle last year...the last time Oakland lost six consecutive season
series to one team was 1993-98 to Boston...went 5-5 in Oakland and 4-5
in Seattle...are 46-72 (.390) against Seattle dating back to the start of the
2013 season, which is the second worst record by any American League team
against the Mariners (TB, 13-26/.333)...all-time, the A’s are 350-296 against
the Mariners...that includes 189-132 in Oakland, 160-161 in Seattle and 1-3
in Tokyo...are 84-97 at T-Mobile Park.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Mark Canha hit five home runs on the last road trip...prior to that, he had
never hit more than four home runs in a month in his career...Matt Olson
has not committed an error and now has a 70-game errorless streak as a
first baseman, which is fifth longest in Oakland history...Stephen Piscotty
has reached base safely in each of his last 21 games, which is the longest
active streak in the majors and the second longest of his career (23, May
31-June 26, 2018)...Marcus Semien has committed just one error and leads
AL shortstops with a .995 fielding percentage.

In 1976 Bert Campaneris sets an Oakland record when he steals five bas-
es in the A's 12-7 win against Minnesota..the A’s stole seven bases in the
game and an American League record 341 for the season...in 1994 Brent

the day before to establish an Oakland record with eight consecutive hits...
in 1995 Dennis Eckersley pitches the ninth inning in the A's 5-3 win over
Baltimore to become the sixth reliever in major league history to reach
300 saves.

FOR STARTERS: Was recalled from Triple-A Las Vegas May 12 and is scheduled
to make his third start of the season..was 1-2 with a 5.73 ERA in four games,
including three starts, this spring when he was optioned to Las Vegas March
11..went 3-2 with a 2.77 ERA in seven games with the Aviators.

THE WEST AND THE REST: Is scheduled to make his first start against an Amer-
ican League West team this year after going 1-1 with a 3.65 ERA in two starts
against AL Central teams...was 0-6 with a 6.70 ERA and .287 opponents bat-
ting average in 11 games against AL West competition last year, 7-0 with a
2.04 ERA and .188 opponents average in 11 games against all other teams...
has one career win against an AL West team and it came on Oct. 1, 2017 at
Texas...his loss to Cleveland in his first start this year snapped a nine-game

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 5-3 loss to Cleveland on May
12 in Oakland...allowed two runs in the first inning on a Santana RBI double
and a Luplow sacrifice fly..the A's came back with two in the third to tie the
game and he blanked Cleveland on one hit over innings 2-5...was relieved by
Bucther with one out in the sixth inning and runners on first and third and
Buchter allowed a three-run home run to Perez.

LAST START: He picked up his first win of the season in the A’s 4-1 win at
Detroit last Saturday...had a 2-0 lead when he allowed a one out double to
Rodriguez...he went to third on a ground out and scored on a wild pitch, but
that was the only run Mengden would allow in seven innings of work.

2018 RECAP: Was in the A's Opening Day starting rotation but was optioned
to Triple-A Nashville following a mid-season stint on the disabled list be-
fore returning to Oakland in late August, working primarily as a long man
in “opener” games...went 7-6 with a 4.05 ERA and .234 opponents batting
average in 22 games, including 17 starts, in his third season in the majors
and tossed 115.2 innings..was 5-11 with a 5.24 ERA, .265 opponents bat-
ting average and 115.0 innings in 21 starts over his first two seasons...struck
out just 72 batters in 115.2 innings and his average of 5.60 strikeouts per
nine innings was second lowest in the American League (Colon, TEX 4.98)...
walked just 26 (2.02 per nine innings) and is averaging 2.16 walks per nine
innings over the last three years (41 bb in 171.0 ip) after walking 4.13 per
nine innings in his first season.
