ABOUT THE A’S: The A's have lost two straight after going unbeaten over their
previous 11 games (10 wins and a suspended game)...are 14-6 (.700) dating
back to May 7, which is the fifth best record in the majors over that span...
are 29-27 overall, which is the A’s best record after 56 completed games
since 2014 when they were 34-22...remain in second place in the American
League West for the sixth consecutive day and trail first place Houston by
7% games...have spent eight days in second, 16 days in third, five days tied
for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth...
are tied with Boston for the second AL Wild Card spot...are 4-2 in this stretch
of 15 consecutive games against AL West competition and have now won
eight of their last 12 games against the West after losing eight of the first
12..started the season 10-8 and then went 5-13 over an 18-game stretch
from April 14 to May 5.

A’s IN MAY: The A’s are 15-9 (.625) in May, which is the fourth best record in
the American League and is currently the sixth best May in Oakland history...
have clinched a winning record in May for the second consecutive year...have
a 3.65 ERA (94 er in 232.0 ip), which is fifth lowest in the AL...rank second in
lowest opponents slugging percentage (.372), fewest home runs (27) and
fewest strikeouts (203), third in lowest OPS (.678) and fourth in lowest bat-
ting average (.224)...the opponents batting average is currently the lowest
since 1990 (.223)...the offense ranks fourth in the AL in slugging (.472), tied
for fourth in home runs (44) and fifth in extra base hits (99) and OPS (.802)...
the home runs are third most in May in Athletics history (46 in 2000, 45 in
2017) and the extra base hits are the most since 1941 (103)...the last time
the A's slugged above .456 in May was in 1932 (.478).

EXTRA INNING GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's lost to Los Angeles
(AL) in 11 innings on Wednesday to fall to 2-5 in extra inning games...the
losses are the most in the majors and the seven games are tied with Detroit
for the most in the American League...allowed five runs in the 11th inning
Wednesday and have surrendered a Major League leading 16 runs in extra
innings (17.2 ip, 7.64 ERA)...allowed just eight runs in extra innings all last
year (38.1 ip, 1.88 ERA)...are now 4-10 in games decided in the last at bat...
the losses are tied with Kansas City for the most in the majors...also lead the
majors with five walk-off losses, which matches the A’s season total from
last year...have four walk-off wins, which is tied with the White Sox for the
most in the AL...are 8-8 in one-run games and the 16 games are tied for third
most in the AL...are 13-14 in games decided by two runs or fewer and the 27
games are third most.

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit three home runs in each of the last three
games and have now homered in a season-high nine consecutive games (22
home runs total)...have 36 home runs over the last 15 games and 87 for the
season, which is fifth most in the American League...the 87 home runs are
the most in Athletics history after 57 games (86 in 2017)...will also have the
most after 58 games (86 in 2017).

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .283 (129-for-456) with 89 runs scored (6.8 per
game) and 65 extra bases hits (32 doubles, two triples, 31 home runs) over
the last 13 games...lead the American League in hit by pitches (27) and have
the fourth fewest strikeouts (433)...are tied for the third fewest stolen bases
(20)...A’s pinch hitters are 8-for-31 (.258) with two home runs, six RBI and six
walks...are tied for the AL lead in pinch walks, tied for second in home runs
and plate appearances (39) and tied for fourth in hits and RBI..Oakland’s
number eight hitters are batting a combined .293 (60-for-205), which is the
third best mark in the majors...also have the third best OPS (.884).

STARTING PITCHING: The A’s used an “opener” for the second time this year
on Wednesday and lost...are 1-1 in games in those games this season af-
ter going 4-5 last year...A’s starting pitchers have allowed 11 runs in 10.0
innings (9.90 ERA) over the last three games but are 8-0 with a 3.30 ERA
(26 er in 71.0 ip) and .212 (55-for-260) opponents batting average over the
last 13 contests...the eight-game winning streak is the longest by Oakland
starters since May 7-21, 2014 when they had a nine-game winning streak...
the streak includes the suspended game of May 19 where Fiers is the pitcher
of record with the A's leading 5-3...overall, starters rank third in the Ameri-
can League in wins (22), fourth in opponents batting average (.238), OPS
(.721) and slugging percentage (.410) and fifth in ERA (4.23), innings pitched
(302.1) and on-base percentage (.311)..have a 3.32 ERA (57 er in 154.2 ip)
over the last 27 games dating back to April 28 after posting a 5.12 ERA over
the first 29 contests.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's committed two errors on Wednesday to snap a
season-high eight-game errorless streak..have made just seven errors over
the last 22 games...have committed 28 errors for the season, which includes
10 by second basemen, seven by pitchers and 11 by all other positions...nave
a.987 fielding percentage, which is fourth best in the American League...op-
ponents have 36 stolen bases, which is second most in the AL (New York, 37).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 4-2 on this nine-game homestand against
Seattle (3-0), Los Angeles-AL (1-2) and Houston (three games)...went 4-2 on
the last homestand against Cincinnati (2-1) and Cleveland (2-1) and have
won 11 of the last 14 home games...are 19-2-3 over the last 24 series in the
Coliseum...have a record of 50-21 (.704) in Oakland dating back to June 16,
2018...are 18-12 (.600) at home this year compared to 11-15 (.423) on the
road...went 6-2 on the last road trip to Seattle (0-2), Detroit (3-0) and Cleve-
land (3-0) after going 1-8 on the previous trip..leave following the game
Sunday for a season-long 10-game road trip to Los Angeles-AL (three games),
Texas (four games) and Tampa Bay (three games).

