ABOUT THE A’S: The A’s have lost three straight after going unbeaten over 
their previous 11 games (10 wins and a suspended game)…are now 29-28 
overall and are tied for second place in the American League West, 8½ games 
behind Houston…are tied with Boston and Texas for the second AL Wild Card 
spot…started the season 10-8, went 5-13 over an 18-game stretch from April 
14 to May 5 and are 14-7 (.667) since then…the mark since May 6 is fourth 
best in the AL and fifth best in the majors…have spent eight days in second 
in the West this year, one day tied for second, 16 days in third, five days tied 
for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

A’s IN MAY: The A’s went 15-10 (.600) in May, which was the fourth best re-
cord in the American League (pending the outcome of the May 19 suspend-
ed game)…it marked the second consecutive season Oakland finished May 
with a winning record and it is currently their best May since going 18-9 
(.667) in 2001…set Oakland records for slugging percentage (.467) and extra 
base hits (101) in May and tied for the second most home runs (45)…the 
slugging percentage was the highest by an A’s team in May since 1932 (.478) 
and the extra base hits were the most since 1941 (103)…ranked fourth in the 
AL in slugging percentage, tied for fourth in triples (5) and home runs, fifth 
in extra base hits and OPS (.795) and tied for fifth in doubles (51)…the pitch-
ing staff ranked second in the AL in opponents slugging percentage (.376), 
fourth in opponents batting average (.225) and fifth in ERA (3.62) and OPS 
(.682)…the batting average was the A’s lowest in May since 1990 (.223)…
struck out 207 batters, which was second fewest in the AL but fourth most 
in Oakland history.

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have homered in a season-high 10 consecutive 
games and have 23 home runs over that span (have not homered in the May 
19 suspended game but homered in each of the previous three games be-
fore that)…have 37 home runs over the last 16 games and 88 for the season, 
which is fifth most in the American League…the 88 home runs are the most 
in Athletics history after 58 games (86 in 2017)…will also have the most after 
59 games (87 in 2000 and 2017).

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .277 (135-for-487) with 91 runs scored (6.5 per 
game) and 67 extra bases hits (33 doubles, two triples, 32 home runs) over 
the last 14 games…are tied for second in the American League in hit by pitch-
es (27) and have the fourth fewest strikeouts (436)…have the third fewest 
stolen bases (20)…A’s pinch hitters are 8-for-31 (.258) with two home runs, 
six RBI and six walks…are tied for the AL lead in pinch walks, tied for second 
in home runs and plate appearances (39) and tied for fourth in hits and RBI…
Oakland’s number eight hitters are batting a combined .297 (62-for-209), 
which is the second best mark in the majors…have the third best OPS (.890).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed 13 runs in 16.2 in-
nings (7.02 ERA) over the last four games but are 8-0 with a 3.24 ERA (28 
er in 77.2 ip) and .209 (59-for-282) opponents batting average over the last 
14 contests…the eight-game winning streak is the longest by Oakland start-
ers since May 7-21, 2014 when they had a nine-game winning streak…the 
streak includes the suspended game of May 19 where Fiers is the pitcher 
of record with the A’s leading 5-3…overall, starters are tied for third in the 
American League in wins (22), rank fourth in opponents batting average 
(.237), OPS (.719) and slugging percentage (.408) and fifth in ERA (4.19), in-
nings pitched (309.0) and on-base percentage (.311)…have a 3.35 ERA (60 
er in 161.1 ip) over the last 28 games dating back to April 28 after posting 
a 5.12 ERA over the first 29 contests…used an “opener” for the second time 
this year on Wednesday and lost…are 1-1 in games in those games this sea-
son after going 4-5 last year.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed three errors in the last two 
games to snap a season-high eight-game errorless streak…have made just 
eight errors over the last 23 games…have committed 29 errors for the sea-
son, which includes 10 by second basemen, seven by pitchers and 12 by all 
other positions…have a .986 fielding percentage, which is fifth best in the 
American League…opponents have 37 stolen bases, which is tied with the 
Yankees for second most in the majors (Mets, 47).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s lost 3-2 last night to 
fall to 8-9 in one-run games…the 17 games are tied for second most in the 
American League…are 13-15 in games decided by two runs or fewer and the 
28 games are also tied for second most…are 2-5 in extra inning games…the 
losses are the most in the majors and the seven games are tied with Detroit 
for the most in the American League…allowed five runs in the 11th inning 

