ABOUT THE A’S: The A's fell to 35-35 with the loss yesterday, which marks
the seventh time in the last 14 days they have been exactly .500...have not
been more than one game over .500 or one game under .500 since May 29
(29-27)...are 6-5 over the last 11 games after losing five straight...are in third
place in the American League West and trail first place Houston by a season-
high tying 12 games (third time, last: June 11)...are 2% games behind Texas
for the second Wild Card...started the season 10-8, went 5-13 over an 18-
game stretch from April 14 to May 5, were 14-4 from May 7 to 27 and are
6-10 since then...have spent eight days in second in the West this year, one
day tied for second, 28 days in third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth,
seven days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

A YEAR AGO TODAY: The A's lost to Los Angeles (AL) 8-4 exactly one year ago
today to fall to 34-36...would go a Major League best 63-29 (.685) from June
16 through the end of the season.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-1 on this season-long 10-game homestand
against Seattle (0-1), Baltimore (three games) and Tampa Bay (four games)...
now have a season-high six-game home losing streak, which is their lon-
gest home losing streak since dropping eight in a row from June 19-July 3,
2017..however, are 50-25 (.667) in Oakland dating back to June 16, 2018...
the homestand follows a season-long 10-game road trip to Los Angeles-AL
(2-1), Texas (2-2) and Tampa Bay (2-1), during which the A's went 6-4..are
now 12-4 on the road dating back to May 16 after starting the year 5-15 in
away games...overall, the A’s are 18-16 (.529) at home compared to 17-19
(-472) on the road.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A’s are batting .231 (262-for-1136) and are
averaging 4.03 runs per game at home (137 runs in 34 games) compared
to .256 with an average of 5.59 runs per game on the road...are averaging
the fourth fewest runs per game at home in the American League and the
fourth most on the road...have the fourth lowest home batting average...
have a 3.90 ERA (139 er in 321.0 ip) at home compared to 4.78 on the road...
have the fifth lowest home ERA in the AL.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 14-7 (.667) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 21-28 (.429) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is second best in the American League to Hous-
ton (15-5)...are batting .277 with an .845 OPS against left-handed pitchers
compared to .234 with a .713 OPS against right-handers...have the second
best batting average against lefties in the AL and the third best OPS, but the
fifth lowest batting average and OPS against righties...are tied for the AL lead
in home runs off lefties (34).

PLAYERS USED: The A's have used just 35 players, which is tied with Houston
for the fewest in the American League...have employed 13 relievers, which is
the fewest in the AL and third fewest in the majors...have used 11 starting
pitchers, which is tied for fourth most in the AL and the majors.

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit 55 home runs over the last 29 games dating
back to May 13, which are second most in the majors over that span to Min-
nesota (62)...hit 51 home runs over the first 42 contests and have 106 for the
season, which ranks fifth in the American League...Oakland has nine players
with eight or more home runs, which is second most in the majors to the
Twins (10)..the Athletics record for players with 10 or more home runsin a
season is nine in 2000 and 2017.

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .235 (114-for-486) with 19 home runs and 61
runs scored (4.4 per game) over the last 14 games after hitting .283 with
31 home runs and 89 runs scored (6.8 per game) over the previous 12 con-
tests...have been hit by a pitch in each of the last five games, which is one
short of the Oakland record of six (four times, last: June 7-12, 2009)...have
34 hit by pitches for the season, which is tied for fourth most in the Ameri-
can League...have the fourth fewest strikeouts (559) and the fourth most
grounded into double plays (53)..A’s pinch hitters are 9-for-36 (.250) with
two home runs, eight RBI and seven walks...are tied for the AL lead in pinch
walks, rank third in home runs and RBI and tied for third in hits and plate ap-
pearances (45)...0akland’s number eight hitters are batting a combined .295
(76-for-258), which is the second best mark in the majors to Atlanta (.302)...
have the third best OPS (.865).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 2-4 with a 4.46 ERA (19 er in
38.1 ip) over the last seven games after going 10-1 with a with a 3.57 ERA

over the previous 20 contests...are 26-20 with a 4.24 ERA overall...rank third
in the American League in wins, fourth in innings pitched (378.0), opponents
slugging percentage (.408) and OPS (.719) and fifth in ERA, opponents bat-
ting average (.240) and winning percentage (.565)..the A's have used an
“opener” three times (Hendriks twice, Soria once)...are 1-2 in those games
after going 4-5 last year...openers have allowed at least one run in two of the
three games (3 erin 3.0 ip, 9.00 ERA) but do not have a decision.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 5.35 ERA (92 er in 154.2 ip) over the last
17 games dating back to May 27 after logging a 2.88 ERA over the previous
18 contests...overall, rank fourth in the American League in opponents slug-
ging percentage (.407), OPS (.726) and fewest home runs (85).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed 12 errors in their last 15 games...
however, have a .985 fielding percentage for the season, which is fourth best
in the American League...have the fourth fewest unearned runs (16) and
have turned the fifth fewest double plays (45).

