ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two straight and five of the last seven games to
improve to 38-36...it marks the first time the A's have not been .500, one
game over or one game under since May 29 when they were 29-27...are in
third place in the American League West and trail first place Houston by 10
games...are 1% games behind Texas and Boston for the second Wild Card...
have spent eight days in second in the West this year, one day tied for sec-
ond, 32 days in third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied
for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

AGAINST THE ORIOLES: The A’s are batting .311 (69-for-222) with 54 runs
scored, 13 doubles, one triple and 20 home runs (.649 slugging percentage)
in six games against the Orioles this year...the home runs are one short of
the Oakland record for home runs against the Orioles in a season (21 in 12
games in 1999)...have set an A’s record for most home runs against any oppo-
nentin a season series of seven games or fewer (previous: 17 in seven games
against Minnesota in 1994)...are averaging 9.0 runs per game, which will be
Oakland’s best against the Orioles in a season (6.58 in 1999)...have averaged
8.0 runs per game or better against one team in a season four times (min.
6 games), with the highest being 9.7 against Minnesota in 2013...0akland’s
best single season batting average against Baltimore is .296 in 2009 and the
best slugging percentage is .511 in 1999.

THE LONG BALL: The A's hit six home runs last night to tie the Coliseum sin-
gle-game home run record (last: Sept. 11, 2003 vs. Anaheim)...the home runs
tied for the fourth highest single-game total in Athletics history and were
the most since June 17, 2008 at Arizona (6)...it marks the A's fifth game of
five or more home runs this year (including three vs. Baltimore), which is
second most in Athletics history (7 in 1996)...nave hit 64 home runs over the
last 33 games dating back to May 13, which is second most in the majors
over that span to Minnesota (67)...hit 51 home runs over the first 42 contests
and have 115 for the season, which is tied for fourth in the AL...have six play-
ers with 10 or more home runs, which is tied for third most in the majors
(Minnesota and Seattle, 7)...Jurickson Profar and Stephen Piscotty have nine
home runs and Josh Phegley has eight...the Athletics record for players with
10 or more home runs in a season is nine in 2000 and 2017.

OFFENSE: The A’s scored 10 times in the sixth inning last night, which were
their most runs in an inning since Sept. 12, 2018 at Baltimore when they
had 10 in the third...it was their first 10-run inning in the Coliseum since
July 5, 1996 against California when they scored 13 times in the first..had
10 extra base hits last night, which fell one short of the Oakland record but
matched the A's most in the Coliseum (last: Aug. 31, 2012)...are now batting
.262 (284-for-1083) with 59 home runs and 183 runs scored (5.9 per game)
over the last 31 games after hitting .236 with 56 home runs and 194 runs
scored (4.4 per game) over the first 44 contests...have been hit by a pitch in
eight of the last nine games, including an Oakland record tying six straight
from June 9-15...have 37 hit by pitches for the season, which is tied for third
most in the American League...have the fourth fewest strikeouts (583) and
the fourth most grounded into double plays (57).

IN THE PINCH: Chad Pinder hit the A's third pinch homer of the season last
night, which matches the A’s season total from last year and is tied for the
American League lead...A’s pinch hitters are tied for second in the AL in walks
(7) and plate appearances (48), rank third in RBI (10) and extra base hits (5)
and fourth in hits (10).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 2.71 ERA (19 er in 63.0 ip) and .204 (47-
for-230) opponents batting average over the last seven games after logging
a 5.61 ERA and .268 opponents average over the previous 13 contests...over-
all, are tied for third in the American League in fewest home runs (87) and
rank fourth in opponents slugging percentage (.400) and OPS (.713).

STARTING PITCHING: Brett Anderson became the A’s third seven-game win-
ner last night and the A’s join the Dodgers (4) and Twins (4) as the only teams
with three or more seven-game winners..A’s starting pitchers have allowed
three earned runs or fewer in each of the last 10 games and are 5-3 with a
2.83 ERA (19 erin 60.1 ip) over that span...are 29-20 with a 4.09 ERA overall...
rank third in the American League in wins and opponents slugging percent-
age (.400), fourth in innings pitched (403.0), batting average (.237) and OPS
(.705) and fifth in ERA and winning percentage (.592).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed nine errors in the last 11 games,
which has led to 10 unearned runs...had just 12 unearned runs over the first

64 contests...have 22 unearned runs for the season, which is fourth fewest
in the American League...have turned 46 double plays, which is fourth few-
estin the AL.

