ABOUT THE A’S: Swept a two-game series at St. Louis to start the road trip
and improve to a season-high five games over .500 (43-38)...have now won
seven of the last nine games and 10 of the last 14...are in third place in the
American League West for the 24th consecutive day and trail first place
Houston by seven games...are 1% games behind Cleveland and Texas for the
second Wild Card...have spent eight days in second in the West this year, one
day tied for second, 40 days in third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth,
seven days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

A’S INJUNE: The A's are 14-10 (.583) in the month of June and need one more
win to clinch a winning record in June for the second consecutive season
(were 17-10 last year)...have a 4.13 ERA (108 er in 215.2 ip) this month, which
is third lowest in the American League...also have the fewest home runs
(23), the lowest opponents slugging percentage (.381) and OPS (.690) and
the third lowest batting average (.243) and on-base percentage (.308)...the
offense is tied for second in extra base hits (91) and ranks third in doubles
(51)...have tallied 100 extra base hits in June twice in Oakland history (116
in 1996, 102 in 2017).

FOUR SERIES IN FOUR CITIES: The A's are 2-0 in this stretch that features four
series in four different cities...the stretch began on Tuesday and takes the
club into the All-Star Break...it features games in St. Louis (2-0), Los Angeles-
AL (four games), Oakland (three games vs. Minnesota) and Seattle (three
games).

THE LONG BALL: The A's have hit 75 home runs over the last 40 games dat-
ing back to May 13, which is third most in the majors over that span behind
the Twins (78) and Yankees (75)...hit 51 home runs over the first 42 contests
and have 126 for the season, which ranks fifth in the American League...have
seven players with 10 or more home runs, which matches Boston, Minne-
sota and Seattle for the most in the majors...Phegley and Piscotty have nine
home runs each and the Athletics record for most players with 10 or more
home runs in a season is nine in 2000 and 2017.

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .261 (345-for-1320) with a .490 slugging per-
centage (84 doubles, four triples, 70 home runs) and an average of 5.6 runs
per game (214 runs) over the last 38 games dating back to May 16...hit .236
with a.396 slugging percentage and 4.4 runs per game over the first 44 con-
tests...rank third in the American League in hit by pitches (41) and fourth in
fewest strikeouts (632) and most grounded into double plays (65)...A's pinch
hitters rank second in the AL in plate appearances (54) and doubles (3), tied
for second in home runs (3) and walks (7), third in RBI (12) and extra base hits
(6) and tied for third in hits (11).

PITCHING: The A's tossed their fifth shutout of the season last night, which is
fifth most in the American League...it was their first since the Fiers no-hitter
on May 7..now have a 3.21 ERA (45 er in 126.0 ip) over the last 14 games af-
ter logging a 5.61 ERA over the previous 13 contests...overall, rank second in
the AL in opponents slugging percentage (.396) and fewest home runs (91),
third in OPS (.710) and fourth in opponents batting average (.241).

STARTING PITCHING: Daniel Mengden tossed 6.0 scoreless innings last night,
which was the first scoreless outing by an A's starter since May 22 at Cleve-
land (6.0 ip by Montas)...starters are now 5-2 with a 3.39 ERA (23 er in 61.0
ip) over the last 11 games and have surrendered just four home runs...over-
all, starters have the second lowest slugging percentage in the American
League (.396), rank third in wins (31), fourth in opponents batting average
(.238), OPS (.704), winning percentage (.585) and innings pitched (439.0) and
fifth in ERA (4.12).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have not committed an error in the last three
games and now have a .985 fielding percentage, which is fourth best in the
American League...however, have turned just 50 double plays, which is tied
for second fewest...have the fourth fewest unearned runs (21).

