ABOUT THE A’S: The A's are 4-0 since the All-Star Break, which is the longest
winning streak to start post-break play in Oakland history...have won five
straight, seven of the last eight and 11 of the last 13 games to improve to a
season-high 13 games over .500 at 54-41 (.568)...that is the A’s best record
after 95 completed games since 2014 (59-36)...it is also the sixth best record
in the American League and eighth best in the majors...have won each of the
previous five series and with the win last night are now unbeaten over the
last eight series...are in second place in the AL West for the 11th consecu-
tive day and trail first place Houston by 4% games...that is the closest the
A's have been to first place since May 3 when they were four back...are tied
with Cleveland for the second Wild Card spot and trail Tampa Bay for the
first spot by one game...are 35-16 (.686) dating back to May 16, which is the
best record in the majors over that span (Atlanta, 36-17, .679)...have spent
20 days in second in the West this year, one day tied for second, 44 days in
third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied for fourth and
17 days in fifth.

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A's have outscored the opposition 153-81 over the
last 25 games (+72) and are 19-6 (.760) over that span...have a run differen-
tial of +90 for the season, which is the best in the American League West,
fourth best in the AL and fifth best in the majors.

THE LONG BALL: The A's have homered in a season-high 16 consecutive
games and have 31 home runs total during the streak...now have 101 home
runs over the last 54 games dating back to May 13, which is tied with Min-
nesota for the most in the majors over that span...have 152 home runs for
the season, which ranks fourth in the American League.

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed seven runs in four games since the All-Star
Break (7 er in 36.0 ip, 1.75 ERA) and now have a 2.91 ERA (73 er in 226.0 ip)
over the last 25 games dating back to June 15..that has lowered the sea-
son ERA to 3.97, which is the lowest it has been since the 13th game of the
season (3.67 on April 7)...rank second in the American League in opponents
slugging percentage (.393) and fewest home runs (107), third in OPS (.702),
fourth in opponents batting average (.241) and fifth in ERA.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed just three runs in four
games since the All-Star Break (27.1 ip, 0.99 ERA) and are now 14-4 with a
3.39 ERA (54 er in 143.1 ip) over the last 25 games...have walked just six bat-
ters in 59.2 innings over the last 10 games (0.91 per nine innings)...overall,
rank second in the American League in wins (40) and opponents slugging
percentage (.398), tied for second in winning percentage (.625), third in ERA
(4.01) and OPS (.703) and fourth in innings pitched (521.1).

OFFENSE: The A's are hitting .331 (45-for-136) with nine doubles, two triples,
seven home runs and 30 runs scored in four games since the All-Star Break...
overall, Oakland ranks third in the American League in hit by pitches (47)
and fewest strikeouts (739) and fourth in most grounded into double plays
(82)...A’s pinch hitters rank second in the AL in hits (13) and doubles (4), tied
for second in RBI (14) and extra base hits (7), third in home runs (3) and plate
appearances (60) and tied for third in walks (7).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed just one error in the last six
games and have a .985 fielding percentage overall, which ranks fourth in the
American League...have the third fewest unearned runs (24) but the third
fewest double plays (60).

ON THE BASES: A's opponents have been caught stealing 29 times, which
is the most in the majors...however, Oakland has allowed 60 stolen bases,
which is third most...on offense, the A’s are 31-for-46 (67.4%) in stolen base
attempts...have the second lowest stolen base percentage in the American
League and the third fewest stolen bases and attempts.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 4-0 on this five-game homestand against Chi-
cago (3-0) and Seattle (1-0) and now have a season-high tying five-game
home winning streak (April 22-May 8)...have won 12 of the last 14 home
games and are 30-20 (.600) at home compared to 24-21 (.533) on the road...
leave following the game today for a seven-game road trip to American
League Central leading Minnesota (four games) and AL West leading Hous-
ton (three games)..went 2-1 on the last road trip to Seattle and are now
19-6 over their last 26 road games (includes May 19 suspended game) after
starting the year 5-14 on the road.

AGAINST THE WEST: The A's are 23-22 (.511) against American League West
competition compared to 31-19 (.620) against all other teams...the mark
against the West is second best within the division as Houston is 28-11 and
everyone else is under .500...last year, the A's went 38-38 (.500) against the
West, 59-27 (.686) against all other teams.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 18-8 (.692) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 36-33 (.522) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is second best in the majors to Houston (22-7)...
are batting .268 with an .816 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared
to .243 with a .752 OPS against right-handers...have the third best OPS and
fourth best batting average against lefties in the American League and the
fifth lowest batting average against righties...have the most home runs off
lefties in the AL (46).

