ABOUT THE A’S: Snapped their three-game losing streak last night and are
now 2-5 over the last seven games...however, are 23-11 (.676) dating back
to June 17 and 59-47 (.557) overall...are in second place in the American
League West for the 23rd consecutive day and trail first place Houston by
eight games...are tied with Boston for the second Wild Card spot...have spent
31 days in second in the West, one day tied for second, 44 days in third, six
days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied for fourth and 17 days
in fifth...lost two of three at Houston to start the week and snap a nine series
unbeaten streak (seven wins, two splits)...it was the A’s first series loss since
dropping two of three to Seattle June 14-16...split a four-game series with
Minnesota last weekend to snap a streak of six consecutive series wins.

SINCE MAY 16: The A's are 40-22 (.645) dating
back to May 16, which is tied for the second
best record in the majors over that span...have

THE TWO-THIRDS MARK: The A's will play their
108th game of the season today, which is the
two-thirds mark of the season...have hit 168 home runs, which is already
the 19th best single season total in Oakland history...are on pace for 254,
which would break the franchise record of 243 set in 1996...are on pace for
558 extra base hits, which would be second most in Athletics history to the
record of 569 last year...are on pace to score 822 runs, which would be the
A's most in a season since 2001 (884)...have just two sacrifice hits and the
franchise record for fewest in a season is six last year...the Major League re-
cord is five by Toronto last year...individually, Marcus Semien is on pace for
116 runs, which would be fifth most in Oakland history and the most since
Rickey Henderson had 119 in 1990.

OFF DAYS: Beginning tomorrow, the A's will have four days off over the next
15 days...that includes a day off on Friday, Aug. 2...the last time the A's did not
play on a Friday was May 6, 2016, but that was a rain out at Baltimore...the
last time the A’'s were not scheduled to play on a Friday was Oct. 3, 1980...will
also have a Friday off on Aug. 23.

A’s IN JULY: The A's have clinched a winning record in July for the second con-
secutive season as they are 13-8 (.619) with three games remaining (went
17-10 last year)...have the fourth best record in the American League this
month...rank third in the AL with a 4.18 ERA (88 er in 189.2 ip)...A's pitchers
have the fewest strikeouts (144), are tied for the second most saves (7) and
have the third fewest walks (56).

THE LONG BALL: The A's hit four home runs last night to snap their season-
high tying three game homerless streak (April 19-21 and April 27-29)...have
three players with 20 or more home runs, which is two short of the Athletics
record of five (six times, last: 2018)...have eight with 10 or more, which is one
short of the Athletics record of nine (2000 and 2017)...have 168 home runs
for the season, which ranks seventh in the majors.

OFFENSE: The A’s are hitting .156 (30-for-192) with six doubles, five homes
run and 17 runs scored over the last six games (2.8 runs per game)...overall,
rank fifth in the American League in home runs (168) and have the fourth
fewest strikeouts (839)...are tied for the fewest sacrifice hits (2) and rank
third in hit by pitches (52) and most grounded into double plays (90).

PITCHING: The A's have allowed 38 runs in the last six games (54.0 ip, 6.33
ERA) but have a 3.82 ERA (103 er in 242.2 ip) over the last 27 contests...over-
all, rank second in the American League in opponents slugging percentage
(.402) and fewest home runs (123), fourth in OPS (.715), batting average
(-244) and on-base percentage (.313) and fifth in ERA (4.12).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have tossed fewer than five innings
in three of the last seven games and are 1-4 with a 7.82 ERA (31 erin 35.2 ip)
and .288 (42-for-146) opponents batting average over that span...are 43-28
with a 4.23 ERA (273 er in 580.1 ip) for the season...rank third in the Ameri-
can League in wins and fifth in ERA.

