ABOUT THE A’S: Won two of three from Milwaukee and have now won four
of the last five games after losing five of the previous six...are 26-12 (.684)
dating back to June 17 and 62-48 (.564) for the season...have the sixth best
record in the American League but the eighth best in the majors...are in sec-
ond place in the AL West for the 29th consecutive day and trail first place
Houston by 8% games, which is the A’s largest deficit in the West since June
19 when they were nine out...are /4 game behind Tampa Bay for the second
Wild Card spot...have spent 37 days in second in the West, one day tied for
second, 44 days in third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days
tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

SINCE MAY 16: The A's are 43-23 (.652) dating
back to May 16, which is tied for the best record
in the majors over that span...have a 3.94 ERA
(264 er in 602.1 ip), which is fifth best...rank
third in the majors in extra base hits (259), fifth
in home runs (117), sixth in slugging (.470) and
seventh in runs (365).

and 10 of the last 13 have been decided by two
runs or fewer...are 7-6 over those 13 games but have been outscored 66-49...
are 18-12 (.600) in one-run games, which is tied for the fourth best record in
the majors...are tied with Houston for the most one-run wins in the Ameri-
can League...have eight walk-off wins, which is tied with the Dodgers for the
most in the majors...have seven walk-off losses, which is second most to the
Mets (9)...are 12-14 in games decided in the last at bat and the losses are
third most in the AL...are 4-7 in extra inning games...the 11 games are tied
for the most in the AL and the losses are tied for second most...are third in
the AL in losses when leading after seven innings (6).

eighth best interleague record in the majors...finished with a winning record
against the NL for the first time since 2015 and the 13th time in 22 seasons
of interleague play...are 224-191 (.540) all-time in interleague play, which is
fourth best in Major League history.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 4.22 ERA (80 er in 170.2 ip) since the All-
Star Break after posting a 4.06 ERA before the break...now have a 4.09 ERA for
the season, which is fifth lowest in the American League...also rank second in
fewest home runs (127), third in opponents slugging percentage (.401) and
OPS (.713), fourth in batting average (.243) and fifth in on-base percentage
(.313)...A's starting pitchers are 1-1 with a 2.84 ERA (10 er in 31.2 ip) over
the last five games after going 0-4 with an 8.69 ERA over the previous six
contests...are 43-29 with a 4.16 ERA (280 er in 605.1 ip) for the season...rank
third in the AL in wins and fifth in ERA.

OFFENSE: The A's are hitting .184 (60-for-321) with 16 doubles, 10 home runs
and 33 runs scored over the last 10 games (3.3 runs per game)...overall, rank
fifth in the American League in home runs (173) and have the third fewest
strikeouts (871)...are tied for the fewest sacrifice hits (2), rank second in hit
by pitches (54) and third in grounded into double plays (94).

THE LONG BALL: Chad Pinder hit his ninth home run of the season on Thurs-
day and Stephen Piscotty, who was reinstated from the injured list today,
also has nine home runs...the A’s already have eight players with 10 or more
home runs, which is one short of the Athletics record of nine (2000 and
2017)...the A's have hit 173 home runs, which is tied for seventh most in the
majors and is 15th most in Oakland history (14th is 175 in 2006, 13th is 176
in 2003, 12th is 186 in 2013).

IN THE PINCH: A's pinch hitters are 5 for their last 12 (.417) with two walks
and three RBI...overall, are tied for the American League lead in doubles (6),
rank second in hits (17), RBI (17), extra base hits (9) and plate appearances
(73) and third in home runs (3) and walks (9).

ON THE BASES: A's opponents have been caught stealing 32 times, which is
tied with Philadelphia for the most in the majors...however, they have stolen
66 bases, which is fourth most...A’s pitchers have 11 pickoffs, which is tied
for fourth...on offense, the A's are 38-for-56 (67.9%) in stolen base attempts...
have the second lowest stolen base percentage in the American League, are
tied for the third fewest stolen bases and tied for the fourth fewest attempts.

