ABOUT THE A’S: Won yesterday and are 2-2 on this trip through Chicago (1-2
vs. CWC, 1-0 vs. CWS)...have won five of the last seven games and eight of
the last 11...are 16-9 (.640) since the All-Star Break, which is the fourth best
record in the American League, and 30-14 (.682) dating back to June 17...are
66-50 (.569) for the season and the 16 games over .500, tying the season
high of 16 (twice, last: 65-49 on Aug. 6)...have the sixth best record in the AL
but the eighth best in the majors...have been in second place in the AL West
every day dating back to July 2 and trail first place Houston by 10 games...
that is the A's largest deficit in the West since June 18 when they were 10
back...are %2 game behind Tampa Bay for the second Wild Card spot for the
ninth consecutive day..have spent 44 days in second in the West, one day
tied for second, 44 days in third, six days tied for third, 13 days in fourth,
seven days tied for fourth and 17 days in fifth.

BLANK SOX: Oakland starters are 4-0 with a 0.66 ERA (2 ER, 27.1 IP) with
21 strikeouts and a .222 (22-for-99) opponent batting average...each of the
starters (Fiers, Bassitt, Anderson, Fiers) has tossed at least 6.0 innings...over-
all this season, Oakland hurlers have a 1.25 ERA (5 ER, 36.0 IP) with 30 strike-
outs in the four starts.

LEADING MAN: Marcus Semien is hitting .295 (33-for-112) with 29 runs, 9
doubles, 2 triples, 8 home runs, 13 RBI, 20 walks, a .406 on-base percentage,
.625 slugging mark and a 1.031 OPS in 29 games since July 4...his .625 slug-
ging is the 12th-best in the Majors in that span, while his OPS is 10th.

FINDING HOLES IN SOX: Mark Canha has hit safely in each of his last 10
games against the White Sox, hitting .457 (16-for-35) with 10 runs, 2 dou-
bles, 1 triple, 3 home runs, 7 RBI, 10 walks, a .565 on-base percentage, .928
slugging mark and a 1.394 OPS...in those 10 games, Canha has reached base
26 times via hit or walk...since 2018, only Mike Trout (.600) has a higher aver-
age against Chicago (minimum 25 plate appearances) than Canha.

SUDDENLY SORIA: Joakim Soria has a 2.45 ERA (6 ER, 22.0 IP) with 28 strike-
outs and a .175 (14-for-80) opponent batting average in his ast 25 appear-
ances since June 15...in his first 30 games of the season, he had a 5.68 ERA
(20 ER, 31.2 IP) with 30 strikeouts and a .237 (28-for-118) opponent batting
average.

LUCKY NUMBER 700: Yesterday’s win was the 700th of Bob Melvin’s mana-
gerial career with the A’s..he’s just the 53rd manager in MLB history to win
700+ games with a single club...he is eight wins shy of 1,200 for his manage-
rial career with Seattle (156), Arizona (337) and Oakland (700).

SINCE MAY 16: The A's are 47-25 (.653) dating back to May 16, which is tied
for the third best record in the majors over that span...nhave a 3.98 ERA (289
er in 654.1 ip), which is fifth best...the offense is tied for 5th in home runs
(127), 6th extra base hits (278), fifth in runs (401) & sixth in slugging (.469).

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: The A's are 16-4 (.800) against American League Cen-
tral teams and have outscored them 126-65 (+61)...are batting .276 (204-for-
738) with 126 runs (6.00 per game) and 38 home runs in 21 games (includes
May 19 suspended game)...the pitching staff has a 2.93 ERA (62 er in 190.2
ip) and .234 (164-for-701) opponents batting average...are now 68-23 (.747)
against the Central dating back to Aug. 23, 2016.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 4.86 ERA (96 er in 177.2 ip) over their last
20 games dating back to July 18 and have allowed 30 home runs over that
span...have allowed 137 home runs for the season, which is second fewest
in the American League (Tampa Bay, 131)...also rank third in opponents slug-
ging percentage (.403), fourth in batting average (.244) and OPS (.715) and
fourth in ERA (4.10) and fourth in on-base percentage (.312).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed three runs or fewer
in 10 of the last 11 games..starters are 5-2 with a 3.04 ERA (23 er in 68.0
ip) over the last 11 games...are 47-30 with a 4.11 ERA (293 er in 641.0 ip) for
the season...rank third in the AL in wins and fifth in ERA...Mike Fiers (11) and
Brett Anderson (10) have 10+ wins each, marking the first time the A's have
two 10-game winners since 2014 (Kazmir and Gray).

