THE LONG BALL: Marcus Semien hit his 20th home run of the season last
night and he is one of four Athletics with 20 or more home runs...Mark
Canha hit his 18th home run and Khris Davis has 17 and the Athletics record
for most players with 20 or more home runs is five (six times, last in 2018)...
the A's are one of eight teams with four players with at least 20 home runs
this year...have already set a franchise record for most players with 10 or
more home runs (10) and are one of four teams with 10 or more players
with 10 or more home runs (Blue Jays, Twins and Yankees 11)...now have 195
home runs, which is sixth most in the majors but tied for 10th in Athletics
history (9th is 197 in 1997, tied for 7th is 199 in 1987 and 2001).

CLOSE CALLS: The A's had their ninth walk-off win of the season last night,
which is second most in the majors to the Dodgers (10)...however, have sev-
en walk-off losses, which is tied for third in the majors...are 14-14 in games
decided in the last at bat and the 28 games are the most in the American
League..last night was the A's 12th extra inning game, which is tied for the
most in the AL...are 5-7 in extra frames and the losses are tied for third most
in the AL...improved to 20-15 (.571) in one-run games with the win...lead the
AL in one-run wins, have the second best record (Minnesota, 17-11, .607)
and are third in games...60 of the A's 122 finished games (49.2%) have been
decided by two runs or fewer, which are the most games in the AL and tied
for third most in the majors...are tied for third in the AL in losses when lead-
ing after seven innings (6).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-0 on this nine-game homestand against
Houston (2-0), New York-AL (three games) and San Francisco (two games)
tonight and now have a five-game home winning streak...that is one short of
the season-high of six (July 4-17)...went 6-3 on the last homestand have won
14 of the last 17 home games...are 39-23 (.629) overall, which is the third
best home record in the American League...are 31-29 (.517) on the road...
went 4-4 on the last road trip to Chicago-NL (1-2), Chicago-AL (2-1) and San
Francisco (1-0)...are 26-14 over their last 41 road games (includes May 19
suspended game) after starting the year 5-15 on the road

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 3.97 ERA (123 er in 278.2 ip) since the
All-Star Break, which ranks third in the American League...have a 4.04 ERA
overall, which is fourth lowest...also rank second in opponents slugging per-
centage (.711) and fewest home runs (144), third in OPS (.711), tied for third
in shutouts (8) and fourth in batting average (.242) and on-base percentage
(.310).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed three runs or fewer in
15 of the last 17 games and are 7-4 with a 2.92 ERA (34 er in 104.2 ip) over
that span...nave walked two or fewer in 14 of those contests (23 bb in 104.2
ip, 1.97 per nine innings)...starters are now 49-32 with a 4.03 ERA (304 er in
678.1 ip) for the season...rank third in the AL in wins and fifth in ERA...the A's
have two 10-game winners (Fiers and Anderson) for the first time since 2014
(Kazmir and Gray).

OFFENSE: The A's struck out 19 times last night, which matched the second
highest single game total in Oakland history...it was the most since May
30, 2017 against Cleveland when they fanned 19 times in a nine inning
game...have struck out 997 times for the season, which is fifth fewest in the
American League...also rank second in hit by pitches (63) and fewest sacri-
fice hits (4) and third in most grounded into double plays (105)...are hitting
.222 (162-for-731) with a .402 slugging percentage (32 doubles, 2 triples, 32
home runs) and an average of 4.3 runs per game (94 runs) over the last 22
games after batting .262 with a .493 slugging percentage and 5.8 runs per
game over the previous 57 contests...are 13-9 over the last 22 games after
going 38-18 over the previous 57 (includes May 19 suspended game).

IN THE PINCH: A's pinch hitters are 9 for their last 22 (.409) with four walks,
two home runs and eight RBI and are batting .296 (21-for-71) for the sea-
son...lead the American League in RBI (22), are tied for the lead in home runs
(5) and plate appearances (85), rank second in hits (21), doubles (6) and extra
base hits (11) and fourth in walks (11)...the five pinch homers are tied for
third most in Oakland history (8 in 1970, 6 in 2013) and the 11 extra base
hits are tied for fourth (13 in 1968, 12 in 1972 and 1978).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The As made two errors last night after committing
just two over their previous seven games...have 64 for the season and are
on pace for 84, which would match the Athletics record for fewest errors in
a non-strike season (2006)...the errors have led to 26 unearned runs, which
is the fewest in the majors...the fewest in Athletics history in a non-strike
season is 42 in 1991...rank third in the American League with a .986 field-
ing percentage...have the third fewest double plays (86)...A's opponents have
been caught stealing 33 times, which is second most in the majors to the
Phillies (35).

AGAINST THE WEST: The A's are 29-26 (.527) against American League West
competition compared to 41-26 (.612) against all other teams...the mark
against the West is second best within the division as Houston is 38-14 and
everyone else is at least five games under .500...have a 4.64 ERA (257 er in
499.0 ip) in division games, a 3.56 ERA in all other contests...last year, the
A's went 38-38 (.500) against the West, 59-27 (.686) against everyone else.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 21-10 (.677) in games in which the opponent
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 49-42 (.538) against right-hand-
ers..the mark against lefties is second best in the majors to Houston (25-8)
but the 31 games are third fewest in the American League...are batting .268
with an .820 OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to .238 with a .744
OPS against right-handers.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have placed 15 players on the injured list after us-
ing it at least 23 teams in each of the previous four seasons...over the last
14 years, the only time the A's used the IL fewer than 15 times was in 2013
(13)...currently have four players on the IL (Estrada, Gossett, Laureano and
Manaea)...the last time Oakland had fewer than four players on the IL was
on Aug. 23, 2015 when they had three.

