ABOUT THE A’S: Scored a season-high 19 runs on a season-high 22 hits last 
night to snap a two-game losing streak…have now won eight of the last 11 
games…are 25-14 (.641) since the All-Star Break, which is third best in the 
American League and fifth best in the majors…are 75-55 (.577) overall, which 
is fifth best in the AL and seventh best in the majors…the 20 games over 
.500 are one short of the season high of 21 (74-53 on Aug. 22)…are tied with 
Tampa Bay for the second AL Wild Card Spot and are ½-game behind Cleve-
land for the first spot…have been in second place in the AL West every day 
dating back to July 2 and trail first place Houston by nine games…have spent 
61 days in second in the West, one day tied for second, 44 days in third, six 
days tied for third, 13 days in fourth, seven days tied for fourth and 17 days 
in fifth.

MARGIN OF VICTORY: The A’s defeated Kansas City last night 19-4 and the 
15 run margin of victory was Oakland’s largest since a 21-3 win over Los An-
geles (AL) last year on Sept. 20…it was the A’s fourth win by 13 or more runs 
this year, which are the most such wins in one season in Athletics history…it 
matches the most by an American League team over the last 80 years (2008 
DET, 2006 CLE, 1993 DET)…the A’s now have a run differential of +113 for the 
season, which is fourth best in the AL and fifth best in the majors.

IN AUGUST: The A’s have clinched a winning record in August for the second 
consecutive season as they are 14-7 (.667) with five games remaining…have 
the third best record in the American League and are tied for the fourth best 
record in the majors…this is the A’s fourth consecutive month with a winning 
record…have issued the fewest walks in the AL (81), rank third in opponents 
on-base percentage (.303) and OPS (.718), fourth in slugging (.415), tied for 
fourth in saves (7) and fifth in ERA (3.86)…the offense ranks second in on-
base percentage (.350) and fifth in runs (120), OPS (.834) and batting (.268).

THE MIDDLE OF JUNE: The A’s were 36-36 (.500) 
at the conclusion of play on June 16 but have 
gone 39-19 (.672) since then, which is the third 
best record in the majors…last year, the A’s 
were 34-36 (.486) through June 15 but then 
went 63-29 (.685) from June 16 through the 
end of the season, which was the best record 
in the majors.

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: The A’s are 18-5 (.783) 
against American League Central teams and have outscored them 149-72 
(+77)…are batting .284 (243-for-856) with 149 runs (6.21 per game) and 43 
home runs in 24 games (includes May 19 suspended game)…the pitching 
staff has a 2.82 ERA (68 er in 216.2 ip) and .234 (187-for-798) opponents bat-
ting average…are now 70-24 (.745) against the Central dating back to Aug. 
23, 2016.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 22-11 (.667) in games in which the opponent 
starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 53-44 (.542) against right-hand-
ers…the mark against lefties is second best in the American League to Hous-
ton (28-9) but the 33 games are third fewest…are batting .266 with an .818 
OPS against left-handed pitchers compared to .243 with a .756 OPS against 
right-handers…rank fourth in the AL in OPS off lefties and fifth in batting 
average but have the fifth lowest batting average against righties…the OPS 
against lefties is currently the best mark in Oakland history (.816 in 1994).

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have hit 208 home runs, which is tied for seventh in 
the majors but is sixth most in Athletics history (5th is 227 in 2018)…have 
set a franchise record for most players with 10 or more home runs (10) and 
have tied the mark for most players with 20 or more home runs (5)…are one 
of two teams with at least five players with 20 or more home runs (Twins, 6) 
and one of four with at least 10 players with 10 or more home runs (Twins, 
Yankees and Blue Jays 11)…have two games this year where all nine play-
ers in the starting lineup had at least 10 home runs (Aug. 21 and 24) and 
seven in Athletics history (the other five were in 2000)…have just four wins 
when going homerless, which is second fewest in the majors (Seattle, 2)…
the Athletics record for fewest wins in a season when going homerless is six 
in 2017…have hit back-to-back home runs 11 times, which is tied for second 
most in Oakland history (13 in 2000).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 6-1 with a 3.74 ERA (27 er in 
65.0 ip) over the last 11 games and 12-5 with a 3.23 ERA (54 er in 150.2 
ip) over the last 25 contests…are 54-33 with a 4.03 ERA overall…are tied for 

second in the American League in wins and rank fourth in ERA and innings 
pitched (724.1).  

