ond best in the majors to Houston (36-11).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-2 on the final road trip of the season, a six-
game trip to Los Angeles-AL (1-1) and Seattle (1-1)...went 6-1 on the last road
trip to Houston (3-1) and Texas (3-0) and are now 39-20 (.661) over their
last 59 road games dating back to May 16, which is the second best mark
in the majors (Minnesota, 42-18, .700)...are 44-35 (.557) on the road overall
and have clinched a winning record on the road for the second consecutive

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his 31st start of the season today, which
matches his career high from 2015 with the Dodgers...already has a career-
high 12 wins, besting his total of 11 from his rookie season with the A's in
2009...his 171.0 innings pitched are third most in his career behind 180.1 in
2015 and 175.1 in 2009...has a career-high 48 walks and has matched his
high with 20 home runs (also 2009).
