
ABOUT THE A’S: The A’s finished the season with 
a 97-65 (.599) record for the second consecutive 
year…had the fourth best record in the American 
League, tied for fifth best in the majors and tied 
for ninth best in Oakland history…it was the third 
time in Oakland history (1988-90 and 2001-02) 
and fifth time in Athletics history (1910-11 and 
1928-31) the A’s won at least 97 games in at least 
two straight seasons…have 194 wins over the last 
two seasons, which is fourth most in the majors…
have won at least 90 games in each of the last 
two years, four of the last eight and 10 of the last 
20…only the Yankees (15), Red Sox (13), Cardinals 
(11) and Braves (11) have more 90-win seasons 
over the last 20 last years.

A’s IN POSTSEASON PLAY: The A’s return to the post-
season for the second consecutive season, fifth time 
in the last eight years and 10th time in the last 20 
seasons…over the last eight years, only the Dodgers 
(7) have more than five postseason appearances and 
over the last 20 seasons only the Yankees (16), Car-
dinals (13), Dodgers (11) and Braves (11) have more 
than 10…this is the 28th postseason appearance in 
franchise history, which includes 20 with Oakland 
and eight with Philadelphia…that is fourth most all-
time…have reached the postseason for the fourth 
time as the American League Wild Card, the third 
time in the two wild card era.

THE WILD CARD: This will be the A’s third appearance 
in the Wild Card game…lost 7-2 at New York last year 
and 9-8 in 12 innings at Kansas City in 2014…now 
have an eight-game losing streak in winner-take-all 
postseason games, which is the longest such streak 
in Major League history…the last time Oakland won 
a winner-take-all postseason game was Game 7 of 
the 1973 World Series, a 5-2 win over New York…dat-
ing back to 2000, the A’s have now lost 14 of their last 
15 postseason games with a chance to clinch the series…have won just one 
of their last 12 postseason series (includes one-game wild card games), the 
2006 ALDS against Minnesota…won 11 of their first 15 postseason series in 
Oakland through the 1990 ALCS.

POSTSEASON IN OAKLAND: The A’s will play their first postseason game in 
Oakland since Game 5 of the 2013 ALDS on Oct. 10, a 3-0 loss to Detroit…
have a 31-26 (.544) postseason record in the Coliseum and the 57 games are 
the fourth most postseason games in any ballpark…have lost three of the 
last four postseason games in the Coliseum and are 8-12 (.400) dating back 
to the 2000 ALDS.

POSTSEASON EXPERIENCE: The A’s Wild Card roster features 13 players with 
postseason experience…seven of those played for the A’s in the Wild Card 
game last year and six others were on the roster but didn’t play…Joakim So-
ria leads the way with three years of experience, Liam Hendriks and Jake 
Diekman have two and 10 have one (Canha, Chapman, Davis, Fiers, Gross-
man, Laureano, Olson, Petit, Profar, Semien).

THE MIDDLE OF JUNE: The A’s were 37-36 (.507) at the conclusion of play on 
June 16 but then went 60-29 (.674) from June 17 through the end of the sea-
son, which was the best record in the majors…last year, the A’s were 34-36 
(.486) through June 15 but then went 63-29 (.685) from June 16 through the 
end of the season, which was the best record in the majors.

OFFENSE: The A’s set franchise records with 257 home runs and 572 extra base 
hits…ranked fourth in the AL in home runs and fifth in runs (845), walks (578), 
extra base hits, OPS (.776), on-base percentage (.327) and slugging percent-
age (.448)…were hit by a pitch 87 times, which led the AL, ranked third in the 
majors and fell one short of the Athletics record of 88 set in 2001…had a run 
differential of +165, which was fourth best in the AL, fifth best in the majors 
and third best in Oakland history…the runs were fifth most in Oakland history 
and the most since 2001 (884)…struck out 1338 times, which was fifth fewest 
in the AL but fourth most in Athletics history.

THE LONG BALL: The A’s hit 257 home runs, which was fifth most in the ma-
jors in 2019 but tied for eighth most in Major League history…had a franchise 
record seven players hit 20 or more home runs and the A’s are one of 11 teams 
in Major League history with seven or more players with 20 or more home 

runs…only the Twins, with eight this year, had more…also set a franchise re-
cord with 10 players with 10 or more home runs and tied the record with 
three players with 30 or more home runs…won just seven games when go-
ing homerless, which tied for second fewest in the majors to Seattle (5).

