ABOUT THE A’S: Won last night’s series opener over the Twins, 6-1...won two 
of three games at Boston to conclude a 20-game stretch against American 
League East teams with an 11-9 record…are 8-4 over the last 12 games and 
24-16 (.600) for the season, which is tied for the second best record in the 
American League…the eight games over .500 match the season high (23-15 
on May 12)…started the season 0-6 but are 24-10 (.706) since then…are in 
first place in the AL West and are 1½ games ahead of second place Houston…
have held at least a share of first in the West for each of the last 25 days and 
have been alone in first for each of the last 21…went from sole possession 
of last on April 11 to sole possession of first on April 21…have spent 23 days 
alone in first place this year, two days tied for first, one day tied for second, 
three days in third, two days in fourth, three days tied for fourth and 10 days 
in fifth.

CLOSE CALLS (AND NOT SO CLOSE): The A’s won 6-1 last night and are now 
8-12 (.400) in games decided by four runs or more…are 16-4 (.800) in games 
decided by three runs or fewer, which is the best record in the majors…also 
have the best record in games decided by two runs or fewer (12-4, .750) and 
one-run games (9-3, .750)…have outscored the opposition 78-56 in games 
decided by three runs or fewer (+22) but have been outscored 115-85 in the 
other games (-30)…have an overall run differential of -8…have four walk-
off wins, which is tied with the Mets for the most in the majors…are 6-0 in 
games decided in the last at bat…are 2-0 in extra innings and are 8-1 in extra 
innings over the last two years.

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: The A’s are 8-0 against American League Central 
teams (4-0 vs. Detroit, 4-0 vs. Minnesota) and now have a 10-game winning 
streak against the Central…that is the second longest winning streak against 
AL Central competition in Oakland history (20, Aug. 3-Sept. 4, 2002)…are bat-
ting .242 (59-for-244) with 48 runs in eight games against the AL Central 
(6.0 runs per game) compared to .214 with 116 runs in 32 games against all 
other teams (3.6 runs per game)…have a 2.22 ERA (17 er in 69.0 ip) against 
the Central, 4.47 against everyone else…went 25-8 against the AL Central in 
2019 after going 26-8 in 2018…are now 73-20 (.785) against AL Central foes 
dating back to June 23, 2017.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 3-1 on this six-game road trip to Boston (2-1) 
and Minnesota (1-0)…went 4-3 on the last road trip to Baltimore (2-1) and 
Tampa Bay (2-2) and are 11-5 (.688) on the road…return home following 
the game Sunday for a brief three-game homestand against Houston that 
starts on Tuesday…went 5-5 on the last homestand against Baltimore (1-2), 
Toronto (2-2) and Tampa Bay (2-1), which was their longest homestand of 
the season…are now 13-11 (.542) at home…have a 3.17 ERA (49 er in 139.0 
ip) on the road, which is the lowest in the American League and third lowest 
in the majors…have a 4.58 ERA at home, which is fourth highest in the AL…
the last homestand began a stretch where the A’s are scheduled to play 20 
of 29 games at home and 35 of 44 in the Pacific Time Zone…are 8-6 over that 
span, including 5-5 at home.

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .231 (97-for-420) in May after hitting .214 (185-
for-865) in April…hit a season-high four home runs last night…are 20-2 when 
out-homering the opposition, 2-12 when they are out-homered…have four 
stolen bases over the last 21 games after stealing 18 bases over the first 19 
contests…lead the American League in hit by pitches (25), rank third in walks 
(140), third in stolen bases (22), tied for second in home runs (51) and fifth 
in triples (6).

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are 10-for-32 (.313) with two home runs, 
seven RBI and two walks…lead the AL in pinch hits and RBI, are tied with the 
Rays for the lead in plate appearances (34) and have two of five pinch home 
runs)…went 3-for-29 (.103) with three RBI in the pinch last year.

PITCHING: The A’s have a 3.13 ERA (82 er in 236.0 ip) over their last 27 games 
dating back to April 16, which is third lowest in the American League over 
that span…overall, are third in the AL in most wild pitches (24), rank tied for 
second in fewest walks (110), tied for third in fewest hit batters (14) and 
most shutouts (4) and tied for fifth in fewest home runs (43).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 14-8 with a 3.52 ERA (62 er in 
158.1 ip) over the last 28 games after going 2-7 with a 6.63 ERA over the first 
12 contests…are 16-15 with a 4.36 ERA overall…have the third most losses 
in the American League but are tied for the second most wins…have 216.2 
innings pitched, which is the most in the AL and fourth most in the majors…
have tossed eight innings or fewer in each of the last 216 games, which is 
the longest such streak in Athletics history…have not had a pitcher toss more 

than eight innings since Frankie Montas on May 17, 2019 at Detroit (8.2)…
have walked two batters or fewer in 28 of the last 29 games, including an 
Oakland record 26 consecutive games from April 13-May 11…are averaging 
2.37 walks per nine innings, which is third lowest in the Majors…however, 
have the third highest opponents batting average (.260) in the AL and the 
fourth highest slugging percentage (.428).

