ABOUT THE A’S: Lost last night by a score of 11-10 despite leading 8-2 going
into the eighth inning...is the largest lead they have relinquished in a loss
this season...despite the loss, have won four of the last six games after a sea-
son-high tying six-game losing streak...are 6-12 over the last 18 games after
going 12-3 over the previous 15 contests...are in third place in the American
League Wild Card, three games behind the second place team (Boston) and
4% behind the first place team (New York)...held at least a share of a playoff
spot each day from April 17-Aug. 22...are in second place in the AL West and
trail Houston by 5% games...held at least a share of first for 61 of 62 days
from April 20 to June 20 but have spent each of the 71 days since then in sec-
ond...overall, have spent 58 days alone in first place in the West, three days
tied for first, 71 days in second, one day tied for second, three days in third,
two days in fourth, three days tied for fourth and 10 days in fifth.

ON THE BASES: The A's have been successful in
each of their last 21 stolen base attempts, which
is one short of the Oakland record of 22...are 36-
for-38 (94.7%) in the 32 games since Starling
Marte joined the club on July 29 and have the
second most stolen bases in the majors over that
span (Kansas City, 38)..Marte has accounted for
20 of the 36 steals...are 79-for-92 (85.9%) for the
season, which is the second best percentage in
the majors (Cleveland, 86.6%)...the 79 steals rank
third in the American League, fifth in the majors and are the most by an A's
team since 2014 (83).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed 58 errors, which is second few-
est inthe American League to Houston (53)...are on pace for 70 errors, which
would break the Athletics record for fewest errors in a season (80 in 2019)...
have 11 outfield assists, which is the fewest in the AL and tied for second
fewest in the majors (Padres, 10)...have the fifth fewest double plays in the
AL (99).

PITCHING: The A's have a 5.20 ERA (100 er in 173.0 ip) over the last 20 games
after logging a 2.19 ERA over the previous 12 contests...overall, rank fifth in
the American League in ERA (3.82), opponents OPS (.692), on-base percent-
age (.302) and slugging (.389)...nave the fewest walks (368) and pitches per
inning (16.0) and are tied for second in shutouts (11).

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have allowed three home runs in each of the last
four games, which is longest streak of consecutive games with three or
more home runs allowed in Oakland history (they allowed three homers in
three consecutive games nine times, last: Sept. 20-23, 2020)...the franchise
record is also four by the Kansas City A's (June 6-8, 1964)...have surrendered
20 home runs in the last seven games but have allowed 154 for the season,
which is fourth fewest in the American League.

STARTING PITCHING: Sean Manaea lasted 7.0 innings last night...A's starting
pitchers have tossed five innings or fewer in 12 of the last 20 games and
are 4-7 with a 4.96 ERA (56 er in 101.2 ip) and .270 (108-for-400) opponents
batting average over that span..however, have 762.1 innings pitched for the
season, which is the most in the majors...the fewest innings pitched by a
Major League leader in a season of at least 154 games is 941.1 by the 2019
New York Mets...are 49-44 with a 3.79 ERA (321 er in 762.1 ip)...rank third in
the American League in wins, and fourth in opponents OPS (.698) and ERA
(3.79)...are tied for second in complete games (3)...have used just nine start-
ing pitchers, which is tied for fourth fewest in the majors...are the only team
with four pitchers with 25 or more starts.

BULLPEN: The A's bullpen is 2-6 with three saves, seven blown saves and a
7.07 ERA (33 er in 42.0 ip) over the last 12 games...has just 17 losses for the
season, which is the fewest in the majors, but has 23 blown saves, which is
second most in the American League...ranks fifth in the AL in opponents OPS
(.692) and ERA (3.82).

