Two players from Stockton were selected,
including outfielder Louie Lechich in the 42" round from St. Mary’s HS and outfielder Nicholas Rosso in the 49"
round from Lincoln HS. The A’s 31% round pick was first baseman Aaron Judge from Linden (CA) HS and their 41
round choice was catcher Andrew Knapp from Granite Bay (CA) HS. The A’s also drafted third baseman Zach
Johnson from Ohlone College and California HS in San Ramon in the 48" round.
