OAKLAND – Coming out of the All-Star Break with the best record in the Major Leagues at 59-36 (.621), the A’s play host 
to the American League East-leading Baltimore Orioles and division rival Houston Astros in a six-game homestand 
beginning Friday night at the O.co Coliseum.  
 
The homestand begins on Friday, July 18, with a 7:05 p.m. game against Baltimore, the first day of the A’s 1989 World 
Series Champs Reunion Weekend. The series continues with a 6:05 p.m. game Saturday, where members of the ’89 squad 
will be honored before the game, and concludes with a 1:05 p.m. game against the Orioles on Sunday, July 20. 
 
On Tuesday, July 22, the Astros bring young talents Jose Altuve, Jon Singleton and George Springer to Oakland for an 
intra-division series, highlighted by Root Beer Float Day before the 7:05 p.m. game on Wednesday, July 23. See below for 
a full breakdown of this homestand’s promotions and special events.
