Tony LaRussa, Vida Blue, the Oakland A’s and Chevron will host more than 100 Richmond
Little Leaguers for an on-field clinic Tuesday, June 30 to inspire science, technology,
engineering and math (STEM) learning through the science of sports. The clinic will take place
on the O.co Coliseum field prior to the A’s vs. Rockies game.

Kids will experience the science behind baseball through hands-on activities and instruction in
the Chevron STEM ZONE lead by students from San Jose State University.
