GREEN EXPO: As part of International Day for the 
Preservation of the Ozone Layer, the A’s will host their second 
Green Expo from 5 to 8 p.m. in the Plaza Club Entrance 
Lobby adjacent to Championship Plaza. Local greening and 
sustainability organizations, including Sustainable Oakland, 
East Bay Parks & Recreation District, and Waves Not Plastic, 
will set up booths to tell their stories and engage with fans. 
MEXICAN HERITAGE NIGHT: Fans with a special event 
ticket will receive an exclusive Mexican Heritage Night 
T-shirt designed by local Mexican artist Jesse Hernández of

Fans, families, 
and kids of all ages and skill levels are invited to join family-
friendly baseball and softball activities, including pick-up 
style games and skill stations. 
ATHLETICS HALL OF FAME INDUCTION: Baseball Hall of 
Famer Tony La Russa; Cy Young and MVP award winner Vida 
Blue; six-time All-Star Bert “Campy” Campaneris; Athletics 
all-time home run leader Mark McGwire; and former A’s 
owner Walter A. Haas, Jr. will be inducted into the Athletics 
Hall of Fame as members of the 2019 class. The group will be 
honored during a pregame ceremony.
