RECENT RESULTS: The Tigers dropped last night's
series opener in Oakland, 8-4. Tarik Skubal started for
Detroit and battled his way through 4.0 innings with a
good deal of traffic on the basepaths, but limited the
damage to just two runs, one of which was earned.
The bullpen struggled after the starter's departure,
allowing six runs over the game's final 4.0 innings.
At the plate, Niko Goodrum posted his second three-
hit game of the season, which included a solo blast
to center field. Willi Castro was the only other Tigers
player with multiple hits in the contest, finishing 2x4
with a double, triple, run scored and two RBI.

ROSTER MOVE: RHP Rony Garcia has been returned
from his rehabilitation assignment, reinstated from
the injured list and optioned to Double A Erie. He had
been sidelined with an abdominal strain since the start
of Spring Training, and was placed on the injured list on
April 1, retroactive to March 29.

STARTERS ARE STREAKING: Though Tarik Skubal faced
some adversity last night, he only allowed one earned
run over 4.0 innings pitched, on two hits and four walks,
while striking out five. It marked the fifth consecutive
outing in which Detroit's starter surrendered two-or-
fewer earned runs. That streak dates back to the series
finale in Cleveland, and has seen the starters post a
combined 1.98 ERA (27.1IP/6ER), on 18 hits and 13
walks, while striking out 20 batters. That starter ERA
ranks No. 3 in the American League and No. 5 in the
Majors over that span. Those performances include:

GOODRUM WITH THE WEST COAST SWING: Making
his second start of the season in left field, Niko
Goodrum posted his 16th career game with three-or-
more hits last night against the Athletics. He finished
the contest 3x4 with a solo homer, his first longball
of the season. Three of his four at-bats, including the
sixth-inning solo shot, came against the left-hander,
Sean Manaea. Facing southpaws usually doesn't bode
well for Goodrum's power stroke, with five homers
coming in 263 ABs against them compared to 29 in
807 ABs against right-handers. Last night's home run
traveled 413 feet to center field, marking the longest
homer that he's hit as a Major Leaguer against a lefty,
topping the previous high of 408 feet on August 10,
2020 off of Dallas Keuchel.

TROUBLE WITH THE ATHLETICS: The Tigers have
struggled in the win/loss department vs. Oakland in
recent years. Since the start of the 2017 season, the
Athletics have come out on top in 19-of-21 games
between the two teams, including 11-straight in
Detroit and eight out of 10 out west. The Athletics
took six-of-seven games against the Tigers when the
two clubs last faced each other in 2019, including all
four games in Detroit and two out of three in Oakland.

NOTES ON A.J. HINCH: A.J. Hinch was named the 39th
manager in Detroit Tigers history on October 30, 2020.
