HOME STRUGGLES: The O's dropped the series opener to the A's last night by a score of 3-1...
The O's have lost all three of their series openers at home this season...The O’s have gone 1-7
at Oriole Park this season, the fewest home wins by a team in the majors, and are 14-27 at home
since the beginning of the 2020 season.
@ Orioles pitchers have surrendered 17 home runs at Oriole Park, in eight games, the
second-most home runs allowed at home in the AL (OAK - 18 in 14 games).
G- The Orioles 5.86 team ERA (43 ER/66.0) at home is the highest in the majors.

TAKING ON THE ATHLETICS: The Orioles and Athletics play game two of their three game
series tonight; they'll already wrap up their season series next week, when the O’s travel out to
Oakland for a three-game set next weekend, April 30 - May 2.
@» The Orioles have lost seven-straight games against Oakland, dating back to April 9,
2019; are 1-7 against the A's since the beginning of 2019.
@- INFIOF Trey Mancini has slashed .342/.432/.579 with three home runs in 11 career
games at home against the Athletics.
@: C Chance Sisco has gone hitless (0-for-14) in six career games against Oakland.

STAYING HOT: OF Cedric Mullins recorded his team-high seventh multi-hit game of the sea-
son last night; tied for the sixth-most in the AL...Has hit lead off in all 18 of his starts this season,
batting .389 (7-for-18) in his first at-bat in the first inning of these games; his seven hits are tied
for the most in the majors in the first frame.

G- His 24 hits on the season are tied for the fifth-most in the AL.

@ Is batting .400 (10-for-25) against left-handed pitching, tied for the third-most hits
against lefties in the majors; in Spring Training he became a full-time left-handed hitter
after switch hitting his entire professional career.

@ Orioles center fielders (Mullins 73 PA and Hays 4 PA) have produced the fourth-highest
wins above average number in the AL (0.5), according to Baseball-Reference.

NOT AN EASY ROAD: Entering play today, the O’s have played the third-hardest strength of
schedule in the majors, according to Baseball-Reference...Only the Seattle Mariners and Colo-
rado Rockies have had a tougher path so far.
@» The Orioles next five series opponents (NYY, OAK, SEA, BOS, NYM) have a combined
.568 (54-41) winning percentage.

DE-PEN-DABLE: The Orioles bullpen has pitched to a 3.14 ERA (25 ER/71.2 IP) this season,
the fifth-lowest ERA in the AL and sixth-lowest in the majors...At home, the bullpen has posted a
4.60 ERA (15 ER/29.1 IP) in eight games compared to a 2.13 ERA (10 ER/42.1 IP) in 11 games
on the road.

G- The O’s bullpen has posted a combined 1.1 wins above average, according to Base-
ball-Reference, the fourth-highest number in the majors.

O In their last 10 games, the O's bullpen has posted a 1.56 ERA (6 ER/34.2 IP) with 10
walks and 38 strikeouts.

@ RHP César Valdez has recorded four saves in five opportunities; tied for the most
saves in the AL...Valdez has allowed a .224 opponent slugging percentage since joining
the Orioles on August 29 last season (17 games); this is the second-lowest opponent
slugging percentage by an AL pitcher in this stretch (min. 20.0 IP).

©: RHP Adam Plutko has worked 11.0 innings in relief, posting a 1.64 ERA (2 ER/11.0
IP)...His innings out of the bullpen are tied for the 12"-most in the AL.

@+ LHP Paul Fry has appeared in a team-high nine games...His nine games are tied for the
second-most by a left-handed pitcher in the AL and tied for the 10™-most in the majors...
He has not allowed a run since his 2021 debut on 4/5 at NYY (eight games - 7.0 IP); the
eight-straight games without allowing a run is tied for the longest active streak in the AL.

THE GOOD AND THE BAD INNINGS: O's hitters are batting .300 (24-for-80) in the third in-
ning and have scored 15 runs...Their third inning batting average and runs scored are both the
highest of any inning this season...The O’s have surrendered just one run in the ninth inning this
season, one of six teams in the majors to have allowed one-or-fewer runs in this frame...The
Orioles have allowed 22 runs, all earned, in the fifth inning this season, tied for the most in the
majors (SEA); their 10.42 ERA (22 ER/19.0 IP) is the highest in the majors in the fifth inning...On
the hitting side, the O’s have yet to score a run in the second inning, the only team in the majors
not to have scored a run in the second.