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's are batting .235 (234-for-995) and are aver-
aging 4.27 runs per game at home (128 runs in 30 games) compared to .259
with an average of 5.74 runs per game on the road...have compiled a 3.73
ERA (117 erin 282.0 ip) at home compared to 4.71 on the road...have the fifth
lowest home ERA in the American League.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 12-5 (.706) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 17-22 (.436) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is tied for second best in the majors to Houston
(14-5)...are batting .277 with an .850 OPS against left-handed pitchers com-
pared to.237 with a.726 OPS against right-handers...have the third best bat-
ting average and OPS against lefties in the AL and rank second in the majors
in home runs off lefties (29)...have the fifth lowest batting average against
righties in the AL.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 10 times this year...cur-
rently have six players on the IL (Cotton, Davis, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann,
Manaea), four of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann,
Manaea)...Cotton is currently on a rehab assignment...have had at least five
players on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018...0akland used the
disabled list 26 times last year, which was second most in Oakland history
to the record of 27 set in 2016...it marked the fourth consecutive season and
eighth time in the last 12 years the A’s have used the IL at least 20 times.

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A's are 1-4 against Houston...have split two games in
Oakland and are 0-3 in Houston...have lost 16 of their last 23 games to the
Astros, including eight of the last 11 in Oakland...lost the season series for
the fourth consecutive season last year as they went 7-12 against Houston...
went 2-7 in Oakland, which was their worst home mark ever against the
Astros, and 5-5 in Houston...are 30-51 (.370) against the Astros over the last
five years after winning each of their first four season series against Houston
(31-13, .705)...are 61-64 all-time, including 32-30 in Oakland and 29-34 in
Houston.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Ryan Buchter has not allowed a run in 14 of 15 games since being recalled
from Las Vegas April 29 and has a 0.90 ERA (1 er in 10.0 ip) over that span...
Matt Chapman is tied for second in the American League in extra base
hits (28) and is tied for eighth in home runs (14)..Ramén Laureano has a
career-high and Oakland season-high 12-game hitting streak (17-for-48,
.354)...has reached base safely in a career-high 19 consecutive games...Josh
Phegley leads all Major League catchers with 33 RBI...Stephen Piscotty has
a career high 25-game reaching base, which is the longest active streak
in the majors...Marcus Semien has committed just one error and leads ML
shortstops with a .996 fielding percentage...has a career-high 40-game er-
rorless streak, which is fourth longest in Oakland history by a shortstop.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1987 Mark McGwire homers twice in the A’s 9-5 loss at New York...the
two homers give McGwire 15 in May, an Oakland record for homers in one
month...he would go on to hit what was then an Oakland record 49 home
runs en route to Rookie of the Year honors...in 2006 Bobby Crosby hits a
solo home run in the fourth inning of the A's 7-0 victory over Kansas City,
the 6000 home run in Oakland history.

ERA (7 er in 26.0 ip) and .128 (11-for-86) opponents batting average over
his last four starts...that includes a start in the suspended game May 19 at
Detroit, in which he is the pitcher of record with the A's leading 5-3 in the
bottom of the seventh...went 2-1 with a 3.00 ERA and .189 opponents bat-
ting average over his first three starts and was 0-2 with a 9.41 ERA and .358
opponents batting average in five starts in between (April 7-May 1).

NO-HITTER: Tossed his second career no-hitter May 7 in Oakland against Cin-
cinnati to become the 34th pitcher in Major League history with multiple
regular season no-hitters...is the seventh with a no-hitter for multiple teams
(Ted Breitenstein, Jim Bunning, Randy Johnson, Hideo Nomo, Nolan Ryan, Cy
Young)..was named American League Co-Player of the Week with George
Springer May 13...it was his second career Player of the Week honor with the
first coming Aug. 23, 2015 following his first no-hitter...this no-hitter was
the 13th in Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history...it was
the first since Sean Manaea last year on April 21...his other no-hitter also
came in interleague play on Aug. 21, 2015 for Houston against Los Angeles
(NL) and he has each of the last two out of six total interleague no-hitters...
tossed 131 pitches, which were the most in a no-hitter since he threw 134
in his against the Dodgers...now has two career complete games, both no-
hitters...according to Stats, Inc., he is the first pitcher in ML history to have
each of his first two career complete games be no-hitters...also according to
Stats, his 6.81 ERA entering the game was the highest by any pitcher enter-
ing a start in which he threw a no-hitter (min. 25.0 ip).

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was the A's Opening Day starter against Seattle on March
20in Tokyo and was the losing pitcherinthe A's 9-7 loss...it was his first career
Opening Day start and he became the A’s 12th different Opening Day start-
ing pitcher over the last 14 years (Zito, Haren, Blanton, Braden, Sheets, Cahill,
McCarthy, Anderson, Gray twice, Hill, Graveman twice)...put together wins
in back-to-back starts on March 28 against Los Angeles and April 2 against
Boston...did not allow a run in either outing, marking the second time in his
career he had back-to-back starts without yielding a run...the other time was
June 20-30, 2012 when he did it in three straight starts...combined with Tri-
vino, Soria and Treinen on a three-hit shutout in a 4-0 win over the Angels...
allowed just one hit in six innings, a one-out double by La Stella in the fifth...
then combined with Buchter, Trivino and Treinen on a seven-hit shutout in
a 1-0 win over the Red Sox...allowed five hits in six innings and did not walk
a batter...that gave him a 2-1 record, a 3.00 ERA and a .189 opponents bat-
ting average over his first three starts...then allowed a season-high six runs
in three consecutive starts from April 7-20 and went 0-1 with a 16.20 ERA
and .442 opponents batting average...began that streak by tossing just 1.2
innings in a no decision at Houston April 7, matching the shortest start of his