Wednesday and have surrendered a Major League leading 16 runs in extra 
innings (17.2 ip, 7.64 ERA)…allowed just eight runs in extra innings all last 
year (38.1 ip, 1.88 ERA)…are 4-10 in games decided in the last at bat…the 
losses are tied with Kansas City for the most in the majors…also lead the 
majors with five walk-off losses, which matches the A’s season total from 
last year…have four walk-off wins, which is tied with the White Sox for the 
most in the AL

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s have lost each of the last three games, which 
matches their longest home losing streak of the season (April 19-21)…are 
4-3 on this nine-game homestand against Seattle (3-0), Los Angeles-AL (1-
2) and Houston (0-1)…went 4-2 on the last homestand against Cincinnati 
(2-1) and Cleveland (2-1) and have won 11 of the last 15 home games…are 
19-2-3 over the previous 24 series in the Coliseum…have a record of 50-22 
(.694) in Oakland dating back to June 16, 2018…are 18-13 (.581) at home this 
year compared to 11-15 (.423) on the road…went 6-2 on the last road trip 
to Seattle (0-2), Detroit (3-0) and Cleveland (3-0) after going 1-8 on the pre-
vious trip…leave following the game tomorrow for a season-long 10-game 
road trip to Los Angeles-AL (three games), Texas (four games) and Tampa Bay 
(three games).

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A’s are batting .234 (240-for-1026) and are av-
eraging 4.19 runs per game at home (130 runs in 31 games) compared to 
.259 with an average of 5.74 runs per game on the road…are averaging the 
fourth fewest runs per game at home in the American League and the third 
most on the road…have compiled a 3.71 ERA (120 er in 291.0 ip) at home 
compared to 4.71 on the road…have the fifth lowest home ERA in the Ameri-
can League.

AGAINST THE WEST: The A’s are 4-3 in this stretch of 16 consecutive games 
against American League West competition that runs from May 24 to June 
9…are now 12-13 (.480) in divisional play compared to 17-15 (.531) against 
all other teams…have a 4.65 ERA (117 er in 226.1 ip) against the West, 3.78 
(126 er in 299.2) against everyone else.

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s have used the injured list 10 times this year…cur-
rently have five players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Ma-
naea), four of which are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Ma-
naea)…Cotton is on a rehab assignment…have had at least five players on the 
DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A’s are 1-5 against Houston…are 1-2 in Oakland and 0-3 
in Houston…have lost 17 of their last 24 games to the Astros, including nine 
of the last 12 in Oakland…lost the season series for the fourth consecutive 
season last year as they went 7-12 against Houston…went 2-7 in Oakland, 
which was their worst home mark ever against the Astros, and 5-5 in Hous-
ton…are 30-52 (.365) against the Astros over the last five years after winning 
each of their first four season series against Houston (31-13, .705)…are 61-
65 all-time, including 32-31 in Oakland and 29-34 in Houston.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Ryan Buchter has not allowed a run in 14 of 15 games since being recalled 
from Las Vegas April 29 and has a 0.90 ERA (1 er in 10.0 ip) over that span…
Matt Chapman has homered four times in the last six games and has 15 
for the season, which is tied for sixth in the American League…leads the AL 
in home runs by a third baseman (15) and home runs at home (11) and is 
tied for the lead in go-ahead home runs (8)…Ramón Laureano has a career-
high and Oakland season-high 13-game hitting streak (19-for-52, .365)…
Josh Phegley leads all Major League catchers with 33 RBI…Marcus Semien 
has committed just one error and leads ML shortstops with a .996 fielding 
percentage…has a career-high 41-game errorless streak, which is tied for 
fifth longest in Athletics history by a shortstop.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1971 Reggie Jackson homers in the third inning of the A’s 5-2 win at New 
York to give the A’s a home run in 13 consecutive games, what was then 
a club record…the A’s hit 25 round trippers during the streak, including six 
by Jackson…in 2006 Barry Zito strikes out Lew Ford in the sixth inning to 
become the fourth pitcher in Oakland history and the eighth in Athletics 
history with 1000 career strikeouts…in 2018 the A’s shutout the Royals at 
Kansas City 16-0 to tie the Athletics record for margin of victory in a shut-
out…Matt Olson and Dustin Fowler both homer twice for the A’s.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his 12th start of the season…went 3-0 
with a 2.63 ERA and .222 opponents batting average over his first four starts, 
1-3 with a 6.12 ERA and .287 opponents average over his next five starts 
from April 21 to May 14 and is 2-0 with a 1.54 ERA (2 er in 11.2 ip) and .238 
(10-for-42) opponents average in two starts since then…picked up his sixth 
win of the season in his last start…combined for seven wins over his previous 
three seasons and has his most wins since going 10-9 for the Los Angeles 
Dodgers in 2015.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for seventh in the American League in wins 
(6)…has allowed just five home runs in 60.2 innings and his average of 0.74 
home runs per nine innings is tied for seventh lowest in the AL…has struck 
out just 32 and his average of 4.75 strikeouts per nine innings is the lowest 
mark in the majors (Nova, CWS 5.61)…his strikeout-to-walk ratio of 1.33 is 
third lowest.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 4-1 with a 3.00 ERA (12 er in 36.0 ip) and .221 (30-for-136) 
opponents batting average in six starts at night, 2-2 with a 5.11 ERA (14 er 
in 24.2 ip) and .299 (29-for-97) opponents average in five starts during the 
day…is tied for seventh in the American League in wins at night.