ON THE BASES: The A's have allowed 51 stolen bases, which is second most
in the majors to the Mets (57)...nowever, opponents have been caught steal-
ing 20 times, which is tied with the Blue Jays for second most to the Phillies
(23)...on offense, the A's are 24-for-37 (64.9%) in stolen base attempts...have
the second lowest stolen base percentage in the American League, the third
fewest stolen bases and are tied for the third fewest attempts.

CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 17-18 in games decided by two runs or fewer and
the 35 games are second most in the American League (Seattle, 36) and
third most in the majors (Cincinnati, 37)...are 10-10 in one-run games and
the 20 games are third most in the AL...are 2-6 in extra inning games...lead
the majors in extra inning losses and lead the AL in extra inning games...
have allowed 18 runs in extra innings (17 er in 20.2 ip, 7.40 ERA), which is the
most in the majors...allowed just nine runs in extra innings all last year (8 er
in 38.1 ip, 1.88 ERA)...are 5-12 in games decided in the last at bat...lead the
majors in last at bat losses and lead the AL in last at bat games...also lead the
majors with six walk-off losses, which is one more than all last year...have
four walk-off wins, which is tied for the most in the AL.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 11 times this year...cur-
rently have six players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Hund-
ley, Manaea) and all but Estrada and Hundley are on the 60-day IL...have had
at least five players on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A's are 3-5 against the Mariners, which includes 3-1in
Oakland, 0-2 in Tokyo and 0-2 in Seattle...four of the eight games year been
decided by one run and another was decided by two...12 of the last 25 games
have been decided by one run, 17 of the last 26 have been decided by two
runs or fewer and 22 of the last 29 have been decided by three runs or few-
er..have lost each of the previous six season series after going 9-10 against
Seattle last year...the last time Oakland lost six consecutive season series to
one team was 1993-98 to Boston...are 49-73 (.402) against Seattle dating
back to the start of the 2013 season, which is the second worst record by
any American League team against the Mariners (TB, 13-26/.333)...all-time,
the A’s are 353-297 against the Mariners...that includes 192-133 in Oakland,
160-161 in Seattle and 1-3 in Tokyo...are 84-97 at T-Mobile Park.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis has 23 career home runs against Seattle, which are second
most in Athletics history against the Mariners (Eric Chavez, 29)...Matt OI-
son has 11 home runs since he was reinstated from the injured list May 7,
which is tied for the most in the American League over that span..Marcus
Semien has an 11-game hitting streak, which is a career high and tied for
the second longest active streak in the AL (Smith, SEA 13)...is 18-for-49
(.367) with three doubles, two home runs and nine RBI during the streak.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1925 the A's trail 15-3 entering the bottom of the seventh inning before
scoring once in the seventh and 13 times in the eighth inning to defeat
Cleveland 17-15...the 12 run deficit overcome to win is a Major League re-
cord...in 1983 Davey Lopes drives in seven runs and is a single short of the
cycle in the A's 10-1 win at Toronto...in 2002 the A's go errorless for the 12t
consecutive game, breaking the Oakland record of 11.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Frankie Montas (8-2, 2.84 ERA)

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for fifth in the American League in wins (8),
ranks seventh in ERA (2.84) and tied for seventh in winning percentage
(-800)...also ranks fifth in run support (7.11), tied for fifth in opponents
grounded into double plays (10) and doubles allowed (20), sixth in fewest
home runs per nine innings (0.71) and tied for sixth in wild pitches (5) and
unearned runs (7).

FOUR-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 4-0 with a 2.93 ERA (10 er in 30.2 ip) and
.207 (24-for-116) opponents batting average over his last five starts...the
winning streak is a career-high and matches the A's season-high...has 37
strikeouts in 30.2 innings during the winning streak (10.86 strikeouts per
nine innings).

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-0 with a 3.54 ERA (11 er in 28.0 ip) in five starts at
home compared to 5-2 with a 2.44 ERA (13 er in 48.0 ip) in eight starts on the
road...has yielded five of his six home runs on the road...is tied for third in the
American League in wins on the road and ranks fifth in ERA.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 3-0 with a 1.50 ERA (4 er in 24.0 ip) in four starts during
the day compared to 5-2 with a 3.46 ERA (20 er in 52.0 ip) in nine starts at
night...is tied for eighth in the American League in day ERA and tied for fifth
in night wins.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has held right-handed hitters to a .201 (27-for-134)
batting average..righties have just eight extra base hits (six doubles, two
home runs) for a .291 slugging percentage...has walked just four batters to
lead off an inning...opponents are hitting .117 (18-for-154) with two strikes.