ON THE BASES: A's opponents have been caught stealing 22 times, which
is second most in the majors to the Phillies (23)..however, Oakland has al-
lowed 51 stolen bases, which is second most to the Mets (63)...on offense,
the A’s are 25-for-38 (65.8%) in stolen base attempts...have the second low-
est stolen base percentage in the American League, the third fewest stolen
bases and are tied for the third fewest attempts.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 3-2 on this season-long 10-game homestand
against Seattle (1-2), Baltimore (2-0) and Tampa Bay (four games)...have lost
seven of their last 10 home games, which includes a season-high six-game
home losing streak that was snapped on Saturday...have won 12 of the last
14 on the road...are 21-17 (.553) at home compared to 17-19 (.472) on the
road...went 6-4 on the last road trip, a season-long 10-game trip to Los Ange-
les-AL (2-1), Texas (2-2) and Tampa Bay (2-1).

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's are batting .237 (303-for-1277) and are
averaging 4.47 runs per game at home (170 runs in 38 games) compared
to .256 with an average of 5.59 runs per game on the road...have the fifth
lowest home batting average in the American League...have a 3.66 ERA (145
erin 357.0 ip) at home compared to 4.78 on the road...have the fifth lowest
home ERA in the AL.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The As are 14-7 (.667) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 24-29 (.453) against right-hand-
ers...the mark against lefties is second best in the American League to Hous-
ton (16-5)...are batting .283 with an .855 OPS against left-handed pitchers
compared to .235 with a .724 OPS against right-handers...have the second
best batting average against lefties in the AL and the third best OPS, but the
fifth lowest batting average against righties...are tied for the ALlead in home
runs off lefties (35).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 11 times this year...cur-
rently have six players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Hund-
ley, Manaea) and all but Estrada and Hundley are on the 60-day IL...have had
at least five players on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

A’s vs. ORIOLES: The A's have won the season series as they lead 5-1 entering
the final game today...a win today would give the A’s their third best record
ever against the Orioles (7-0 in 2004, 5-0 in 2008)...are 2-0 in Oakland and
went 3-1 in Baltimore...have won five straight and 10 of their last 12 games
against the Orioles..have a six-game winning streak in the Coliseum and
are 30-12 (.714) against Baltimore at home dating back to 2008...have won
back-to-back season series against the Orioles for the first time since 2008-
12 when they won five straight...since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A's are
273-267 against the Orioles...that breaks down to 138-135 in Oakland and
135-132 in Baltimore...are 68-58 at Camden Yards...are 1009-947 against
the Orioles/Browns/Brewers...the only other of the other seven original
American League franchises that the A's have a winning record against is the
Twins/Senators (1009-1007).

Matt Chapman leads American League third basemen in home runs (16)...
Khris Davis leads AL designated hitters in home runs (16) and RBI (38)...
Liam Hendriks has not allowed a run in 18 of his last 19 relief appearances
and has the fifth lowest relief ERA in the ALERA (1.19)...Ramén Laureano is
9-for-26 (.346) with two doubles, three home runs and 11 RBI over his last
six games...Marcus Semien has a 15-game hitting streak, which is a career
high, one short of the A’s season-high (Laureano, 16) and tied for the lon-
gest active streak in the majors (Yelich, MIL)...is 24-for-63 (.381) with four
doubles, one triple, three home runs and 12 RBI during the streak.