ON THE BASES: A's opponents have been caught stealing 23 times, which
is second most in the majors to the Phillies (25)...however, Oakland has al-
lowed 57 stolen bases, which is second most to the Mets (70)...on offense,
the A's are 27-for-40 (67.5%) in stolen base attempts...nave the third lowest
stolen base percentage in the American League and the third fewest stolen
bases and attempts.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-0 on this six-game road trip to St. Louis (2-0)
and Los Angeles-AL (four games)..went 6-4 on the last road trip and are now

starting the year 5-14 on the road...are 19-19 (.500) on the road compared
to0 24-19 (.558) at home...return home following the game Sunday for a brief
three-game homestand with Minnesota that starts on Tuesday..went 6-4
on the last homestand, a season-long 10-game stand against Seattle (1-2),
Baltimore (3-0) and Tampa Bay (2-2)...are 6-9 over the last 15 home games.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's are batting .256 (356-for-1390) and are av-
eraging 5.54 runs per game on the road (216 runs in 39 games), compared
to .240 with an average of 4.47 runs per game at home...are averaging the
fourth most runs per game on the road in the American League...have a 4.61
ERA (174 er in 339.2 ip) on the road compared to 3.76 at home.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 14-7 (.667) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 29-31 (.483) against right-hand-
ers..have faced just one lefty over the previous 15 games...the mark against
lefties is second best in the American League to Houston (17-6)...are batting
.281 with an .852 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to .237 with
a .730 OPS against right-handers...have the third best batting average and
OPS against lefties in the AL, but the fourth lowest batting average against
righties...rank third in the AL in home runs off lefties (38).

LATE IN THE GAME: The A’s lead the majors with six walk-off losses and
rank second with 12 last at bat losses (Kansas City, 13)...have five walk-off
wins, which is tied for the most in the American League...have six extra in-
ning losses, which is tied with the Royals for the most in the majors...have
allowed 18 runs in extra innings (17 er in 20.2 ip, 7.40 ERA), which is the
most in the majors...have lost five times when leading after seven innings,
which is tied for third most in the majors...are 0-27 when trailing after seven
innings and are one of three teams without a win (Baltimore, Tampa Bay).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 12 times...currently have
seven players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Herrmann, Hundley, Ma-
naea, Treinen), including four on the 60-day DL (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann,
Manaea)...Herrmann is currently on a rehab assignment...nave had at least
five players on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

A’s vs. ANGELS: The A's lead the season series, 6-4...are 4-3 in Oakland and
2-1 in Anaheim...have lost each of the previous five season series, which is
the Athletics (Kansas City and Oakland) longest season series losing streak
against the Angels...are 46-59 (.438) against the Angels over the last six sea-
sons...that breaks down to 27-27 in Oakland and 19-32 on the road...since
moving to Oakland in 1968, the A's are 443-380 against the Angels...that
includes 232-180 in Oakland and 211-200 in Anaheim...all-time, the A's are
492-457 against the Angels.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman is batting .396 (17-for-44) with six doubles, a triple and
three home runs over his last 12 games...is tied for second in the American
League in extra base hits (41), tied for fourth in total bases (163), tied for
seventh in home runs (19), tied for eighth in doubles (20) and tied for 10th
in runs (53)..Khris Davis leads designated hitters in home runs (16) and
is tied for the lead in RBI (39)...has 291 career games at designated hitter
with the A's and needs one more to tie Erubiel Durazo for fourth most in
Athletics history...Liam Hendriks has not allowed a run in his last 10 games
(10.1 ip) and in 22 of his last 23 relief appearances (0.33 ERA)...has the
second lowest relief ERA in the AL (1.06)...Josh Phegley has 30 of his 41 RBI
on the road and is tied for third in the AL in road RBI...Marcus Semien leads
the majors with 82 games played and has now started each of the A’s last
163 games dating back to June 28 of last year.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1987 Mark McGwire ties a pair of Oakland records by hitting three home
runs and scoring five runs in the A's 13-3 win at Cleveland..McGwire has
four hits and drives in five runs...in 1996 the A's hit a franchise record eight
home runs in a 18-2 win at California...the A's also collect an Oakland re-
cord 44 total bases and 11 extra base hits and score in eight different in-
nings, tying an American League record...in 2002 Miguel Tejada plays in his
348t consecutive game, breaking Alfredo Griffin’s Oakland record for con-
secutive games played...Tejada’s streak reached 594 before signing with
Baltimore as a free agent.