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 13 times...currently have
six players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Hundley, Manaea, Piscotty),
including four on the 60-day DL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Manaea)...Cotton,
Hundley and Manaea are on rehab assignments...have had at least five play-
ers on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

WALK-OFFS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's had their sixth walk-off win
of the season on Sunday, which is second most in the American League to
Houston (7)...also have six walk-off losses, which is tied for the most in the
majors...lead the majors in extra inning losses (7), are tied for second in last
at bat losses (13) and tied for third in losses when leading after seven in-

nings (6).

AT THE BREAK: The A's were 50-41 at the All-Star Break, which was the sixth
best record in the American League and eighth best in the majors...it marked
the second consecutive season Oakland had a winning record at the break...
were 7% games behind Houston in the West, which is the closest the A's have
been to first at the break since 2014 when they were in first...set an Athletics
franchise record for home run at the All-Star Break with 145 (previous: 137
in 1996)...that is 12th best total in Major League history before the break,
but was sixth best in the majors this year...it was more than the season total
from 17 of the A’s first 51 years in Oakland...had 318 extra base hits, which
was second in Athletics history to the record of 321 set last year...scored 467
runs, which was third best and the most since 2000 (522)...had the sixth best
slugging percentage (.441)...the pitching staff had 721 strikeouts, which was
second to the record of 728 in 2014.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A's are 7-7 against the Mariners, which includes 5-2
in Oakland, 0-2 in Tokyo and 2-3 in Seattle...have won seven of the last 10
games after losing each of the first four...have lost each of the previous six
season series after going 9-10 against Seattle last year...the last time Oak-
land lost six consecutive season series to one team was 1993-98 to Boston...
are 53-75 (.414) against Seattle dating back to the start of the 2013 season...
all-time, the A’s are 357-299 against the Mariners...that includes 194-134 in
Oakland, 162-162 in Seattle and 1-3 in Tokyo...are 86-98 at T-Mobile Park.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman ranks third in the American League in extra base hits (50)
and slugging (.554), fifth in total bases (196), tied for fifth in doubles (25),
sixth in OPS (.918), tied for seventh in home runs (22) and tied for ninth in
multiple hit games (30)...Liam Hendriks has a career-high and A's season-
high 18.0 inning scoreless streak...has the lowest relief ERA in the majors
(0.90)...Ramén Laureano ranks second among Major League center fielders
in home runs (18) and tied for second in RBI (51)...he leads ML outfielders
in total chances (235) and putouts (224)...Matt Olson has a career-high 11-
game hitting streak (13-for-46, .283)..has homered 20 times in 55 games
dating back to May 12, which is tied for second most in the majors over
that span (Trout, LAA 22).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1934 Bob Johnson, Jimmie Foxx and Pinky Higgins hit consecutive home
runs in the fourth inning but the A's lose to St. Louis, 7-4...in 1969 Sal
Bando is a perfect 5 for 5 in an 8-2 A's win at Seattle against the Pilots...he
would duplicate the feat later in the season on September 30, also against
Seattle...in 1974 Sal Bando singles in the A's 2-0 win at Baltimore for the
1000th hit of his major league career.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Homer Bailey (7-6, 4.80 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Was acquired from Kansas City on Sunday for minor league
infielder Kevin Merrell minutes before he was scheduled to start for the Roy-
als against Detroit...is scheduled to make his first start as an Athletic..went
7-6 with a 4.80 ERA in 18 starts with Kansas City...was 2-1 with a 4.30 ERA
and .220 opponents batting average over his first four starts, 2-5 with a 7.31
ERA and .313 opponents average over an eight-start stretch from April 23 to
June 1 and is 3-0 with a 2.83 ERA (11 er in 35.0 ip) and .227 (30-for-132) op-
ponents average in six starts since then.

THREE-GAME WINNING STREAK: |s 3-0 with a 2.48 ERA (8 erin 29.0 ip) and
.213 (23-for-108) opponents batting average over his last five starts...the
winning streak is his best since a four-game streak from May 23-June 8,
2014.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 1-4 with a 6.75 ERA (20 er in 26.2 ip) in five starts
against American League West competition compared to 6-2 with a 3.98 ERA
(28 erin 63.1 ip) in 13 starts against all other teams...is now 3-5 with a 6.18
ERA (35 erin 51.0 ip) in nine career starts against the AL West.