ON THE BASES: A's opponents have been caught stealing 31 times, which is
the most in the majors...however, they have stolen 62 bases, which is fifth
most...A's pitchers have 11 pickoffs, which is tied for third...on offense, the

A's are 34-for-51 (66.7%) in stolen base attempts...have the second lowest
stolen base percentage in the American League and the third fewest stolen
bases and attempts.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-2 on this nine-game homestand against
Texas (1-2), Milwaukee (three games) and St. Louis (two games)...are 32-
22 (.593) at home compared to 27-25 (.519) on the road...this homestand
starts a stretch where the A's will play 18 of 26 games at home...went 5-0
on the last homestand against Chicago (3-0) and Seattle (2-0)...it was the
As first perfect homestand of more than three games since going 6-0 from
July 3-8, 2014...went 3-4 on the last road trip to American League Central
leading Minnesota (2-2) and AL West leading Houston (1-2)...are 22-10 over
their last 33 road games (includes May 19 suspended game) after starting
the year 5-15 on the road.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 19-8 (.704) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 40-39 (.506) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is second best in the majors to Houston (23-
7) but the 27 games are third fewest in the American League...are batting
.266 with an .810 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to.239 with a
.743 OPS against right-handers...have the third best batting average and OPS
against lefties in the AL and the third lowest batting average against right-
ies...have the third most home runs off lefties (49).

AGAINST THE WEST: The A's are 26-26 (.500) against American League West
competition compared to 33-21 (.611) against all other teams...the mark
against the West is second best within the division as Houston is 35-12 and
everyone else is under .500...have a 4.69 ERA (244 er in 468.0 ip) in division
games, a 3.58 ERA in all other contests..last year, the A's went 38-38 (.500)
against the West, 59-27 (.686) against everyone else.

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s have used the injured list just 13 times after using
it at least 23 times in each of the previous four seasons...currently have five
players on the IL (Cotton, Estrada, Gossett, Manaea, Piscotty)...all but Piscot-
ty are on the 60-day IL and all but Gossett are on rehab assignments...have
had at least five players on the DL every day dating back to April 26, 2018.

THIS AND THAT: The A's rank fourth in the American League with a .985 field-
ing percentage...pinch hitters are tied for the AL lead in doubles (5), rank sec-
ond in hits (16) and extra base hits (8), tied for second in RBI (16) and plate
appearances (68), third in home runs (3) and tied for third in walks (8)...lead
the AL in walk-off losses (7) and are tied for second in wins (6)...are also tied
for second in extra inning losses (7) and rank third in last at bat losses (14)
and losses when leading after seven innings (6).

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A’s lead the season series, 7-5...are 4-2 in Oakland in
April and 3-3 in Texas...had their six-game Coliseum winning streak snapped
Thursday night but have won 19 of the last 24 games in Oakland...have won
16 of their last 22 games overall...have won each of the previous two season
series and are 31-19 (.620) against the Rangers over the last three years...are
372-372 all-time against the Texas Rangers...that breaks down t0 197-175 in
Oakland and 175-197 in Texas...are 108-109 at Globe Life Park...have an all-
time record of 469-454 against the Rangers/Senators franchise.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman hit his 23rd home run of the season last night, which is
tied for second among Major League third baseman and one short of his
career high of 24 last year...Ramén Laureano hit his 21st home run of the
season last night, which is the most by an A's center fielder since Dave
Henderson had 25 in 1991..Matt Olson leads American League first base-
men in home runs (21) and ranks fourth in RBI (44)..all 21 of his home
runs have come since he was reinstated from the injured list May 7, which
is tied for third most in the majors over that span..Marcus Semien ranks
fifth in the AL in runs (77) and tied for seventh in hits (118).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1989, after both teams score a run in the 10th inning, Carney Lansford’s
11th inning single scores Stan Javier with the winning run in the A’s 8-7
victory over Seattle...in 2002 Miguel Tejada has six RBI, David Justice hits
his 300th career home run and the A’s score 11 times in their final two at
bats to win at Texas, 12-2...in 2009 Adam Kennedy goes 5 for 7 in the A's
9-8 win at Boston...it is the first of two five-hit games for Kennedy in 2009.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Mike Fiers (9-3, 3.57 ERA)