HOME AND AWAY: The As are 4-3 on this nine-game homestand against
Texas (2-2), Milwaukee (2-1) and St. Louis (two games)...are 35-23 (.603) at
home compared to 27-25 (.519) on the road...this homestand starts a stretch
where the A's will play 18 of 26 games at home...leave following the game to-
morrow for an eight-game, one-hotel road trip to Chicago-NL (three games),
Chicago-AL (three games) and San Francisco (two games)...it marks the first
time the A's have played consecutive series in Chicago...went 3-4 on the last
road trip to AL Central leading Minnesota (2-2) and AL West leading Houston
(1-2)...are 22-10 over their last 33 road games (includes May 19 suspended
game) after starting the year 5-15 on the road.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 19-8 (.704) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 43-40 (.518) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is second best in the majors to Houston (24-
7)...have not faced a lefty in the previous eight games and 14 of the previ-
ous 15...have 27 games against left-handed starters for the season, which
is third fewest in the American League...are batting .267 with an .815 OPS
against left-handed pitchers compared to .238 with a.742 OPS against right-
handers...have the third best batting average and OPS against lefties in the
AL and the third lowest batting average against righties...have the third
most home runs off lefties (51).

OFF DAYS: The A's had yesterday off, which was their first scheduled Friday
day off since Oct. 3, 1980...it was their second day off over a 15-day stretch
from July 29-Aug. 12...will have another Friday off on Aug. 23.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 15 times this year after
using it at least 23 times in each of the previous four seasons...currently have
five players on the IL (Estrada, Gossett, Laureano, Manaea, Phegley) and two
of those are on rehab assignments (Estrada, Manaea)

A’s IN JULY: The A's went 15-9 (.625) in July, which was the third best record
in the American League and the eighth best July in Oakland history...it was
the second consecutive season the A’s finishing with a winning record in July
(went 17-8 last year)...ranked third in the AL with a 4.09 ERA and .746 OPS...
A's pitchers had the fewest strikeouts (171), the third fewest walks (67) and
are tied for the third most saves (7)...the offense hit 38 home runs, which is
fifth most in July in Oakland history and the most since 2000 (44)...had the
second lowest batting average in the AL (.241).

A’s vs. CARDINALS: The A's lead the season series 2-0 after sweeping a two-
game series in St. Louis, June 25-26...now have a four-game winning streak
against the Cardinals dating back to Aug. 27, 2016...won two of three in each
of the previous two season series but are 8-9 all-time against the Cardinals...
are 3-3 in Oakland and 5-6 in St. Louis...including 5-3 in the new Busch Sta-
dium...the two franchises also met in back-to-back World Series with the A's
winning in seven games in 1930 and the Cardinals winning in seven games
in1931.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman hit his 24th home run of the season Thursday, which
matches his career high from last year and is the most among American
League third baseman...Liam Hendriks has struck out at least one batter in
each of his last 23 games, which is tied for the longest streak by a reliever
in Oakland history (Keith Foulke, June 18-Aug. 16, 2003)...Matt Olson leads
American League first basemen in home runs (22) and is tied for fourth in
RBI (47)...Marcus Semien ranks fifth in the AL in runs (80), seventh in walks
(60), tied for eighth in hits (121) and tied for 10th in doubles (27).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1933 Lefty Grove became the first pitcher since August 2, 1931, a span
of 308 games, to shutout the New York Yankees, winning 7-0...in 1991
Dave Henderson hits three home runs and the A's blast a total of six, but
all are solo shots as the A's lose 8-6 to Minnesota...in 2002 Mark Ellis ties an
Oakland record with two triples in an 8-4 win over Detroit...in 2018 Ramén
Laureano becomes the first player in Athletics history with a walk-off RBI
for his first Major League hit when he singles in the bottom of the 13th
inning of the A's 1-0 win over Detroit.

SEVEN-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 7-0 with a 2.30 ERA (25 er in 97.2 ip) and
.199 (68-for-342) opponents batting average over his last 15 starts dating
back to his May 7 no-hitter against Cincinnati...has left with the lead in six
of his eight no decisions during the streak only to have the bullpen blow the
save...the winning streak is a career high (previous: 6, July 21-Sept. 11, 2018),
the third longest active streak in the American League and the longest by
an As pitcher over the last six years...the last longer streak is nine by Jar-
rod Parker from May 28-Sept. 4, 2013...also has a no decision is the May 19
suspended game at Detroit in which he is the pitcher of record with the A’s
leading 5-3 in the bottom of the seventh...went 2-3 with a 6.81 ERA and .297
opponents batting average over his first eight starts.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks sixth in the American League in winning per-
centage (.750), eighth in opponents slugging percentage (.371), ninth in
OPS (.666), tied for ninth in batting average (.229) and 10th in ERA (3.54)...
also ranks second in fewest strikeouts per nine innings (5.81), fourth in wild
pitches (10), tied for fourth in games started (23), sixth in fewest pitches per
inning (15.4) and tied for ninth in hit batters (7).