OFFENSE: The A's are hitting .211 (109-for-516) with a .378 slugging percent-
age (24 doubles, 1 triple, 20 home runs) and an average of 4.3 runs per game
(69 runs) over the last 16 games after batting .262 with a .493 slugging per-
centage and 5.8 runs per game over the previous 57 contests...overall, rank

tied for fifth in the American League in home runs (183) and have the third
fewest strikeouts (925)...are T1st in hit by pitches (60), rank second in fewest
sacrifice hits (3) and third in grounded into double plays (98).

THE LONG BALL: The A's have set a franchise record for most players with 10
or more home runs with 10...are one of four teams with 10 or more play-
ers with 10 or more home runs (Twins and Blue Jays 11, Yankees 10)..have
three players with 20 or more home runs and three more with 17 or more...
the franchise record for most players with 20 or more home runs is five (six
times, last in 2018)...the A's have hit 183 home runs, which is T8th most in
the majors and 13th most in Oakland history (12th is 186 in 2013).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-2 on this eight-game, one-hotel road trip to
Chicago-NL (1-2), Chicago-AL (1-0) and San Francisco (two games)...it marks
the first time the A's have played consecutive series in Chicago...went 3-4 on
the last road trip to AL Central leading Minnesota (2-2) and AL West lead-
ing Houston (1-2)...are 24-12 over their last 37 road games (includes May 19
suspended game) after starting the year 5-15 on the road...went 6-3 on the
last homestand against Texas (2-2), Milwaukee (2-1) and St. Louis (2-0)...are
37-23(.617) at home compared to 29-27 (.509) on the road.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 18-13 (.581) in one-run games, which is the third
best record in the American League...are tied with Texas for the second-most
one-run wins and are T3rd in one-run games (31)...55 of the A's 116 finished
games have been decided by two runs or fewer, which are the most in the
AL...rank second in the majors in walk-off wins (8) and tied for second in walk-
off losses (7)...are third in the AL in losses when leading after seven innings
(6) and tied for third in extra inning losses (7) and last at bat losses (14).

THIS AND THAT: The A's had Thursday off, which was their third of four days
off over a 15-day stretch from July 29-Aug. 12...are 13-6 (.684) following a
day off, which is the second best record in the American League...rank fourth
in the AL with a .986 fielding percentage...currently have five players on the
injured list (Estrada, Gossett, Laureano, Manaea, Phegley)..have used the IL
15 times this year after using it at least 23 times in each of the previous four
seasons...nave used just 42 players, which is the fewest in the AL...employed
atleast 50 players in each of the previous four seasons...are 2-25 when going
homerless, which matches Seattle for the fewest wins without homering in
the majors...the A's went 15-9 (.625) in July, which was the third best record
in the AL and the eighth best July in Oakland history.

A’s vs. WHITE SOX: The A's lead the season series 4-0 after sweeping a three-
game series in Oakland July 12-14...have won each of the previous two sea-
son series and are 14-3 against the White Sox over the last three years...have
won six of the last eight games in Chicago and have an eight-game win-
ning streak in Oakland, which is the second longest Coliseum winning streak
against Chicago in Oakland history (10, May 18, 2001-May 6, 2003)...since
moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 316-289 against the White Sox...that
breaks down to 167-138 in Oakland and 149-151 in Chicago...including 67-
63 at Guaranteed Rate Field...all-time, the A's are 993-1044 against Chicago.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman has a career-high tying 25 home runs, which are the most
among American League third basemen...Liam Hendriks has struck out at
least one batter in each of his last 24 games, which is the longest streak
by an A’s reliever since at least 1908...Matt Olson leads AL first basemen in
home runs (22)...Marcus Semien has started each of the A’s last 198 games,
which is the second longest consecutive games started streak in Oakland
history...ranks fifth in the AL in runs (86), seventh in hits (130) and walks
(64), tied for eighth in doubles (30) and 11th in extra base hits (53).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1972, in a game completed the next day, the A's defeat the Chicago
White Sox 5-3 in 19 innings...the game was suspended after 17 innings
and ended the next day when Joe Rudi hit a two-run homer in the bottom
of the 19th...in 1976 Joe Rudi singles for his 1000th career hit in the A's 2-1
victory over Milwaukee...in 1985 Dave Kingman hits his 400* career home
run in the A's 11-5 win at Seattle...in 2009 Mark Ellis is a perfect 5 for 5 and
drives in four runs in the A's 9-1 win at Baltimore.