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A's have won three of their last four games against Hous-
ton but are 4-9 (.308) for the season...all four of the wins have been by one
run...have a 66-43 (.606) record against all other teams...nave been outscored
68-37 (-31) compared to a run differential of +126 against everyone else...are
batting .191 (85-for-444) and have a 5.03 ERA (68 er in 121.2 ip)..are 3-4 in
Oakland and 1-5 in Houston...have lost each of the previous four season se-
ries against the Astros after winning each of the first four...are 33-56 (.384)
against Houston over the last five years...are 64-69 all-time, including 34-33
in Oakland and 30-36 in Houston.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman has 29 home runs and needs one more to join Sal Bando
and Eric Chavez as the only players in Athletics history to hit 30 home
runs as a third baseman...is tied for sixth in the American League in home
runs...Liam Hendriks has 14 saves, a 1.57 ERA (4 er in 23.0 ip), 40 strikeouts
and two walks (both intentional) in 22 games since taking over as the A’s
closer when Treinen went on the ILJune 21..Matt Olson has 25 home runs,
which are the most among AL first basemen and fifth most in the majors
despite missing 34 games on the IL...Marcus Semien hit his 20th home run
of the season last night, marking the second time he has reached the 20
plateau..joins Miguel Tejada (five times) and Eddie Joost (twice) as the
only shortstops in Athletics history with multiple 20-homer seasons.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1934 Ed Coleman hits three consecutive home runs in the first game of
a doubleheader against Chicago, a 9-8, 10 inning A's win...in 1980 Brian
Kingman tosses the A's Oakland record ninth consecutive complete game
in the A’s 4-3 loss at Seattle...in 1987 Reggie Jackson hits the 563rd and
final home run of his career against his teammates from the previous sea-
son, the California Angels...he homers off Mike Witt, but the A's would go
on to lose, 6-4...in 1990 Bob Welch wins his 20th game of the season en
route to a club record 27 wins and the AL Cy Young...the 27 wins are the
most by an American League pitcher since Denny McClain’s 31 in 1968.

232) opponents batting average in 10 starts during the day compared to 2-3
with a 4.53 ERA (25 er in 49.2 ip) and .249 (47-for-189) opponents average
in 10 starts at night...is tied for third in the American League in wins in day
games..was 0-8 in 15 career day games entering the season.

Then went 2-1 with a 2.87 ERA and .161 opponents batting average in six starts in May...
had the second lowest opponents batting average in the American League in May (Verlander,
HOU .124).

Tossed his second career no-hitter in the A's 2-0 win on May 7 in Oakland against Cincinnati
(also Aug. 21, 2015 vs. Los Angeles-NL)...walked two and struck out six...tossed a season-high
131 pitches, which were the most by an A’s pitcher since Mark Mulder had 132 in a three-hit
shutout against Toronto on May 2, 2001...retired the first 11 before Winker reached base on
an error with two outs in the fourth...set down the next seven before walking Suarez to start
the seventh...Suarez was erased on a double play, Puig walked and Fiers then retired the final
seven batters to complete the no-hitter.

Became the 34th pitcher in Major League history with multiple regular season no-hitters...
is the seventh with a no-hitter for multiple teams (Ted Breitenstein, Jim Bunning, Randy
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Johnson, Hideo Nomo, Nolan Ryan, Cy Young)...was named American League Co-Player of the
Week with George Springer May 13...it was his second career Player of the Week honor with
the first coming Aug. 23, 2015 following his first no-hitter...this no-hitter was the 13th in
Athletics history, including the eighth in Oakland history...it was the first since Sean Manaea
last year on April 21...his other no-hitter also came in interleague play on Aug. 21, 2015 for
Houston against Los Angeles (NL) and he has each of the last two out of six total interleague
no-hitters...tossed 131 pitches, which were the most in a no-hitter since he threw 134 in
his against the Dodgers...now has two career complete games, both no-hitters...according to
Stats, Inc., he is the first pitcher in ML history to have each of his first two career complete
games be no-hitters...also according to Stats, his 6.81 ERA entering the game was the highest
by any pitcher entering a start in which he threw a no-hitter (min. 25.0 ip).

Had his hitless streak and scoreless streak broken up by the first batter in his next start May
13 at Seattle as Haniger homered to lead off the bottom of the first...however, that was the
only run he would allow in five innings of work and he would yield just one more hit...left
with a 2-1 lead and Oakland built a 4-1 lead before Trivino allowed three runs in the eighth
for the blown save...it was the first of seven times he left a game with the lead only to have
the bullpen blow the save (May 31, June 22, July 3, July 18, July 28 and Aug. 15).

Was the starting pitcher in the A's game at Detroit on May 19, which was suspended in the
bottom of the seventh inning with the A’s leading 5-3...is the pitcher of record.