RANKINGS: The A’s pitching staff ranks second in the American League in 
fewest home runs (156), third in opponents slugging percentage (.404) and 
OPS (.715), tied for third in shutouts (8) and fourth in ERA (4.06), batting 
average (.245), on-base percentage (.311)…the offense ranks second in hit by 
pitches (67), third in fewest strikeouts (1054), fewest stolen bases (39) and 
most grounded into double plays (114) and fifth in runs (674), home runs 
(208), extra base hits (457) and slugging percentage (.448)…the defense has 
the third fewest errors (69) and are tied for the third fewest double plays 
(93)…the errors have led to 27 unearned runs, which is six fewer than any 
other team…opponents have been caught stealing 34 times, which is the 
most in the AL.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-0 on this seven-game road trip to Kansas City 
(1-0) and New York-AL (three games)…went 4-4 on the last road trip to Chi-
cago-NL (1-2), Chicago-AL (2-1) and San Francisco (1-1)…are 27-14 over their 
last 42 road games (includes May 19 suspended game) after starting the 
year 5-15 on the road…are 32-29 (.525) on the road compared to 43-26 (.623) 
at home…have clinched a winning record at home for the third consecutive 
season…went 6-3 on the last homestand against Houston (3-1), New York-
AL (3-0) and San Francisco (0-2) and are 25-10 (.714) over the last 35 home 
games after starting the year 18-16 (.556).

THIS AND THAT: The A’s did not score in the first inning last night but then 
scored at least one run in each of the next eight innings…according to the 
Elias Sports Bureau, that is the first time the A’s have scored in eight straight 
innings in a game in franchise history (1901-present)…have a 15-5 (.750) re-
cord on Tuesday, which is the best mark in the majors…A’s pinch hitters lead 
the American League in RBI (22), are tied for the lead in home runs (5) and 
rank second in hits (21), doubles (6), extra base hits (11) and plate appear-
ances (90)…the A’s lead the AL and are tied for sixth in the majors with 63 
games decided by two runs or fewer…rank second in the majors in walk-off 
wins (9) but are tied for third in the AL in walk-off losses (7)…are third in the 
AL in most losses when leading after seven innings (7)

A’s vs. ROYALS: The A’s won the first meeting of 2019 last night after winning 
the season series last year, 5-2…won three of four in Oakland and two of 
three in Kansas City…have won 15 of the last 20 games against the Royals 
and have outscored Kansas City 138-61 over that span (6.9 runs per game to 
3.1 runs)…have won nine of the last 12 in Kansas City…all-time, the A’s are 
323-265 (.549) against the Royals…the only American League team the A’s 
have a better record against is Tampa Bay (.589)…are 175-118 in Oakland 
and 148-147 in Kansas City.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Mark Canha extended his hitting streak to 10 games last night, which is 
one short of his career high of 11…is 19-for-42 (.452) with five home runs, 
11 RBI and seven multiple hit games during the streak…Matt Chapman 
hit his 30th home run of the season last night to join Sal Bando and Eric 
Chavez as the only players in Athletics history to hit 30 home runs as a 
third baseman…became the first Athletic with 30 doubles and 30 hom-
ers in a season since 2002 (Chavez and Tejada)…Khris Davis hit his 152nd 
home run as an Athletic last night, which is one short of tying Dwayne 
Murphy for ninth most in Oakland history…needs one more home run to 
become the first Athletic with four straight 20-homer seasons since Eric 
Chavez had seven straight from 2000-06…Liam Hendriks has 15 saves, a 
1.35 ERA (4 er in 26.2 ip), 46 strikeouts and two walks (both intentional) 
in 25 games since taking over as the A’s closer when Treinen went on the 
IL June 21…Marcus Semien had a career-high seven RBI last night, which 
are the most by an A’s leadoff hitter since RBI became an official statistic 
in 1920.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1948 Hank Majeski has six doubles in a doubleheader against St. Louis 
as the A’s win 6-0 and 9-1…in 1982 Rickey Henderson steals four bases 
against the Milwaukee Brewers, breaking Lou Brock’s major league single 
season record of 118…he would finish the season with 130 steals…in 2010 
Brett Anderson allowed four runs in 2.0 innings, ending an Athletics record 
tying streak of 18 games with six or more innings and three earned runs or 
fewer by A’s starting pitchers.