PITCHING: The A’s compiled a 3.97 ERA, which ranked fourth in the American 
League…also ranked third in opponents OPS (.712) and slugging percentage 
(.404) and fourth in batting average (.242) and on-base percentage (.308)…
set a franchise record with 1299 strikeouts, breaking the previous mark of 
1244 set in 2014…however, had the fourth fewest strikeouts in the AL…sur-
rendered 201 home runs, which was third fewest in the AL  but fourth most 
in Athletics history.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers went 68-37 with a 4.02 ERA…the 
68 wins were second most in the majors to Houston (79)…ranked third in 
the American League in opponents slugging percentage (.417) and fourth in 
ERA, OPS (.724), batting average (.249) and on-base percentage (.307)…tossed 
886.0 innings, which were fourth most in the AL and the most by an A’s team 
since 2015 (935.2).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s set an Athletics record for fewest errors in a sea-
son with 80…broke the previous mark of 81 set in 1981 when they played just 
109 games in the strike-shortened season…had a .987 fielding percentage, 
which broke the previous franchise record of .986 set in 2006…the errors led 
to a Major League-low 34 unearned runs, which was also the fewest in Athlet-
ics history (39 in 1981)…ranked third in the American League in fewest errors 
and had the fifth fewest double plays (123).

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s were 27-22 (.551) in one-run games…led the American 
League in one-run wins, tied for the lead in games (49) and had the fourth 
best record…went 48-35 (.578) in games decided by two runs or fewer…the 
83 games were second most in the majors to Cincinnati (89) and it marked 
just the third time over the last 36 years more than half of the A’s games were 
decided by two runs or fewer (84 in 2006 and 2015)…had 10 walk-off wins, 
which tied Tampa Bay for the most in the AL…however, had 10 walk-off losses, 
which tied Baltimore and Detroit for the most in the AL and tied for fourth 
most in Oakland history…had 11 losses when leading after seven innings, 
which tied the Cubs for the most in the majors.

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters batted .235 (23-for-98) with seven doubles, 
a triple, five home runs, 25 RBI and 15 walks…had 13 extra base hits, which 
tied the Oakland record set in 1968…the five home runs tied for third most 
in Oakland history and the 25 RBI were the most since 1990 (26)…led the 
American League in RBI, tied for the lead in home runs, ranked second in 
hits, doubles and extra base hits and third in OPS (.824) and slugging (.480).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s went 52-29 (.642) at home compared to 45-36 
(.556) on the road…had the third best home record in the American League, 
fourth best in the majors and tied for seventh best in Oakland history…had 
a winning record at home for the third consecutive season…the road record 
tied for the fourth best in the AL and tied for eighth best in Oakland his-
tory…had a winning record on the road for the second consecutive season…
compiled a 3.56 ERA at home compared to 4.40 on the road…had the second 
lowest home ERA in the AL.

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s used the injured list 17 times, which was their few-
est since using it 13 times in 2013…the 17 IL placements tied Houston for 
second fewest in the majors to Kansas City (13).

A’s vs. RAYS: The A’s and Rays will meet for the first time in the postseason…
Oakland won the season series during the regular season this year, 4-3…
it was the A’s first season series win since 2016 (5-2)…won two of three at 
Tampa Bay from June 10-12 and then split a four-game series in Oakland 
from June 20-23…all-time, the A’s are 109-76 (.589) against the Rays, which 
is their best record against any American League team…are 60-32 (.652) in 
Oakland and 49-44 at Tropicana Field…the mark in the Coliseum is the A’s 
best record against any AL team.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1925 Al Simmons goes 2-for-5 and Stan Baumgartner tosses a six-hit 
shutout in the A’s 10-0 win over New York…the two hits bring Simmons’ 
season total to 250 and he added three more the next day to finish the 
season with an Athletics record 253…in 1930 George Earnshaw tosses a 
six-hitter as the A’s defeat St. Louis 6-1 in Game 2 of the World Series…in 
2001 Miguel Tejada hits his 30th home run of the season, making the A’s 
the first team in major league history to have both their shortstop and 
third baseman (Eric Chavez) hit 30 home runs.

GAME INFORMATION
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2019 RECAP: Began the season on the 60-day injured list as he continued 
his recovery from Sept. 19, 2018 surgery on his left shoulder…went 3-3 with 
a 4.71 ERA and .222 opponents batting average in eight rehab starts before 
he was reinstated from the IL Sept. 1…made five starts with Oakland and 
was 4-0 with a 1.21 ERA and .160 opponents batting average…the ERA was 
second lowest in the majors among pitchers with 25 or more innings pitched 
(Yates SD, 1.19) and fifth lowest in Oakland history…using the same mini-
mum, the batting average was third lowest in the majors and sixth lowest in 
Oakland history…allowed two runs or fewer in all five starts, including one 
run or fewer four times, and four hits or fewer four times…struck out 30 bat-
ters in 29.2 innings and walked just seven (2.12 per nine innings).