BULLPEN: The A’s bullpen has allowed just one earned run over the last seven 
games (23.1 ip, 0.39 ERA)…now has a 2.37 ERA (22 er in 83.2 ip) dating back 
to April 16, which is the second lowest mark in the majors over that span 
(Marlins, 2.38)…overall, the pen has converted 12-of-13 (92.3%) save oppor-
tunities, which is the best percentage in the majors…is tied with Tampa Bay, 
Cleveland, Boston, and New York for the American League lead in saves…Lou 
Trivino has six saves and Jake Diekman has five and the A’s are the only team 
in the majors with two pitchers with five or more saves…the pen has an 8-1 
record and the one loss is the fewest in the majors…has allowed just four 
home runs over the A’s last 32 games after surrendering seven over the first 
eight…the 11 home runs are the fewest in the AL and tied for third fewest 
in the majors.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 17 errors in the last 23 games 
after making just five errors over the first 17 contests…are tied for the third 
fewest double plays turned in the American League (25)…opponents have 
been successful is 15-of-21 (71.4%) stolen base attempts, which is the fifth 
lowest percentage in the AL…A’s outfielders have three assists (all by Laure-
ano), which is tied for third fewest in the AL.

LEFT-HANDED STARTERS: The A’s are scheduled to face a right-handed start-
ing pitcher for the third consecutive game after facing a left-handed start-
ing pitcher in eight of the previous 10 games, 10 of the previous 13 and 13 
of the previous 18…are 11-6 (.647) in games in which the opponent starts 
a left-handed compared to 13-10 (.565) against right-handers…the mark 
against lefties is fourth best in the American League and the 17 games are 
tied for second most…are batting .239 (113-for-473) with a .752 OPS against 
left-handed pitchers compared to .208 (168-for-812) with a .666 OPS against 
right-handers…have the fifth best OPS in the AL against lefties and the sec-
ond lowest against righties.

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s have used the injured list 11 times this year…used 
it just eight times last year, which was second fewest in the majors to Cleve-
land (4), and 18 times in 2019, which tied for second fewest…currently have 
six players on the IL (Fiers, Luzardo, Pinder, Puk, Rosenthal, Wendelken).

A’s vs. TWINS: The A’s lead the season series 4-0 after sweeping a three-game 
series in Oakland April 20-21…after last night’s win, the A’s clinched their 
third consecutive season series and seventh in the last nine seasons (have 
a loss and a split over that span)…are 35-16 (.686) against the Twins dating 
back to 2013, which includes a 21-5 (.808) record in Oakland…since moving 
to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 313-305 against Minnesota…that includes 
175-131 in Oakland and 138-174 in Minnesota…are 21-19 at Target Field…
are 370-374 all-time against the Twins and have a 1017-1010 record against 
the Twins/Senators…the 1017 wins are the A’s most against any franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Seth Brown is tied for second among American League rookies in home 
runs (5) and tied for sixth in RBI (12)…Mark Canha  leads the majors in hit 
by pitches (9)…ranks third in the AL in runs (29), tied for eighth in stolen 
bases (6) and tied for 10th in walks (20)…Jed Lowrie ranks second in the 
AL in batting with runners in scoring position (.448) and tied for third in 
doubles (11)…in the month of May, Matt Chapman is hitting .273 with a 
.373 on-base percentage after hitting .189 with a .306 OBP in April...has 
hit safely in 10 of his 13 games this month...has increased his season bat-
ting average from .189 to .216…Yusmeiro Petit has a 16.1-inning scoreless 
streak and now has a 0.79 ERA, which is fifth lowest among AL relievers.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1958 Ned Garver tosses a seven-hit shutout and Vic Power hits a three-
run home run to account for all the offense in a 3-0 Kansas City win over 
Chicago…in 1985 the A’s set what was then a club record for margin of vic-
tory when they defeat the Brewers at Milwaukee 19-3…Mike Davis homers 
twice and drives in six runs and four Athletics collect three hits each…in 
2016 Danny Valencia hits three home runs, including the game-winning 
two-run shot in the ninth inning of the A’s 7-6 win at Tampa Bay.