OFFENSE: The A's have hit .300 (45-for-150) with 33 runs scored and eight
home runs during this current road trip after batting .210 with 37 runs
scored and 12 home runs over the previous 13 games..are now hitting
.260 (223-for-858) with 133 runs scored over the last 25 games (5.32 runs
per game)...are batting .237 overall, which is third lowest in the American
League...hit .225 last year but the lowest batting average in a full season in
Oakland history is .236 in 1982..have been hit by a pitch 81 times, which
is the most in the AL, fourth most in the majors and third most in Oakland
history (88 in 2001, 87 in 2019)...ranks fourth in the AL in sacrifice flies (38),
tied for fourth in fewest grounded into double plays (85) and fifth in doubles
(232), walks (456), sacrifice hits (15) and fewest strikeouts (1137).

IN THE PINCH: A's pinch hitters lead the American League in hits (27), sacri-
fice flies (3) and plate appearances (125), are tied for the lead in home runs
(3), rank second in RBI (18) and are third in extra base hits (7) and fourth in
doubles (4).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 19-24 (.442) in one-
run games, which is the fourth worst record in the American League...lead
the AL in one-run losses and rank second in one-run decisions (43)...are 29-
35 (.453) in games decided by two runs or fewer, 45-26 (.634) in games de-
cided by three runs or more...have a five-game winning streak in extra inning
games and are 7-3 (.700) overall, which is the second best record in the AL
(Seattle, 12-5/.706)...are 13-4 (.765) in extra innings over the last two years...
are 16-11 in games decided in the last at bat.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 2-2 on this six-game road trip to Detroit (2-1)
and Toronto (0-1)..went 5-5 on the last road trip to Cleveland (3-0), Texas
(1-2) and Chicago-AL (1-3) and are 37-30 (.552) on the road...have a 3.90 ERA
(251 er in 579.2 ip) on the road, which is the fourth lowest in the AL and
eighth lowest in the majors...the hitters have the second best road OPS in
the AL (.753) and third best batting average (.249), but the second lowest
home batting average (.225) and third lowest home OPS (.696)...return home
following the game Sunday for a six-game homestand against Chicago-AL
(three games) and Texas (three games) that starts on Tuesday...went 3-6 on
the last homestand against San Francisco (1-2), Seattle (0-2) and New York-
AL (2-2) and are 37-31 (.544) at home.

LEFT AND RIGHT: Four of the A's last five wins have come in games in which
the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher...are 31-19 (.620) when the op-
ponent starts a left-handed pitcher compared to 43-42 (.506) against right-
handers...the mark against lefties is second best in the majors to the Dodgers
(26-14/.650).

A’s IN AUGUST: The A's went 14-12 (.538) in August, which was the fourth
best record in the American League...have now finished with a winning re-
cord in 11 of the last 12 months (min. 10 games) with the exception being
this July when they went 11-13 (.458)...went 33-for-35 (94.1%) in stolen base
attempts...the 33 steals were the most in the majors, the most by the A’s
in August since 1983 (42) and their most in any month since September of
2010 (36)...led the AL in hit by pitches (19), had the second fewest strikeouts
(202) and ranked third in on-base percentage (.332)...the pitching staff had
the second fewest strikeouts (196), tied for the second fewest walks (73) and
had the fifth lowest opponents batting average (.239).

THIS AND THAT: The A's have used a different lineup in each of the last 72
games and have 132 different lineups over the first 135 contests...have used
the injured list 23 times this year...used it eight times last year and 17 times
in 2019.

A’s vs. BLUE JAYS: Toronto leads the seies 3-2..the A's are making their first
visit to Toronto since April 28, 2019, a span of 859 days...have lost nine of the
last 11 games...have won just one season series against the Blue Jays dating
back to 2015 (7-0in 2018) and are 15-22 over that span...are 226-204 all-time
against the Blue Jays, including 114-102 in Oakland, 112-10 in Toronto and
0-2in Las Vegas...are 71-68 (.511) in Rogers Centre.

the A's American League record breaking 20" consecutive victory...in 2019
Sean Murphy homers in his Major League debut, a 4-0 win over Los Ange-
les (AL), to become the fourth MLB catcher since at least 1901 to homer
and catch a shutout in his debut.