WHO'’S ON FIRST, WHAT’S ON SECOND: The Orioles have scored one-or-fewer runs in three
of their last four games, including being shutout in two of these games...On the season, the O’s
as ateam have a .277 on-base percentage, the second-lowest in the majors (DET - .274)...Their
team .636 OPS ranks as the lowest in the majors.
O: The O's have walked 47 times this season, the fewest in the AL and third fewest in the
majors; INF Maikel Franco leads the club with eight walks.
G- As ateam, the O’s have taken 48.9% of pitches seen (1285/2628), the lowest percent-
age in baseball.

ALL ABOUT THE EXIT VELO:

0. Ors pitchers have allowed the 13"-highest opponents exit velocity average in the majors
(89.1 MPH), while O’s batters have the 21-highest average exit velocity in the majors
(88.6 MPH).

@G- INF Maikel Franco leads the O's with six batted balls at 110+ MPH.

G- INFIOF Trey Mancini leads the O’s with seven barrels, tied for the 13"™-most in the AL.

O Orioles pitchers have allowed 43 barrels to opponents, while Orioles batters have re-
corded 32 barrels, the fewest in the AL.

QUICK HITS: Making his first start of the 2021 campaign...Has worked four con-
secutive scoreless relief outings (4.0 IP) since 4/8 vs. BOS after allowing three
runs in his season debut on 4/6 at NYY...Signed by the Orioles to a one-year
contract on 3/26...Made six starts for the Birds in 2020, going 1-0 with an 8.06
ERA (20 ER/22.1 IP)...Made his final start of the season on 8/23 vs. BOS and
exited the game in the first inning with left elbow discomfort...Was placed on the
60-day Injured List with a left elbow stress reaction and missed the remainder
of the season...Signed with the Orioles as a minor league free agent on 2/3/20.

CAREER VS. OAKLAND: Has appeared in 10 games (6 starts) against the A's in
his career...Owns a 3-1 record and 4.40 ERA (23 ER/47.0 IP) with 27 strikeouts
through these 10 appearances...His last start against Oakland came on 7/7/19
while with the Mariners; did not factor in the decision after working 6.2 innings
and allowing one run on three hits, one home run, with two walks and a pair of
strikeouts.

FACING THE AL WEST: In his career, LeBlanc has made 43 appearances
(26 starts) against the AL West, and holds a 10-7 record with a 5.00 ERA (100
ER/180.0 IP) and 139 strikeouts...AL West opponents are batting .273 (195-for-
714) with 28 home runs against LeBlanc in his career.

LEFT AND RIGHT: Holding left-handers to a .111 (1-for-9) batting average this
season, while right-handers are hitting .364 (4-for-11)...For his career, he has re-
verse splits, with left-handers hitting .287 (258-for-900) and right-handers hitting
.262 (668-for-2549).

HOME SWEET HOME: In 125 career appearances at home (62 starts), LeBlanc
is 27-22 with a 3.84 ERA (203 ER/ 476.1 IP) with 348 strikeouts...Owns a 1.24
WHIP and 6.58 K/9 in home games, with opponents batting just .253 (458-for-
1812) against him.

ORIOLES DEBUT: After signing with the team as a minor league free agent on
2/3/20, he made his Orioles debut on 7/26/20 at BOS...Earned the win after al-
lowing four earned runs on four hits, including two home runs, with no walks and
four strikeouts over 5.2 innings at Fenway Park.

OH, THE RELIEF: Has pitched in 125 career games as a reliever, working to a
12-7 record with a 4.23 ERA (118 ER/251.0 IP), compared to his 34-40 record
and 4.68 ERA (331 ER/636.1 IP) in 120 career starts...As a reliever, opponents
have hit .252 (243-for-966) against LeBlanc, while opponents have hit .275 (683-
for-2483) against him as a starter...In 2018, LeBlanc pitched in relief in his first
five games of the season before going on to make 27 consecutive starts, as
opposed to his 2019 campaign in which his longest stretch of consecutive starts
was six...L.eBlanc made nine consecutive relief appearances to end the 2019
season, and the Mariners lost each of his final 10 outings.

CAREER: The Louisiana native has made 245 career appearances (120 starts),
pitching to a 46-47 record with a 4.74 ERA (449 ER/887.1 IP)...Spent the 2018
and 2019 seasons with the Mariners, and has also spent time with the Padres,
Marlins, Astros, Yankees, Angels, and Pirates organizations...Originally drafted
by the San Diego Padres in the second round of the 2006 First-Year Player Draft
out of the University of Alabama...Named the SEC Freshman of the Year in 2004,
while also earning National Freshman of the Year honors from Baseball Ameri-
ca...His 334 career strikeouts for the Crimson Tide are a school record and his
46 career starts rank second.