INNING BY INNING: Has allowed 15 of his 27 runs over the first two innings 
of his starts and has a 5.73 ERA (14 er in 22.0 ip) in innings 1-2…has a 2.56 
ERA (11 er in 38.2 ip) from the third inning on.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 2-1 with a 2.59 ERA (7 er in 24.1 ip) and .184 (16-for-
87) opponents batting average in four starts against American League West 
competition compared to 4-2 with a 4.71 ERA (19 er in 36.1 ip) and .294 (43-
for-146) opponents average in seven starts against all other teams…is now 
16-16 with a 3.45 ERA (111 er in 289.2 ip) in his career against the west, 36-
39 with a 4.33 ERA (288 er in 599.0 ip) against all other teams.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received just three runs of support in each of his last 
three starts but his season run support average of 7.42 (50 rs in 60.2 ip) is 
fifth highest in the American League.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was one of three inactive pitchers for the opening se-
ries in Japan…was slotted in as the A’s third starter when the club returned 
home and made his first start March 30 against Los Angeles (AL)…tossed 6.0 
scoreless innings to extend his home scoreless streak to an Oakland record 
34.1 innings…broke the previous record of 33.0 set by Matt Keough (Sept. 5, 
1979-April 16, 1980)…it is also the longest Athletics home scoreless streak 
since at least 1908…the streak ended in the first inning of his next start April 
4 against Boston, marking the first time he allowed a run in the Coliseum 
since May 7, 2018…then tossed a season-high 6.2 innings and defeated the 
Orioles 13-2 at Baltimore on April 9 for his third win in his third start…the 
only other time in his career he won at least his first two starts in a sea-
son was in 2012 when he won his first four starts after missing the first 4½ 
months of the season following “Tommy John” surgery…was 3-0 with a 2.50 
ERA over his first three starts through April 9…then went 0-2 with a 6.92 
ERA over his next three starts through April 27…had his first no decision 
April 14 at Texas…allowed three runs in 6.0 innings and left with a 7-3 lead 
but the pen allowed a run in the seventh and four more in the eighth (Soria 
blown save)…was charged with his first loss of the season April 21 games To-
ronto when he lasted a season-low 2.2 innings following an ankle injury…it 
snapped a career-high tying four-game winning streak dating back to Sept. 
19, 2018 (fourth time)…went 4-0 with a 3.50 ERA and .243 opponents aver-
age during the streak, which spanned seven starts…made his next scheduled 
start April 27 at Toronto but allowed a season-high six runs on a season-high 
10 hits for his second consecutive loss…finished April 2-2 with a 5.40 ERA and 
.307 opponents batting average in five starts…then went 3-1 with a 3.34 ERA 
and .225 opponents batting average in five starts in May…snapped his two-
game losing streak May 3 at Pittsburgh when he picked up his 50th career 
win in the A’s 14-1 victory…walked a season-high five and had a no decision 
in the A’s 5-4, 13-inning win over Cincinnati May 8 in Oakland…did not strike 
out a batter for the sixth time in his career as a starter…struck out a season-
high five but also surrendered a career-high tying three home runs in a 4-3 
loss at Seattle on May 14…left his start on May 20 at Cleveland after 5.1 in-
nings with a cervical strain but did not miss a start.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 7-1 over Seattle last Sun-
day in Oakland…tossed a season-high 110 pitches, which were his most 
since June 26, 2015 at Miami (113)…blanked the Mariners on three hits, four 
walks and a hit by pitch over the first six innings and was aided by three 
double plays…had a 3-0 lead when he allowed his only run on a one-out solo 
home run by Bruce in the seventh inning…was relieved by Petit with one out 
in the seventh.