THIS AND THAT: The As are 9-4 (.692) in his starting assignments and are
16-8 (.667) when he starts in his career...has allowed just one run in the first
inning for a 0.69 ERA (13.0 ip)...the ERA is tied for the lowest in the American
League and tied for second lowest in the majors (min. 10.0 ip)..has career
highs in wins (8), strikeouts (79), innings pitched (76.0) and games started
(13)...has committed three errors, which is tied for the most among Major
League pitchers and are the most by an A's pitcher since 2014 (Gray and Ka-
zmir, 3 each).

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Was on the Opening Day roster and was available in the
bullpen for the two games against Seattle in Japan but did not pitch...was
inserted into the fourth spot in the rotation when the season resumed and
picked up the win in his first start March 31 against Los Angeles (AL)...took
the loss in his second start on April 5 at Houston...then went 3-0 with a 3.50
ERA and .224 opponents average over this next three starts from April 10 to
23...the first win came on April 10 at Baltimore when he retired the first 12
batters he faced...surrendered two home runs in the game, giving him four
in his first three starts...did not allow another home run until June 4 at Los
Angeles-AL (Ohtani) for an eight-game, 53.0-innng, 228-batter faced homer-
less streak...allowed a run on three hits in 6.2 innings for the win in a 2-1
decision over Houston on April 17...did not allow a hit until Gurriel singled
with one out in the fifth...allowed a season-high nine hits but extended his
winning streak to three games in an 11-5 win over Texas April 23...had his
three-game winning streak snapped April 29 at Boston when he allowed a
season-high seven runs in 4.1 innings...only one of the runs was earned and
the six unearned runs tied for second most in Oakland history...they were
the most since Brett Anderson also had six on May 15, 2009 vs. Detroit...
finished April with a 3-2 record and a 3.29 ERA in five starts...tied for fifth in
the American League in wins...then went 2-0 with a 2.64 ERA in five starts in
May...tied for eighth in the AL in May ERA...left his start on May 10 against
Cleveland with a 3-2 lead but Trivino blew the save in a game the A's would
win 4-3 in 12 innings...had career highs in strikeouts (10), innings pitched
(8.2) and pitches (109) in a 7-2 win at Detroit on May 17...did not walk a bat-
ter, which marked the 27th time in Oakland history a pitcher struck out 10 or
more and did not issue a walk...it was the first since Jeff Samardzija on Sept.
17,2014 vs. Texas (10 so)...walked a career-high five batters in a season-low
4.0 innings in a no decision against Los Angeles (AL) May 28.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A's 9-8 win at Texas last Sun-
day...struck out a career-high tying 10 batters for the second time this year...
blanked the Rangers on three hits over the first three innings and had an 8-0
lead when he allowed a two-run single to Odor in the fourth...also allowed
a solo home run to Cabrera in the sixth and left after six innings with an 8-3
lead.

with a 2.28 ERA in four starts...struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

an 8-4win (7.0ip, 4 h, 4,4 er, 3 bb, 6 s0).

named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

Was on his 13th career Opening Day roster and, at the age of 42 years and 2 days, was the old-
est player on an Opening Day roster in Oakland history... the previous oldest was Doug Jones
in 1999 (41 years, 285 days)...according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the oldest player on
an Athletics Opening Day roster since Bobo Newsom of the Philadelphia A's in 1953 (45 years,
246 days).

Joins Tommy John (1985), Rich Gossage (1993) and Doug Jones (1999 and 2000) as the only
players in Oakland history to appear in a game at age 42 or greater.

Made his 900th career appearance April 1 against Boston and tossed a scoreless ninth inning
in the A's 7-0 win (1 bb, 2 so)..became the 26th player in Major League history to pitch in 900
games.

Made his fifth consecutive Opening Day start at shortstop March 20 against Seattle in Tokyo...
that ties the Oakland record for consecutive Opening Day starts by a shortstop (Campaneris,
Bordick, Tejada and Crosby)...only Campaneris, with eight, has more Opening Day starts at
shortstop in an Oakland uniform.

Committed his first error of the season April 11 at Baltimore, snapping what was then a
career-high 38-game errorless streak dating back to Sept. 5, 2018...did not make his second
error until June 2 for a 41-game errorless streak from April 12-June 1...that tied for fourth
longest in Athletics history by a shortstop.