FOR STARTERS: Was recalled from Triple-A Las Vegas April 17 and went 2-1
with a 1.93 ERA and .179 opponents batting average over his first five starts...
is 1-2 with a 5.88 ERA (17 er in 26.0 ip) and .253 (25-for-99) opponents aver-
age in five starts since then...averaged 10.47 strikeouts per nine innings over
his first five starts but is averaging 6.58 (19 so in 26.0 ip) over his last five ...
his three wins are one short of his career total of four in 40 games (30 starts)
entering this season.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received two runs of support or fewer in six of his 10
starts this year and is 1-3 in those games...has 39 runs of support for the
season (58.2 ip, 5.98 RSA) but 17 of those runs came in one game on May
16 at Detroit...last year, he received two runs of support or fewer in five of
his seven starts and his RSA as a starter was 3.19...has received two runs of
support or fewer in 30 of his 40 career starts and his career RSA as a starter
is 3.52 (89 rsin 227.1 ip)...is 4-0 in 10 career starts with run support of three
runs or more.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .213 opponents batting average, which
is 10th lowest in the American League among pitchers with 50 or more in-
nings pitched...however, 22 of the 46 hits he has allowed have been for extra
bases (12 doubles, two triples, eight home runs) and he has a .398 oppo-
nents slugging percentage...has held left-handed hitters to a .200 (22-for-
110) average but has surrendered six of his career-high eight home runs to
lefties...six of his home runs have come with the bases empty..opponents
are hitting .178 (8-for-45) with runners in scoring position and are 1-for-17
(.059) with RISP and two outs...opponents are batting .144 (17-for-118) with
two strikes but five of the hits are home runs...has held the opponents num-
ber three hitter to a.115 (3-for-26) batting average but the four hitter is bat-
ting .391 (9-for-23).

NIGHT AND DAY: Has two wins over his last three starts in a day game after
starting his career 0-9 over his first 17 outings during the day...is 2-1 with a
3.21 ERA (12 erin 33.2 ip) in five starts during the day this year compared to
1-2 with a 4.32 ERA (12 erin 25.0 ip) in five starts at night.

PRE AND POST “TOMMY JOHN”: s 5-6 with a 3.39 ERA (40 er in 106.1 ip) and
.217 (86-for-397) opponents batting average in 21 games (17 starts) since
undergoing “Tommy John” surgery May 6, 2016...is averaging 8.29 strikeouts
per nine innings (98 so in 106.1 ip)..was 2-11 with a 4.13 ERA, .263 oppo-
nents batting average and 6.77 strikeouts per nine innings in 29 games (23
starts) before the surgery.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Made the trip to Japan but was one of three inactive play-
ers for the two-game series against the Mariners...was placed on the 10-day
injured list March 27 retroactive to March 25 with a right lower leg contu-
sion...went 0-0 with a 3.27 ERA in three rehab starts with Single-A Stockton
and Triple-A Las Vegas before he was reinstated from the IL and optioned
to Las Vegas April 16..was recalled by Oakland the next day when Marco
Estrada went on the injured list..made his first start April 22 against Texas
and tossed 5.0 scoreless innings for the win...struck out a season-high nine
in his second start April 28 at Toronto (also May 9 against Cincinnati)...now-
ever, had a no decision in the A's 5-4 loss in 11 innings...left his third start
on May 4 at Pittsburgh after five innings with a 4-3 lead but Wendelken al-
lowed three runs in the seventh inning for the blown save and loss...allowed
a season-high seven hits and took the loss on May 9 against Cincinnati to
snap the first winning streak of his career, a three-game streak dating back
to last year..went 3-0 with a 2.42 ERA and .194 opponents batting average
during the streak, which spanned 11 games (seven starts) dating back to
June 27, 2018...the loss was his first since June 22, 2018 at Chicago (AL)...
tossed a career-high tying 8.0 innings, did not allow a run, walked two and
yielded four hits in a 17-3 win at Detroit on May 16...tossed a season-low 3.2
innings and walked a career-high six batters in a no decision at Cleveland
May 21...is the first Major League pitcher since at least 1908 with a pitching
line of 3.2 innings, three hits, three runs, three earned runs, six walks and six
strikeouts...allowed a season-high five runs in 5.0 innings on May 27 against
Los Angeles (AL) but picked up the win in an 8-5 decision.

LAST START: He lost his second consecutive start in the A's 9-2 loss to Seattle
on Friday in Oakland...the A’s scored a run in the second but he allowed a
Seager sacrifice fly in the third...Oakland came back with a run in the bottom
of the third but he allowed three runs in the fourth inning on a Crawford
two-run double and a Gordon sacrifice fly.

Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history...it was the first since Sean Manaea