TODAY'’S STARTING PITCHER: Tanner Anderson (0-2, 4.20 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Was recalled from Triple-A Las Vegas June 10 and is scheduled
to make his fourth start of the season and his career..was acquired from the
Pittsburgh Pirates on Nov. 20, 2018 for a player to be named later (minor
league pitcher Wilkin Ramos)..was optioned to Las Vegas March 10 and is
4-4 with a 6.26 ERA and .297 opponents batting average in 11 games, includ-
ing 10 starts, with the Aviators...made his ML debut with the Pirates last year
and was 1-0 with a 6.35 ERA in six relief appearances.

OPPONENTS : Has a .125 (3-for-24) opponents batting average the first time
through the lineup, .286 (10-for-35) after that...has a .138 (4-for-29) oppo-
nents average against right-handed hitters, .300 (9-for-30) with both of his
home runs against lefties...opponents are 2-for-13 (.154) when leading off
an inning but he has walked three.

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in his first Major League start and
Oakland debut, a 6-2 A’s loss at Tampa Bay on June 10..shutout the Rays
on two hits and a walk over the first five innings before allowing a two-run
home run to Lowe in the sixth innings...left after 5.2 innings trailing 2-0 as
Tampa Bay starter Charlie Morton tossed seven scoreless innings and al-
lowed two hits.

SECOND START: He had a no decision in the A's 6-3 loss to Seattle June 16 in
Oakland...had a 2-0 lead when he allowed a two-run home run to Smith in
the third inning...that was the only run he would allow in 5.1 innings...left
with a 3-2 lead, but Trivino allowed four runs in the eighth inning for the
blown save and loss.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 5-3 loss to Tampa Bay last
Friday in Oakland...retired six of seven over the first two innings but then
allowed two runs in the third inning, including a Lowe RBI double...the A’s
got one of those runs back in the bottom of the third but he allowed a run
to score on a fielders choice in the fourth...was relieved by Wang to start the
fifth with the A’s trailing 3-2.

home run he surrendered to a left-handed hitter since July 28, 2015 at Oakland (Reddick)...had a
season-high 18.2-inning scoreless streak from Aug. 10 to 27...tossed a season-high 7.2 scoreless
innings Aug. 15 against Seattle but had a no decision in the A’s 2-0, 12-inning loss...it was his
longest outing since Oct. 1, 2015 at San Francisco (7.2 ip) and his longest scoreless outing since

20 batters he faced before Bobby Abreu singled with two outs in the seventh inning to break up
the perfect game...became the second rookie in Oakland history to take a perfect game into the
seventh inning (Mike Norris, June 28, 1976)...had a career-high 23.0-inning scoreless streak from
July 6 to 24..was named American League Rookie of the Month for September after going 4-0
with a 2.28 ERA in four starts...struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

2008—Combined for an 11-5 record and a 3.69 ERA in 20 games, 19 starts, with Single-A Stock-
ton and Double-A Midland in his first season in the A's organization...also pitched for the United
States team in the All-Star Futures Game at Yankee Stadium July 13 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb) and for Team
USA in the Summer Olympics in Beijing, China..was 1-0 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2ip,13 h,8r,7 er, 3
bb, 10 so, 2 hr) in two starts during the Olympics...was rated as the A's number one prospect by
Baseball America following the season..was named California League Pitcher of the Week, June
9-15..won both of his starts and allowed just one run in 14.0 innings, while striking out 16...
joined Team USA for the Olympics in August...had a no decision Aug. 16 in a 5-4 win over Canada
(5.2ip,9h,4r,3 er, 450)..then started and won in the Bronze Medal game Aug. 23 against Japan,
an 8-4win (7.0ip, 4 h, 4,4 er, 3 bb, 6 s0).

2007 —Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006..made his
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia..was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star..made one postseason start for Visalia and took
the loss (4.0ip, 3 h, 11,1 er,1bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)...was traded to the A's on December 14 and was
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston...was part
of the A's 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area,
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment
center.

.256 career hitter with 36 home runs and 193 RBI in 537 games...also had 265 walks for a .355
on-base percentage...had his best season in his first year with the Twins in 2016...had career
highs that year in batting (.280), on-base percentage (.386), slugging (.443) and home runs (11)...
was Pittsburgh’s Minor League Player of the Year in 2011 and was rated as the Pirates eighth best
prospect by Baseball America following the season.