THIS AND THAT: Has a .271 (16-for-59) opponents batting average with run-
ners in scoring position but that drops to .192 (5-for-26) with RISP and two
outs...has a record of 7-6 after going 9-27 over his previous four seasons...his
seven wins are his most since winning nine games for Cincinnati in 2014...
has 81 strikeouts, which are also his most since 2014 (124)...the Royals were
8-10 (.444) in his starting assignments...tossed five innings or fewer in 10 of
his 18 starts.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Struck out a season-high eight batters in 5.0 innings in
his Kansas City debut April 3 against Minnesota but had a no decision in a
7-6 loss...left with a 6-3 lead but the bullpen blew the save...it was the first
of three times the pen blew a save in one of his starts (June 7 vs. Chicago-
AL, July 4 vs. Cleveland)...then surrendered a season-high seven runs on a
season-high eight hits in his second start, a 13-5 loss to Seattle on April 8...
walked a season-high four batters (also May 16 vs. Texas and June 29 at To-
ronto) in a season-low 1.0 innings April 23 at Tampa Bay...it was his shortest
start since Aug. 28, 2016 at Arizona, also 1.0 inning..matched his season-
high in hits (8) in a 16-1 loss to Texas May 16...that started a season-high
three-game losing streak that spanned four starts through June 1..had a
9.64 ERA and .350 opponents batting average during the streak...then won
three consecutive starts from June 13 to 23 and allowed just one run in 19.0
innings (0.47 ERA)...did not allow a run in back-to-back starts on June 13
against Detroit (6.0 ip) and June 18 at Seattle (7.2 ip) as part of a 16.2-in-
ning scoreless streak from June 13 to 23..combined with Lopez and McCar-
thy on a six-hit shutout in the latter contest against the Mariners...tossed
a season-high 7.2 innings, which was his longest scoreless outing since a
complete-game on June 29, 2014 at San Francisco...also had a season-high
121 pitches...finished June 3-1 with a 3.48 ERA...it was his first three-win
month since June of 2014 (3-1).

LAST START: He had a no decision in the Royals 8-4 loss to Cleveland on July
4..allowed a lead-off home run to Ramirez in the second but the Royals
scored three times in the third...also allowed a RBI single to Lindor in the
fifth and was relieved by Hill with a 3-2 lead after allowing a leadoff double
to Santana in the sixth...the Kansas City bullpen then allowed six runs in the
seventh inning for the blown save and loss.

April 27 retroactive to April 25 with left elbow inflammation and a proximal medial forearm



strain...was reinstated from the DL May 29..had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before return-
ing to the DL with left elbow inflammation June 4..was reinstated July 30 and went 5-5 with
a 2.98 ERA in 13 starts following his return...finished the season with a career-high tying four-
game winning streak..walked a season-high three batters Sept. 11 against Boston, snapping a
22-start streak dating back to Aug. 19, 2009 where he walked two batters or fewer...that was the
second longest streak by a starting pitcher in Oakland history..went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA in six
starts in September.

over his next two starts, including July 19 against Los Angeles when he retired each of the first
20 batters he faced before Bobby Abreu singled with two outs in the seventh inning to break up
the perfect game...became the second rookie in Oakland history to take a perfect game into the
seventh inning (Mike Norris, June 28, 1976)...had a career-high 23.0-inning scoreless streak from
July 6 to 24..was named American League Rookie of the Month for September after going 4-0
with a 2.28 ERA in four starts...struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

2008—Combined for an 11-5 record and a 3.69 ERA in 20 games, 19 starts, with Single-A Stock-
ton and Double-A Midland in his first season in the A's organization...also pitched for the United
States team in the All-Star Futures Game at Yankee Stadium July 13 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb) and for Team
USA in the Summer Olympics in Beijing, China..was 1-0 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2ip,13 h,8r,7 er, 3
bb, 10 so, 2 hr) in two starts during the Olympics...was rated as the A's number one prospect by
Baseball America following the season..was named California League Pitcher of the Week, June
9-15..won both of his starts and allowed just one run in 14.0 innings, while striking out 16...

(5.2ip,9h,4r,3 er, 450)..then started and won in the Bronze Medal game Aug. 23 against Japan,
an 8-4win (7.0ip, 4 h, 4,4 er, 3 bb, 6 s0).

2007 —Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006..made his
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia..was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star..made one postseason start for Visalia and took
the loss (4.0ip, 3 h, 11,1 er,1bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)...was traded to the A's on December 14 and was
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston...was part
of the A's 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area,
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment
center.