SEVEN-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 7-0 with a 2.26 ERA (23 er in 91.2 ip) and
.199 (64-for-322) opponents batting average over his last 14 starts dating
back to his May 7 no-hitter against Cincinnati...the winning streak is a career
high (previous: 6, July 21-Sept. 11, 2018), tied for the third longest active
streak in the American League (Workman, BOS 8) and the longest by an A's
pitcher over the last six years...the last longer streak is nine by Jarrod Parker
from May 28-Sept. 4, 2013...has left with the lead in five of his seven no de-
cisions during the streak only to have the bullpen blow the save...also has
a no decision is the May 19 suspended game at Detroit in which he is the
pitcher of record with the A's leading 5-3 in the bottom of the seventh...went
2-3 with a 6.81 ERA and .297 opponents batting average over his first eight
starts.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks fourth in the American League in opponents
slugging percentage (.362), seventh in OPS (.655), tied for seventh in win-
ning percentage (.750) and 10th in batting average (.230)...also ranks second
in fewest strikeouts per nine innings (5.67), fourth in wild pitches (10) and
fewest pitches per inning (15.3), tied for fifth in games started (22) and tied
for ninth in hit batters (7).

LEADERS DATING BACK TO THE NO-HITTER: During his current seven-game
winning streak dating back to May 7, he has the lowest ERA (2.26), oppo-
nents OPS (.563) and slugging percentage (.298) in the American League...
also ranks second in batting average (.199), fifth in on-base percentage
(-265) and tied for eighth in wins (7).

FIVE INNINGS OR MORE, THREE RUNS OR FEWER: Has tossed at least five in-
nings while allowing three runs or fewer in each of his last 16 starts...that is
tied with Dan Haren (April 7-June 26, 2007) for the longest such streak by
an A's pitcher since at least 1908...is 7-1 with a 2.43 ERA (28 er in 103.2 ip)
during the streak.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 6-2 with a 2.58 ERA (19 er in 66.1 ip) and .206 (49-for-
238) opponents batting average in 11 starts at home compared to 3-1 with
a4.62 ERA (32 er in 62.1 ip) and .254 (59-for-232) opponents average in 11
starts on the road...has the lowest home opponents slugging percentage in
the American League (.307), ranks fourth in OPS (.576) and ERA (2.58) and
tied for fifth in wins...is now 10-3 with a 2.91 ERA (41 erin 126.2 ip) and .213
(92-for-432) opponents batting average in 22 career appearances, 21 starts,
in the Coliseum.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Had his six start homerless streak snapped in his last
start and has now allowed one home run in his last seven starts after surren-
dering 15 over his first 15...has yielded five home runs in 235 at bats against
left-handed hitters, 11 in 235 at bats against right-handers...opponents are
hitting .139 (5-for-36) with runners in scoring position and two outs.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 7-1 with a 2.76 ERA (29 er in 94.2 ip) and .212 (73-for-344)
opponents batting average in 15 starts at night compared to 2-2 with a 5.82
ERA (22 erin 34.0ip) and .278 (35-for-126) opponents average in seven starts
during the day...has the lowest night OPS (.576) and slugging percentage
(-311) in the American League and ranks second in the ERA.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 4-1 with a 4.86 ERA (29 erin 53.2 ip) in 10 starts against
American League West competition compared to 5-2 with a 2.64 ERA (22 er
in 75.0 ip) in 12 starts against all other teams...is now 13-14 with a 5.36 ERA
(153 erin 256.2 ip) in 48 career appearances against the AL West, 50-44 with
a3.52 ERA (301 erin 770.0 ip) in 146 games against all other teams.

DAYS REST: |s scheduled to start on four days rest today...is 2-1 with a 4.36
ERA (21 erin 43.1ip) in eight starts on four days rest, 5-0 with a 2.62 ERA (19
erin 65.1ip) in 10 starts on five days rest and 2-2 with a 4.95 ERA (11 er in
20.0 ip) in four starts on six days rest or more.

APRIL AND BEYOND: Went 1-1 with a 7.83 ERA and .333 opponents batting
average in five starts in April but is 7-1 with a 2.42 ERA (26 er in 96.2 ip) and
.204 (69-for-338) opponents average in 15 starts since then...is now 5-9 with
a 5.68 ERA in 25 career appearances in April and 50-35 with a 3.41 ERA (284
erin 749.2 ip) from May through August.