LEADERS DATING BACK TO THE NO-HITTER: During his current seven-game
winning streak dating back to May 7, he has the lowest opponents slugging
percentage (.316) in the American League...also ranks second in ERA (2.30)
and OPS (.585), third in batting average (.199) and sixth in on-base percent-
age (.269).

FIVE INNINGS OR MORE, THREE RUNS OR FEWER: Has tossed at least five in-
nings while allowing three runs or fewer in each of his last 17 starts...that
is the longest such streak by an A’s pitcher since at least 1908...the previous
long was 16 by Dan Haren (April 7-June 26, 2007)...is 7-1 with a 2.46 ERA (30
erin 109.2 ip) during the streak.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 6-2 with a 2.61 ERA (21 er in 72.1 ip) and .205 (53-for-
258) opponents batting average in 12 starts at home compared to 3-1 with
a4.62 ERA (32 er in 62.1 ip) and .254 (59-for-232) opponents average in 11
starts on the road...ranks fourth in the American League in home ERA, is tied
for fifth in wins and is sixth in OPS (.604)...is now 10-3 with a 2.92 ERA (43
erin 132.2 ip) and .212 (96-for-452) opponents batting average in 23 career
appearances, 22 starts, in the Coliseum.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 7-1 with a 2.76 ERA (29 er in 94.2 ip) and .212 (73-for-344)
opponents batting average in 15 starts at night compared to 2-2 with a 5.40
ERA (24 erin 40.0 ip) and .267 (39-for-146) opponents average in eight starts
during the day...has the lowest night OPS (.576) and slugging percentage
(-311) in the American League and ranks second in the ERA.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Has made one interleague start this year and it came on
May 7 against Cincinnati when he tossed his second career no-hitter...has al-
lowed one run or fewer in four of his last five interleague starts dating back
to Aug. 23,2017 and is 2-0 with a 2.60 ERA (8 er in 27.2 ip) over that span...
is 6-5 with a 2.85 ERA (36 er in 113.2 ip) and .210 (85-for-405) opponents
batting average in 21 career interleague appearances, including 19 starts.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on five days rest today...is 5-0 with a 2.62
ERA (19 erin 65.1 ip) in 10 starts on five days rest...is 2-1 with a 4.20 ERA (23
erin 49.1ip) in nine starts on four days rest and 2-2 with a 4.95 ERA (11 erin
20.0 ip) in four starts on six days rest or more.

APRIL AND BEYOND: Went 1-1 with a 7.83 ERA and .333 opponents batting
average in five starts in April but is 7-1 with a 2.45 ERA (28 erin 102.2 ip) and
.204 (73-for-358) opponents average in 16 starts since then...is now 5-9 with
a 5.68 ERA in 25 career appearances in April and 50-35 with a 3.41 ERA (286
erin 755.2 ip) from May through August.

THIS AND THAT: Went 1-0 with a 2.14 ERA in five starts in July..ranked sixth
in the American League in July ERA..had eight wins at the All-Star Break,
which are his most ever before the break (had six in 2016 and 2018)...is 14-5
with a 3.64 ERA (76 er in 187.2 ip) in 33 games, including 32 starts, since he
was acquired by Oakland Aug. 6, 2018...went 4-0 with a 2.30 ERA and .212
opponents batting average in five starts in June...opponents are hitting .135
(5-for-37) with runners in scoring position and two outs.

NO-HITTER: Tossed his second career no-hitter May 7 in Oakland against
Cincinnati to become the 34th pitcher in Major League history with mul-
tiple regular season no-hitters...is the seventh with a no-hitter for multiple
teams...with the acquisition of Homer Bailey on July 12 the A's become the
sixth team in Major League history with two pitchers with multiple no-hitter
on their roster...the last was the 1988 Houston Astros (Bob Forsch and No-
lan Ryan)...was named American League Co-Player of the Week with George
Springer May 13...it was his second career Player of the Week honor with the
first coming Aug. 23, 2015 following his first no-hitter...this no-hitter was
the 13th in Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history.

Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

April 27 retroactive to April 25 with left elbow inflammation and a proximal medial forearm



strain...was reinstated from the DL May 29..had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before return-

2007 —Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006..made his
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia..was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star..made one postseason start for Visalia and took
the loss (4.0ip, 3 h, 11,1 er,1bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)...was traded to the A's on December 14 and was
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston...was part
of the A's 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area,
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment
center.