FOR STARTERS: Was acquired from Cincinnati on July 31 with cash consider-
ations for minor league outfielder Jameson Hannah and picked up the win
in his first start with the A’s last Sunday against St. Louis, allowing a run in
5.0 innings...went 6-7 with a 4.24 ERA and .273 opponents batting average
in 21 starts with the Reds and is 7-7 with a 4.14 ERA (53 er in 115.1 ip) in 22
starts overall.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .229 (55-for-240) opponents batting
average against right-handed hitters compared to .316 (68-for-215) against
left-handers...has surrendered 10 of his 15 home runs and issued 24 of his
40 walks to lefties...has a .617 OPS against righties, .937 against lefties...10
of the 15 home runs he has allowed have been solo shots...has allowed 13
home runs in 59.0 innings over his last 11 starts after yielding two in 56.1 in-
nings over his first 11 starts...has allowed a .434 (23-for-53) average against
the opponents number four hitter.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 5-1 with a 4.06 ERA (23 er in 51.0 ip) in 10 starts on
the road compared to 2-6 with a 4.20 ERA (30 er in 64.1 ip) in 12 starts in his
home ballparks, which includes one start at Monterrey Stadium in Mexico...
is tied for fifth in the majors in losses at home.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on five days rest...is 6-2 with a 3.28 ERA (21
erin 57.2 ip) in 11 starts on four days rest compared to 1-5 with a 4.99 ERA
(32 erin57.21ip) in 11 starts on five days rest or more.

BEFORE AND AFTER THE BREAK: Was 5-6 with a 3.51 ERA and .249 opponents
batting average in 17 starts before the All-Star Break...is 2-1 with five starts
since then but has a 6.65 ERA (17 er in 23.0 ip) and .347 (34-for-98) oppo-
nents average.

THIS AND THAT: Does not have a wild pitch and his 115.1 innings pitched are
T3rd most in the majors among pitchers with no wild pitches...has a streak
35 consecutive starts without a wild pitch dating back to his last one on July
3, 2018 against Boston...is tied for fifth in the majors in hit batters (10)...is
averaging 18.4 pitches per inning, which is the highest mark in the majors
(Lopez, CWS 17.6)...has 114 strikeouts in 115.1 innings and his average of
8.90 strikeouts per nine innings is currently the highest mark of his career
(8.24in 2017).

2019 HIGHLIGHTS: Allowed three runs in each of his first two starts (5.79
ERA) but then went 3-1 with a 2.53 ERA and .231 opponents batting aver-
age over his next six starts from April 13 to May 9...left with a 4-3 lead in
his second start on April 6 at Pittsburgh only to have the bullpen blow the
save...it was the first of two times the pen blew a save in one of his starts
(July 18 vs. St. Louis)...started the Reds April 13 home game against St. Louis
in Monterrey, Mexico, and had a no decision in a 5-2 win...allowed one run in
5.1 innings but left trailing 1-0...walked a season-high four batters in 3.2 in-
nings April 29 at New York (NL)...matched that in 3.1 innings July 30 against
Pittsburgh...went 1-5 with a 4.09 ERA over a six-start stretch from May 14 to
June 15...struck out a season-high nine batters in 5.0 scoreless innings May
26 at Chicago (NL)..went 3-2 with a 2.28 ERA in five starts in May and did not
allow a home run in 27.2 innings...it was his lowest single-month ERA since
compiling a mark of 2.03 in April of 2016...drove in both of the Reds runs in
a 5-2 loss to Washington on June 1..had a suicide squeeze in the second in-
ning and then hit his first career home run in the fourth, a solo shot off Eric
Fedde...went over the 1,000 career innings pitched plateau June 8 at Phila-
delphia...tossed a season-high 7.0 innings and a season-high 116 pitches
June 15 against Texas but took the loss, allowing four runs, two earned...
yielded one run in back-to-back starts on June 20 at Milwaukee and June
26 at Los Angeles (AL)...then went 1-1 with a 7.30 ERA and .346 opponents
batting average in five starts in the month of July...surrendered seven home
runs in 24.2 innings...allowed a season-high seven runs on a career-high 13
hits but had a no decision in the Reds 17-9 win at Colorado July 13...it was his
200th career appearance...was the losing pitcher in his final start with the
Reds, an 11-4 loss to Pittsburgh on July 30...allowed five runs on six hits and
four walks in a season-low 3.1 innings.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in his A's debut, a 4-2 win over St.
Louis last Sunday in Oakland...blanked the Cardinals on one hit, two walks
and a hit batter over the first three innings before allowing a leadoff home
run to Delong in the fourth...the A's came back with two in the bottom of the
fourth and he was relieved by Petit to start the sixth with Oakland leading
2-1.