10-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 10-0 
with a 2.44 ERA (33 er in 121.2 ip) 
and .206 (89-for-431) opponents 
batting average over his last 19 
starts dating back to his May 7 no-
hitter against Cincinnati…the win-
ning streak is a career-high (previ-
ous: 6, July 21-Sept. 11, 2018) and 
one of eight winning streaks of 10 or 
more games in Oakland history…it is 
tied for the second longest streak in 
the majors this year (11, Cole, May 27-present)…according to the Elias Sports 
Bureau, his streak of 19 consecutive starts without a loss is tied with Jar-
rod Parker (2013) for second longest in Athletics history…the longest is a 
21-start streak by Lefty Grove in 1931…has left with the lead in seven of the 
nine no decisions during the streak only to have the bullpen blow the save…
is the pitcher of record in the May 19 suspended game at Detroit with the A’s 
leading 5-3 in the bottom of the seventh…went 2-3 with a 6.81 ERA and .297 
opponents batting average over his first eight starts.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks second in the American League in winning per-
centage (.800), fifth in opponents slugging percentage (.375), sixth in OPS 
(.669) and eighth in ERA (3.46), batting average (.230) and on-base percent-
age (.294)…also ranks third in fewest strikeouts per nine innings (6.01), tied 
for third in games started (27), fourth in fewest pitches per inning (15.3), 
tied for fourth in wild pitches (10), tied for fifth in stolen bases allowed (12) 
and tied for eighth in hit batters (9).

LEADERS DATING BACK TO THE NO-HITTER: Has a 2.44 ERA during his current 
10-game winning streak dating back to May 7, which is second lowest in the 
American League over that span (Cole, HOU 2.13)…has the lowest opponents 
slugging percentage (.332), ranks fourth in OPS (.605) and batting (.206) and 
tied for sixth in wins (10).

12-GAME WINNER: Picked up his 12th win of the season in his last start, 
which matches his career high from last year…is the first A’s right-hander 
to reach double digits in wins since 2016 (Graveman, 10) and the 12 wins 
match Manaea’s team-leading total from a year ago.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 9-1 with a 2.98 ERA (37 er in 111.2 ip) in 18 starts at night 
compared to 3-2 with a 4.60 ERA (24 er in 47.0 ip) in nine starts during the 
day…has the third lowest night ERA in the American League, the fourth low-
est opponents OPS (.613) and is tied for sixth in wins…is 14-2 with a 3.14 ERA 
(56 er in 160.2 ip) in 27 career appearances at night with the A’s.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on five days rest today…is 8-0 with a 2.72 
ERA (27 er in 89.1 ip) in 14 starts on five days rest this year and 11-0 with 
a 2.75 ERA (36 er in 118.0 ip) in 19 starts on five days rest in his Athletics 
career…is 2-1 with a 4.20 ERA (23 er in 49.1 ip) in nine starts on four days rest 
this year and 2-2 with a 4.95 ERA (11 er in 20.0 ip) in four starts on six days 
rest or more.

BEFORE AND AFTER THE BREAK: Is 4-0 with a 2.61 ERA (15 er in 51.2 ip) in 
eight starts since the All-Star Break after going 8-3 with a 3.87 ERA in 19 
starts before the break…ranks seventh in the American League in ERA since 
the break…his eight wins at the break are his most ever before the break (had 
six in 2016 and 2018).

BY MONTH: Is 3-0 with a 3.00 ERA (8 er in 24.0 ip) in four starts in August…
has won four games in a month three times in his career (4-2 in Aug. 2012, 
4-1 in Aug. 2014, 4-0 in June 2019)…is now 19-9 with a 3.76 ERA (93 er in 
222.1 ip) in 38 career appearances in August and the wins are his most for 
any month of the season…went 1-1 with a 7.83 ERA and .333 opponents bat-
ting average in five starts in April but is 10-1 with a 2.56 ERA (36 er in 126.2 
ip) and .210 (94-for-447) opponents average in 20 starts since then…is now 
5-9 with a 5.68 ERA in 25 career appearances in April and 53-35 with a 3.39 
ERA (294 er in 779.2 ip) from May through August.