POSTSEASON: Will be making his postseason debut.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Had a .229 opponents on-base percentage and .280 
slugging percentage…his .160 opponents batting average broke down to 
.129 (8-for-62) against right-handed hitters compared to .211 (8-for-38) 
against left-handers…however, issued six of his seven walks to righties…
yielded two of his three home runs to righties and has surrendered 54 of his 
62 career homers to right-handers…now has a .216 opponents batting aver-
age and .584 OPS in his career against lefties, .252 with a .734 OPS against 
righties…opponents were 3-for-31 (.097) with runners on base, 0-for-15 with 
runners in scoring position and 0-for-8 with RISP and two outs…all three of 
the home runs he allowed were solo shots…yielded a .073 batting average 
with two strikes…did not allow a hit to the opponents eight (0-for-9) or nine 
(0-for-10) hitter.

THIS AND THAT: Did not allow a run in innings one through four (20.0 ip) and 
opponents were 8-for-63 (.127)…had a 3.72 ERA and .216 opponents average 
from the fifth inning on…was 2-0 with a 0.50 ERA in three starts during the 
day, 2-0 with a 2.31 ERA in two starts at night…is now 16-4 with a 3.21 ERA 
in 32 career day games, 19-24 with a 4.13 ERA in 54 starts at night…went 4-0 
in four starts with three runs of support or more…is now 4-26 in 43 career 
starts with two runs of support or fewer, 31-2 in 42 starts with support of 
three runs or more…picked up the win in his only start against an American 
League Central team and now has an eight-game winning streak against the 
Central dating back to Aug. 23, 2016…is 9-2 with a 2.39 ERA in 12 career 
starts vs. AL Central teams.

2019 OAKLAND HIGHLIGHTS: Made his first start of 2019 at New York (AL) on 
Sept. 1 and had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 loss…it was his first Major League 
appearance since Aug. 24, 2018 at Minnesota…tossed five scoreless innings 
and allowed just one hit while walking three…then picked up the win in each 
of his final four starts to extend his winning streak to a career-high tying five 
games dating back to Aug. 24, 2018 (also May 20-June 10, 2017)…has a 1.04 
ERA and .178 opponents batting average during the winning streak, which 
spans six starts…his last loss came on Aug. 19, 2018 against Houston…struck 
out a career-high tying 10 batters in season-high 7.0 innings in his second 
start on Sept. 8 against Detroit and was the winning pitcher in the A’s 3-1 
victory…it was his third career 10-strikeout game (last: April 21, 2018 vs. Bos-
ton)…tossed 6.0 scoreless innings to defeat Texas 6-1 on Sept. 15…finished 
September with a 4-0 record and a 1.21 ERA in five starts…ranked second in 
the AL in opponents OPS in September (.509), third in ERA and tied for third 
in wins…it was the second time he won four games in a month in his career 
(April, 2018)…is now 8-2 with a 1.90 ERA in 13 career starts in September.

REHAB ASSIGNMENT: Started his rehab assignment with Single-A Stockton 
July 8 and was 0-1 with a 9.72 ERA in three starts when he was transferred 
to Triple-A Las Vegas July 23…went 0-1 with a 6.10 ERA in two starts with the 
Aviators  before his rehab assignment was halted on Aug. 2 due to a strained 
right oblique…returned to action Aug. 13 and went 3-0 with a 1.53 ERA over 
his final three starts…was 3-3 with a 4.71 ERA and .222 opponents batting 
average in eight rehab starts overall…struck out 53 batters in 36.1 innings 
(13.13 per nine innings) and walked 10 for a strikeout-to-walk ratio of 5.3…
his opponents batting average broke down to .214 (9-for-42) against left-
handed hitters compared to .226 (21-for-93) with five of his six home runs 
and eight of his 10 walks against right-handed hitters.

2019 MINOR LEAGUE HIGHLIGHTS: Allowed a season-high six runs on a sea-
son-high seven hits in a season-low 2.1 innings in a 9-6 loss to Visalia in his 
first start on July 8…also tossed 2.1 innings and took the loss in his next start 
July 13 at Rancho Cucamonga…logged 3.2 scoreless innings in his final start 
with the Ports on July 18 against Lancaster…was charged with the loss in his 
first start with Triple-A Las Vegas on July 24 against El Paso and followed that 
up with a no decision July 30 against New Orleans…struck out 10 batters in 
5.2 innings Aug. 13 at Omaha, his first of two 10-strikeout games…combined 
with Ben Bracewell and J.B. Wendelken on a two-hit shutout in a 3-0 Las Ve-
gas win at Tacoma in his final start Aug. 23…tossed a season-high 7.0 innings 
and struck out a season-high 12 on a season-high 99 pitches.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 3-1 win at Seattle last 
Thursday…blanked the Mariners on two hits over the first four innings and 
had a 3-0 lead when he allowed a RBI double to Nola in the fifth inning…that 
was the only run he would allow in six innings of work.