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FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his eighth start of the season…is 3-2 
with a 2.01 ERA (7 er in 31.1 ip) over his last five starts and has 32 strikeouts 
and just four walks in 31.1 innings over that span…went 0-2 with a 7.45 ERA 
over his first two starts…his four losses are tied for second most in the Ameri-
can League but his ERA ranks 13th…has 41.0 innings pitched which is 0.2 
innings short of his career high of 41.2 with Philadelphia in 2019

DON’T WALK: Has walked one batter or fewer in each of his seven starts…has 
issued just six free passes in 41.0 innings and his average of 1.32 walks per 
nine innings is third lowest in the American League…has a strikeout-to-walk 
ratio of 6.17, which also ranks third…has walked one batter or fewer in nine 
of his 10 career starts and has walked just 20 batters in 86.1 career innings 
(2.08 per nine innings).

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .215 (26-for-121) batting average  and 
.605 OPS against right-handed hitters compared to .316 (12-for-38) and an 
.850 OPS against left-handers…his career splits are .239 (59-for-247) with a 
.698 OPS against righties, .368 (35-for-95) with a .951 OPS against lefties…
has allowed four of his five home runs and issued five of his six walks to 
righties…four of the five home runs have been solo shots…has a .215 (26-
for-121) average against a batter the first two times through the order, .316 
(12-for-38) after that.

BY INNING: Has allowed just four runs over the first four inning of a game for 
a 1.38 ERA (4 er in 28.0 ip), which is second lowest in the American League 
over that part of the game (Duffy, KC 0.38)…has yielded seven runs in the 
fifth inning and five in the sixth and has a 7.62 ERA (11 er in 13.0 ip) from 
the fifth inning on, which is third highest…has a .208 (21-for-101) opponents 
batting in innings 1-4, a .293 (17-for-58) mark from the fifth inning on.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on five days rest today…is 3-0 with a 0.93 
ERA (2 er in 19.1 ip) in three starts on five days rest or more, 0-3 with a 4.67 
ERA (9 er in 17.1 ip) in three starts on four days rest (totals do not include 
his first start).

RUN SUPPORT: Is 3-1 in four starts with more than one run of support, 0-3 
in three starts with support of one run or fewer…has a season RSA of 3.51 
(16 rs in 41.0 ip).

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 9-1 loss to Houston on April 
3 in Oakland…it was his first start since May 22, 2019 with Philadelphia at 
Chicago (NL)…tossed 4.1 innings, which was the shortest start of his career…
allowed a RBI single to Tucker in the first but the A’s came back to tie the 
game with a run in the bottom of the first…then allowed a RBI single to Al-
tuve in the second…was relieved by Trivino with runners on first and second 
and one out in the fifth and Trivino allowed a three-run home run.

SECOND START: He lost his second consecutive start in the A’s 6-2 loss at 
Houston on April 8…allowed a leadoff home run to Correa in the second, a 
RBI double to Correa in the fourth and a solo home run to Alvarez in the 
sixth…walked the next batter (Correa) and was relieved by Wendelken with a 
runner on first and one out in the sixth with the A’s trailing 3-0…Wendelken 
allowed Correa to score plus a run of his own.

THIRD START: He combined with Wendelken, Guerra and Weems on a five-hit 
shutout in the A’s 7-0 win over Detroit on April 17 in Oakland…it was his first 
win since May 17, 2019 against Colorado and it snapped a career-high four-
game losing streak…tossed six of the inning and allowed four of the hits for 
the longest scoreless outing of his career…did not walk a batter for the first 
time as a starter.

FOURTH START: He won his second consecutive start in the A’s 3-1 win at 
Baltimore April 23…it is the second time in his career he put together con-
secutive wins (May 12-17, 2019)…shut out the Orioles on four hits and a 
walk over the first five innings before loading the bases on three consecutive 
singles to start the sixth…struck out the next batter he faced (Mountcastle) 
before allowing a RBI single to Severino…that snapped a career-high 11.0 
inning scoreless streak…was relieved by Petit following the Severino single 
with the A’s leading 3-1.

FIFTH START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-0 loss at Tampa Bay April 
28…allowed at least one hit in each of the first four innings but did not allow 
a run until Zunino homered with two outs in the fifth…also allowed a RBI sin-
gle to Margot in the fifth but then struck out the side in the sixth…Glasnow 
and two Tampa Bay relievers combined to shut out Oakland on seven hits.

SIXTH START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-1 win over Toronto on 
May 4 in Oakland…had career highs in innings pitched (8.0), strikeouts (9) 
and pitches (102)…faced the minimum over the first five innings as his only 
base runner, a Biggio single to lead off the third, was erased on a double 
play…had a 4-0 lead when he allowed his only run in the sixth inning on a 
Semien RBI double…then retired seven of the final eight batters he faced.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 4-3 loss to Tampa Bay last 
Sunday in Oakland…allowed a leadoff single to Arozarena but then retired 
each of the next 12 batters…had a 3-0 lead when he allowed a three-run 
home run to Adames in the fifth…then surrendered a solo home run to Bros-
seau in the sixth for the loss.