2018 RECAP: Was signed by the A’s to a minor league contract March 19 and 
began the season at Triple-A Nashville before he was selected on May 2…
went 4-5 with a 4.48 ERA in 17 starts with Oakland in a season that was 
interrupted by two stints on the disabled list…was out from May 19 to July 7 
with a strained left shoulder and Aug. 28 to Sept. 12 with a strained left fore-
arm…walked just 13 batters in 80.1 innings for an average of 1.46 walks per 
nine innings…that was a career low and was second lowest in the American 
League among pitchers with 80 or more innings pitched (Kluber, CLE 1.46)…
struck out just 47 but his 3.62 strikeout-to-walk ratio was a career high…his 
starts and innings pitched were his most since 2015 when he made 31 starts 
and tossed 180.1 innings with the Dodgers…had a 1-2 record, a 6.08 ERA and

TOMORROW’S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER

RHP Chris Bassitt (3-1, 3.27 ERA): Was recalled from Triple-A Las Vegas April 
17 and is scheduled to make his eighth start of the season…picked up his 
third win of the season in his last start…had just four wins over his first four 
seasons (40 games, 30 starts)…went 2-1 with a 1.93 ERA over his first five 
starts this year but is 1-0 with an 8.31 ERA in two starts since then…has held 
the opposition to a .125 batting average with runners on base…opponents 
are 3-for-26 (.115) with runners in scoring position including 0-for-10 with 
RISP and two outs…was the winning pitcher in his last start, an 8-5 A’s win

strained left shoulder…allowed two runs in 6.1 innings in his first start May 2 at Seattle but had a 
no decision in the A’s 3-2 win…it was his first start as an Athletic since April 24, 2013 at Boston…
allowed a season-high nine runs on a season-high 10 hits and a season-high three walks in just 
3.0 innings in his second start May 7 against Houston…left his start on May 18 at Toronto with

ness…received a Platelet Rich Plasma injection after he was examined by Dr. James Andrews at 
the Andrews Institute in Pensacola, Fla. June 13…was examined again a month later and it was 
determined that his injury required surgery…Dr. Andrews performed successful reconstructive 
surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in his left elbow, July 14.

2010—Lowered his ERA by more than a run from his rookie campaign of 2009 but two stints 
on the disabled list with elbow problems limited him to just 19 starts…was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA 
after going 11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season…opponents batted .257, including .225 with 
runners in scoring position…tied for eighth in the AL with four pickoffs…did not allow a run in his

strain…was reinstated from the DL May 29…had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before return-
ing to the DL with left elbow inflammation June 4…was reinstated July 30 and went 5-5 with 
a 2.98 ERA in 13 starts following his return…finished the season with a career-high tying four-
game winning streak…walked a season-high three batters Sept. 11 against Boston, snapping a 
22-start streak dating back to Aug. 19, 2009 where he walked two batters or fewer…that was the 
second longest streak by a starting pitcher in Oakland history…went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA in six 
starts in September.

seventh inning (Mike Norris, June 28, 1976)…had a career-high 23.0-inning scoreless streak from 
July 6 to 24…was named American League Rookie of the Month for September after going 4-0 
with a 2.28 ERA in four starts…struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings 
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

2008—Combined for an 11-5 record and a 3.69 ERA in 20 games, 19 starts, with Single-A Stock-
ton and Double-A Midland in his first season in the A’s organization…also pitched for the United 
States team in the All-Star Futures Game at Yankee Stadium July 13 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb) and for Team 
USA in the Summer Olympics in Beijing, China…was 1-0 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2 ip, 13 h, 8 r, 7 er, 3 
bb, 10 so, 2 hr) in two starts during the Olympics…was rated as the A’s number one prospect by 
Baseball America following the season…was named California League Pitcher of the Week, June 
9-15…won both of his starts and allowed just one run in 14.0 innings, while striking out 16…
joined Team USA for the Olympics in August…had a no decision Aug. 16 in a 5-4 win over Canada 
(5.2 ip, 9 h, 4 r, 3 er, 4 so)…then started and won in the Bronze Medal game Aug. 23 against Japan, 
an 8-4 win (7.0 ip, 4 h, 4 r, 4 er, 3 bb, 6 so).