THIS AND THAT: Had eight wins at the All-Star Break, which are his most ever
before the break (had six in 2016 and 2018)...is 14-5 with a 3.67 ERA (74 erin
181.2 ip) in 32 games, including 31 starts, since he was acquired by Oakland
Aug. 6, 2018...the wins are tied for ninth most in the American League over
that span...went 4-0 with a 2.30 ERA and .212 opponents batting average in
five starts in June...it was the third time in his career he won four games in
a month (4-2 in Aug. 2012 and 4-1 in Aug. 2014)...had the lowest opponents
slugging percentage in the American League in June (.283), tied for the lead
in wins, had the fourth lowest OPS (.561) and ranked fifth in ERA.

NO-HITTER: Tossed his second career no-hitter May 7 in Oakland against
Cincinnati to become the 34th pitcher in Major League history with mul-
tiple regular season no-hitters...is the seventh with a no-hitter for multiple

teams...with the acquisition of Homer Bailey on July 12 the A's become the
sixth team in Major League history with two pitchers with multiple no-hitter
on their roster...the last was the 1988 Houston Astros (Bob Forsch and No-
lan Ryan)...was named American League Co-Player of the Week with George
Springer May 13...it was his second career Player of the Week honor with the
first coming Aug. 23, 2015 following his first no-hitter...this no-hitter was
the 13th in Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history.

LAST START: He had his second consecutive no decision in the A’s 4-3, 11-in-
ning win at Houston last Tuesday...allowed a two-run inside-the-park home
run to Gurriel in the second inning but those were the only runs he would al-
low in 7.2 innings...left trailing 2-0 as Miley blanked the A's on three hits over
the first eight innings before Olson hit a three-run home run in the ninth.

Nashville before he was selected on May 2..went 4-5 with a 4.48 ERA in 17 starts with Oakland
in a season that was interrupted by two stints on the disabled list...was out from May 19 to July
7 with a strained left shoulder and Aug. 28 to Sept. 12 with a strained left forearm...walked just
13 batters in 80.1 innings for an average of 1.46 walks per nine innings...that was a career low
and was second lowest in the American League among pitchers with 80 or more innings pitched
(Kluber, CLE 1.46)...struck out just 47 but his 3.62 strikeout-to-walk ratio was a career high...his
starts and innings pitched were his most since 2015 when he made 31 starts and tossed 180.1

compared to .436 against left-handers...surrendered all five of his home runs to righties...yielded

starts with Single-A Rancho Cucamonga and Triple-A Oklahoma City before he was reinstated,
Aug. 14..was placed on the 15-day DL Aug. 23 (retro to Aug. 21) with a blister on his left index
finger...was reinstated Sept. 22 and pitched in two games (one start), going 1-0 with a 4.91 ERA.

struck out 46 in 44.2 innings, marking the first time in his career he finished with more strikeouts
than innings pitched...walked 21 and his average of 4.23 walks per nine innings was the highest
of his career...pitched 3.0 innings in each of his three saves to become the second A’s pitcher since
1992 with three three-inning saves in one season (Doug Jones, 1999)...allowed a .214 batting
average to hitters leading off an inning..made his first career Opening Day start April 1 against
Seattle but was the losing pitcher in the A's 2-0 loss...struck out the side in the first inning to
become the first A's pitcher since at least 1947 to strike out the side in the first inning on Open-
ing Day...struck out a career-high tying 10 batters in 6.0 innings in his second start, a 9-3 win at
Houston April 7...it was his only win of the season...tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks...left the game early with a sprained right ankle...was
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of
relief that night in the A's 10-8, 19-inning win...entered the game in the 13th inning for the first
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts...allowed just one run..was placed on the 15-day
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle...was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture

of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the
DL Aug. 28 and pitched exclusively in relief following his return, logging a 5.74 ERA and .306 op-
ponents batting average in 10 appearances...recorded his first save in his first outing following
his return Aug. 28 at Detroit...pitched the final three innings of the A's 14-4 win, allowing three
runs on five hits in 3.0 innings.