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: Is 2-0 with a 1.91 ERA (7 er in 33.0 ip) in five starts 
against American League Central teams this year and 3-0 with a 1.81 ERA (9 
er in 44.2 ip) in seven career starts against the Central in an A’s uniform…is 
16-6 with a 2.99 ERA (80 er in 241.0 ip) in five starts in his career.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 8-2 with a 2.92 ERA (29 er in 89.1 ip) in 15 starts at 
home compared to 4-1 with a 4.15 ERA (32 er in 69.1 ip) in 12 starts on the 
road…is tied for third in the American League in home wins and ranks sixth 
in ERA…is now 12-3 with a 3.07 ERA (51 er in 149.2 ip) and .220 (119-for-
541) opponents batting average in 26 career appearances, 25 starts, in the 
Coliseum.

WITH THE A’s: Is 17-5 with a 3.57 ERA (84 er in 211.2 ip) in 37 games, includ-
ing 36 starts, since he was acquired by Oakland Aug. 6, 2018…the wins are 
tied for third most in the American League over that span.

NO-HITTER: Tossed his second career no-hitter May 7 in Oakland against 
Cincinnati to become the 34th pitcher in Major League history with mul-
tiple regular season no-hitters…is the seventh with a no-hitter for multiple 
teams…with the acquisition of Homer Bailey on July 12 the A’s become the 
sixth team in Major League history with two pitchers with multiple no-hitter 
on their roster…the last was the 1988 Houston Astros (Bob Forsch and Nolan 
Ryan)…his no-hitter was the 13th in Athletics history, including the eighth in 
Oakland history.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in his 199th career appearance, a 
6-4 A’s win over New York last Wednesday in Oakland…allowed a RBI single 
to Tauchman in the second inning but the A’s scored twice in the bottom of 
the second and two more times in the third…had a 5-1 lead when he was 
relieved by Diekman with the bases loaded and one out in the sixth…one of 
those runners scored on a sacrifice fly.

bb, 14 so, 4 hr) in seven career appear-
ances, all starts…is 1-1 with a 7.36 ERA 
(15 er in 18.1 ip) in four starts in Kauff-
man Stadium and 1-2 with a 3.12 ERA 
(6 er in 17.1 ip) in three starts in his 
home ballparks…was 1-0 with a 6.75 
ERA (9.1 ip, 16 h, 9 r, 7 er, 2 bb, 1 so) 
in two starts last year, both with De-
troit…the win came in a 12-4 victory at Comerica Park on April 21…had a 1-0 
lead when he allowed a Butera RBI single in the second…had a 3-1 lead when 
he yielded two runs in the fourth on a fielders choice and a sacrifice fly…had 
a 6-3 lead when he allowed his final run in the sixth…then had a no decision

•	Is batting .345 (19-for-55) with four home runs, 16 RBI, and eight multiple 
hit games over his last 14 games.

•	Leads American League first basemen and ranks fifth in the majors in 

home runs (26), despite missing 34 games while on the injured list…also 
leads AL first basemen in total chances (874), putouts (797), and assists

•	The A’s are 60-34 (.638) since he was reinstated from the 10-day IL May 7…
went 15-19 (.442) while he was on the IL (right hamate excision).

•	Is one of four players in the AL to appear in each of his teams games (Mer-
rifield and Soler, KC; Villar, BAL)…has played all but 12 innings at short-
stop…has a consecutive games played streak of 212 dating back to June 
28 of last year (all starts) and has played all but 19 innings at short over 
that span…his consecutive games started streak is second longest in Oak-
land history (347, Alfredo Griffin, April 9, 1985-April 30, 1987) while the 
consecutive games played streak is fourth best.

•	Has career highs in runs (94), walks (70), extra base hits (65) and total 
bases (260)…his 34 doubles are one short of his high of 35 from last year.

•	Is the first player in Oakland A’s history with at least 30 doubles, five tri-
ples, 20 home runs and 70 walks in one season…the last Athletic to do it 
was Bob Johnson in 1941.

Last Year: Batted .255 with 15 home runs and 70 RBI in 159 games…had career highs in 
runs (89), hits (161), doubles (35) and stolen bases (14)…is one of nine Major Leaguers 
with at least 10 HR and 10 SB in each of the last four seasons.