2007—Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006…made his 
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with 
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia…was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend 
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star…made one postseason start for Visalia and took 
the loss (4.0 ip, 3 h, 1 r, 1 er, 1 bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)…was traded to the A’s on December 14 and was 
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

Brett F. Anderson was originally signed by Diamondbacks scout Joe Robinson…graduated from 
Stillwater (OK) High School…was a Baseball America 1st Team High School All-America selection 
in 2006 after going 9-0 with two saves and a 0.37 ERA in 12 games as a senior…struck out 102 
and walked just nine in 57 innings…his father, Frank, was the head baseball coach at Oklahoma 

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston…was part 
of the A’s 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area, 
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an 
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment 
center.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his 12th start of the season…went 3-0 
with a 2.63 ERA and .222 opponents batting average over his first four starts, 
1-3 with a 6.12 ERA and .287 opponents average over his next five starts 
from April 21 to May 14 and is 2-0 with a 1.54 ERA (2 er in 11.2 ip) and .238 
(10-for-42) opponents average in two starts since then…picked up his sixth 
win of the season in his last start…combined for seven wins over his previous 
three seasons and has his most wins since going 10-9 for the Los Angeles 
Dodgers in 2015.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for seventh in the American League in wins 
(6)…has allowed just five home runs in 60.2 innings and his average of 0.74 
home runs per nine innings is tied for seventh lowest in the AL…has struck 
out just 32 and his average of 4.75 strikeouts per nine innings is the lowest 
mark in the majors (Nova, CWS 5.61)…his strikeout-to-walk ratio of 1.33 is 
third lowest.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 4-1 with a 3.00 ERA (12 er in 36.0 ip) and .221 (30-for-136) 
opponents batting average in six starts at night, 2-2 with a 5.11 ERA (14 er 
in 24.2 ip) and .299 (29-for-97) opponents average in five starts during the 
day…is tied for seventh in the American League in wins at night.

INNING BY INNING: Has allowed 15 of his 27 runs over the first two innings 
of his starts and has a 5.73 ERA (14 er in 22.0 ip) in innings 1-2…has a 2.56 
ERA (11 er in 38.2 ip) from the third inning on.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 2-1 with a 2.59 ERA (7 er in 24.1 ip) and .184 (16-for-
87) opponents batting average in four starts against American League West 
competition compared to 4-2 with a 4.71 ERA (19 er in 36.1 ip) and .294 (43-
for-146) opponents average in seven starts against all other teams…is now 
16-16 with a 3.45 ERA (111 er in 289.2 ip) in his career against the west, 36-
39 with a 4.33 ERA (288 er in 599.0 ip) against all other teams.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received just three runs of support in each of his last 
three starts but his season run support average of 7.42 (50 rs in 60.2 ip) is 
fifth highest in the American League.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was one of three inactive pitchers for the opening se-
ries in Japan…was slotted in as the A’s third starter when the club returned 
home and made his first start March 30 against Los Angeles (AL)…tossed 6.0 
scoreless innings to extend his home scoreless streak to an Oakland record 
34.1 innings…broke the previous record of 33.0 set by Matt Keough (Sept. 5, 
1979-April 16, 1980)…it is also the longest Athletics home scoreless streak 
since at least 1908…the streak ended in the first inning of his next start April 
4 against Boston, marking the first time he allowed a run in the Coliseum 
since May 7, 2018…then tossed a season-high 6.2 innings and defeated the

double plays…had a 3-0 lead when he allowed his only run on a one-out solo 
home run by Bruce in the seventh inning…was relieved by Petit with one out 
in the seventh.

FOR OPENERS: Is scheduled to make his 13th start of the season, which will 
tie him for the most in the majors among non-openers…is 2-0 with a 2.42 
ERA (7 er in 26.0 ip) and .128 (11-for-86) opponents batting average over 
his last four starts…that includes a start in the suspended game May 19 at 
Detroit, in which he is the pitcher of record with the A’s leading 5-3 in the 
bottom of the seventh…went 2-1 with a 3.00 ERA and .189 opponents bat-
ting average over his first three starts and was 0-2 with a 9.41 ERA and .358 
opponents batting average in five starts in between (April 7-May 1).