2012—Completed his rehab from “Tommy John” surgery in late August and made six starts be-
fore his regular season ended when he strained his right oblique Sept. 19..went 4-2 with a 2.57
ERA and .225 opponents batting average...allowed just one home run in 35.0 innings...yielded a
.148 average with runners in scoring position...was reinstated from the disabled list Aug. 20 and
started the next day against Minnesota...allowed just one run in 7.0 innings for the win...it was
his first start since June 5, 2011 at Boston...combined with Cook and Balfour on a two-hit shutout
in his second start, a 3-0 win at Cleveland Aug. 27...tossed 7.0 innings and allowed both of the
hits...allowed one run in each of his next two starts to become the first Athletics pitcher since at
least 1918 to begin his season with four consecutive starts of one run or fewer...won each of his
first four starts to become the first Oakland pitcher to start the season by winning at least his
first four starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990...the four-game win-
ning streak matched the longest of his career (third time, last: Sept. 6 to Oct. 2,2010)...had a 0.69
ERA, a.185 opponents batting average and three walks in 26.0 innings over his first four starts...
left his final start Sept. 19 at Detroit after just 2.1 innings with the oblique injury...returned to
start and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland...combined with Cook, Doolittle and
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

2011—Was limited to just 13 starts and was 3-6 with a 4.00 ERA when he underwent “Tommy
John” surgery on his left elbow July 14..went 2-1 with a 1.56 ERA over his first five starts and did
not allow a home run in 34.2 innings...then went 1-5 with a 5.73 ERA over his final eight starts,
yielding eight home runs in 48.2 innings...allowed a .270 opponents batting average, including a
.252 against right-handed hitters and .303 against left-handers...his opponents average dropped
to .221 with runners in scoring position...tied for seventh in the American League with five pick-
offs...opponents were successful in just 5 of 12 (41.7%) stolen base attempts...tossed his second
career complete game in his second start of the season but took the loss in a 2-1 decision at
Minnesota April 8...matched his career high by tossing 9.0 innings May 5 against Cleveland, but
had a no decision in the A’s 4-3, 12-inning loss...allowed a career-high 10 runs on a career-high
11 hits in a 10-3 loss to New York May 31...allowed five runs on nine hits in 5.0 innings in his final
start, a 6-3 loss at Boston June 5..was placed on the disabled list June 7 with left elbow sore-
ness...received a Platelet Rich Plasma injection after he was examined by Dr. James Andrews at
the Andrews Institute in Pensacola, Fla. June 13..was examined again a month later and it was
determined that his injury required surgery...Dr. Andrews performed successful reconstructive
surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in his left elbow, July 14.

2010—Lowered his ERA by more than a run from his rookie campaign of 2009 but two stints
on the disabled list with elbow problems limited him to just 19 starts...was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA
after going 11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season...opponents batted .257, including .225 with
runners in scoring position...tied for eighth in the AL with four pickoffs...did not allow a run in his
first two starts of the season April 8 against Seattle and April 13 at Seattle to become the first
starting pitcher in Oakland history (among pitchers who began the season with the A’s) to start
the season with two consecutive scoreless outings...the last Athletics pitcher to do it was Alex
Kellner of the 1953 Philadelphia A’s, who started the season with back-to-back complete game
shutouts...agreed to terms April 16 on a four-year contract through the 2013 season with club
options for 2014 and 2015...had his season-opening scoreless streak snapped at 14.0 innings in
his third start, an 8-3 loss to Baltimore...that was the third longest season-opening streak by a
starter in Oakland history and the longest since Matt Keough set the record with a 16.0 inning
streak in 1980...was 1-1 with a 2.35 ERA in four starts before going on the 15-day disabled list
April 27 retroactive to April 25 with left elbow inflammation and a proximal medial forearm



strain...was reinstated from the DL May 29..had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before return-
ing to the DL with left elbow inflammation June 4..was reinstated July 30 and went 5-5 with
a 2.98 ERA in 13 starts following his return...finished the season with a career-high tying four-
game winning streak..walked a season-high three batters Sept. 11 against Boston, snapping a
22-start streak dating back to Aug. 19, 2009 where he walked two batters or fewer...that was the
second longest streak by a starting pitcher in Oakland history..went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA in six
starts in September.