APRIL AND BEYOND: Is 2-1 with a 2.90 ERA (10 er in 31.0 ip) and .157 (16-for-

(Ted Breitenstein, Jim Bunning, Randy Johnson, Hideo Nomo, Nolan Ryan, Cy 
Young)…was named American League Co-Player of the Week with George 
Springer May 13…it was his second career Player of the Week honor with the 
first coming Aug. 23, 2015 following his first no-hitter…this no-hitter was 
the 13th in Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history…it was 
the first since Sean Manaea last year on April 21…his other no-hitter also 
came in interleague play on Aug. 21, 2015 for Houston against Los Angeles 
(NL) and he has each of the last two out of six total interleague no-hitters…
tossed 131 pitches, which were the most in a no-hitter since he threw 134 
in his against the Dodgers…now has two career complete games, both no-
hitters…according to Stats, Inc., he is the first pitcher in ML history to have 
each of his first two career complete games be no-hitters…also according to 
Stats, his 6.81 ERA entering the game was the highest by any pitcher enter-
ing a start in which he threw a no-hitter (min. 25.0 ip).

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was the A’s Opening Day starter against Seattle on March 
20 in Tokyo and was the losing pitcher in the A’s 9-7 loss…it was his first career 
Opening Day start and he became the A’s 12th different Opening Day start-
ing pitcher over the last 14 years (Zito, Haren, Blanton, Braden, Sheets, Cahill, 
McCarthy, Anderson, Gray twice, Hill, Graveman twice)…put together wins 
in back-to-back starts on March 28 against Los Angeles and April 2 against 
Boston…did not allow a run in either outing, marking the second time in his 
career he had back-to-back starts without yielding a run…the other time was 
June 20-30, 2012 when he did it in three straight starts…combined with Tri-
vino, Soria and Treinen on a three-hit shutout in a 4-0 win over the Angels…
allowed just one hit in six innings, a one-out double by La Stella in the fifth…
then combined with Buchter, Trivino and Treinen on a seven-hit shutout in 
a 1-0 win over the Red Sox…allowed five hits in six innings and did not walk 
a batter…that gave him a 2-1 record, a 3.00 ERA and a .189 opponents bat-
ting average over his first three starts…then allowed a season-high six runs 
in three consecutive starts from April 7-20 and went 0-1 with a 16.20 ERA 
and .442 opponents batting average…began that streak by tossing just 1.2 
innings in a no decision at Houston April 7, matching the shortest start of his 
career (June 2, 2013 at Philadelphia)…walked a season-high four…struck out 
a season-high six batters April 12 at Texas…yielded a season-high nine hits 
in just 3.1 innings in a 10-1 loss to Toronto on April 20…it was his first loss 
in the Coliseum since July 18, 2016 while pitching for Houston, snapping a 

six-game Coliseum winning streak…tossed his second career no-hitter in the 
A’s 2-0 win May 7 in Oakland against Cincinnati…walked two and struck out 
a season-high tying six…also tossed a season-high 131 pitches, which were 
the most by an A’s pitcher since Mark Mulder had 132 in a three-hit shutout 
against Toronto on May 2, 2001…retired the first 11 before Winker reached 
base on an error with two outs in the fourth…set down the next seven before 
walking Suarez to start the seventh…Suarez was erased on a double play, 
Puig walked and Fiers then retired the final seven batters to complete the 
no-hitter…had his hitless streak and scoreless streak broken up by the first 
batter in his next start May 13 at Seattle as Haniger homered to lead off the 
bottom of the first…however, that was the only run he would allow in five in-
nings of work and he would yield just one more hit…left with a 2-1 lead and 
Oakland built a 4-1 lead before Trivino allowed three runs in the eighth for 
the blown save…was the starting pitcher in the A’s game at Detroit on May 
19, which was suspended in the bottom of the seventh inning with the A’s 
leading 5-3…is the pitcher of record.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks sixth in the American League in ERA (2.81), 
seventh in opponents slugging percentage (.359), tied for seventh in wins 
(6) and 10th in OPS (.658)…is also tied for third in opponent grounded into 
double plays (9), tied for seventh in unearned runs (6) and ranks ninth in run 
support (6.75).

THE LONG BALL: Has not allowed a home run in his last eight starts, 48.0 
innings and 208 batters faced…allowed four home runs over his first three