2009—Set an Oakland rookie record and led Major League rookies with 150 strikeouts...com-
piled an 11-11 record and 4.06 ERA in 30 starts...tied for third among American League rookies
in games started, ranked fourth in innings pitched (175.1) and tied for fourth in wins...is one of
four 21-year olds in Oakland history to win 10 or more games...went 8-4 with a 2.96 ERA over his
final 17 starts, beginning June 29...was charged with 15 unearned runs, which tied for the most
in the AL...also ranked tied for fifth in grounded into double plays (24), tied for seventh in shut-
outs (1) and pickofTs (4), eighth in walks per nine innings (2.31) and strikeout to walk ratio (3.33),
and 10 in strikeouts per nine innings (7.70)...his season run support of 4.62 was eighth lowest
in the AL...did not have a wild pitch and his 175.1 innings were the most in the majors among

when he yielded four runs on four hits and no walks in 6.0 innings in a 7-6 A's win...at the age of
21years, 108 days, he became the sixth youngest pitcher in Oakland history to record his first ML
win...tossed a complete game two-hit shutout in the A’s 6-0 win at Boston July 6 (2 bb, 9 so)...at
the age of 21 years, 155 days he became the fifth youngest pitcher in Oakland history to toss a
shutout and the youngest since Mike Norris July 4, 1976 against Kansas City...did not allow a run
over his next two starts, including July 19 against Los Angeles when he retired each of the first
20 batters he faced before Bobby Abreu singled with two outs in the seventh inning to break up
the perfect game...became the second rookie in Oakland history to take a perfect game into the
seventh inning (Mike Norris, June 28, 1976)...had a career-high 23.0-inning scoreless streak from
July 6 to 24..was named American League Rookie of the Month for September after going 4-0
with a 2.28 ERA in four starts...struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

2008—Combined for an 11-5 record and a 3.69 ERA in 20 games, 19 starts, with Single-A Stock-
ton and Double-A Midland in his first season in the A's organization...also pitched for the United
States team in the All-Star Futures Game at Yankee Stadium July 13 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb) and for Team
USA in the Summer Olympics in Beijing, China..was 1-0 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2ip,13 h,8r,7 er, 3
bb, 10 so, 2 hr) in two starts during the Olympics...was rated as the A's number one prospect by
Baseball America following the season..was named California League Pitcher of the Week, June
9-15..won both of his starts and allowed just one run in 14.0 innings, while striking out 16...
joined Team USA for the Olympics in August...had a no decision Aug. 16 in a 5-4 win over Canada
(5.2ip,9h,4r,3 er, 450)..then started and won in the Bronze Medal game Aug. 23 against Japan,
an 8-4win (7.0ip, 4 h, 4,4 er, 3 bb, 6 s0).

2007 —Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006..made his
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia..was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star..made one postseason start for Visalia and took
the loss (4.0ip, 3 h, 11,1 er,1bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)...was traded to the A's on December 14 and was
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

Brett F. Anderson was originally signed by Diamondbacks scout Joe Robinson...graduated from
Stillwater (OK) High School...was a Baseball America 1st Team High School All-America selection
in 2006 after going 9-0 with two saves and a 0.37 ERA in 12 games as a senior...struck out 102
and walked just nine in 57 innings...his father, Frank, was the head baseball coach at Oklahoma

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston...was part
of the A's 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area,
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment
center.

SEVEN-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 7-0 with a 2.26 ERA (23 er in 91.2 ip) and
.199 (64-for-322) opponents batting average over his last 14 starts dating
back to his May 7 no-hitter against Cincinnati...the winning streak is a career
high (previous: 6, July 21-Sept. 11, 2018), tied for the third longest active
streak in the American League (Workman, BOS 8) and the longest by an A's
pitcher over the last six years...the last longer streak is nine by Jarrod Parker
from May 28-Sept. 4, 2013...has left with the lead in five of his seven no de-
cisions during the streak only to have the bullpen blow the save...also has
a no decision is the May 19 suspended game at Detroit in which he is the
pitcher of record with the A's leading 5-3 in the bottom of the seventh...went
