• Under Avila’s leadership, the Tigers have acquired a young core of talent through trades, the 
 Major League Baseball First-Year Player Draft and international free agency, while implementing a 
 long-term strategy that has a focus on developing and retaining young, controllable talent across 
 all levels of the organization. As a result of this focus, the Tigers player development system, which 
 was ranked near the bottom of its peers just a few years ago, entered 2020 ranked No. 6 in Major  
 League Baseball, according to MLB Pipeline.
• Avila has made significant staffing additions to the club’s international, professional and amateur 
 scouting departments, while also continuing to expand the club’s analytics department.
•  Has spearheaded infrastructure improvements throughout all areas of the Tigers player 
 development system, including a state-of-the-art facility at TigerTown in Lakeland and upgrades 
 to the organization’s academy in the Dominican Republic.

• Inducted into the Rawlings Gold Glove Award Hall of Fame on November 11, 2016.
• Following his outstanding playing career, Kaline spent 26 seasons providing color commentary  
 for Tigers television broadcasts.
• Began his broadcasting career in 1976, two seasons after his retirement as a player...joined   
 fellow Hall-of-Famer George Kell in the booth for WWJ-TV.
• Kaline and Kell remained a team through 1996, working with three different local television stations...Kaline 
 remained in the booth through part of the 2001 season with partners that included Hall-of-Famer Ernie  
 Harwell, Jim Price and Frank Beckmann before leaving to join a baseball advisory committee.
• Played all 22 of his seasons with the Tigers, matched in longevity only by Hall of Famer, Ty Cobb.
• In 1980, became just the 10th player ever elected to the Baseball Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility.
• Was selected to 18 All-Star Games, tops among all Tigers, including 13 consecutive years (1955- 
 67)...compiled a .324 (12x37) All-Star Game average and did not commit any errors.
• Won 10 Gold Gloves in 11 years from 1957-67...led the league in fielding twice (.993 mark in   
 1966, with a 1.000 mark in 1971).
• Recorded his 3,000th career hit off of Orioles pitcher Dave McNally on September 24, 1974, 
 becoming the 12th Major League player to reach that mark...finished his career with 3,007 hits, 
 and was the first Tigers player since Ty Cobb in 1921 to reach the 3,000-hit plateau.
• Is the Tigers all-time leader with 2,834 games played and 399 home runs...is the only player other 
 than Cobb to lead the franchise in any major career offensive category.
• His distinguished Major League career began with Detroit in 1953 when he was just 18 years  
 old...went straight to the Majors without ever playing in the Minor Leagues.
• Runner-up for the American League Most Valuable Player award in 1955 and 1963...finished   
 second to Yogi Berra in 1955 and Elston Howard in 1963...chosen by The Sporting News as its  
 Player of the Year both seasons.
• Became the youngest player ever to lead the American League in hitting at age 20, as he won the batting title  
 in 1955 with a .340 batting average...was one day younger than Ty Cobb when he won the title in 1907.
• Hit .300-or-better nine times and collected 20-or-more home runs nine times...topped .300 in five-of- 
 six seasons from 1958-63 and was the Tigers batting champion 10 times during his career.
• Posted 399 career home runs and maintained a .297 lifetime batting average...collected his   
 300th home run in 1967, becoming the 27th player in history to reach that total.
• Tied Tris Speaker for an American League record by appearing in 100-or-more games for 19 straight seasons.
• Accomplished the 100-or-more game streak despite several injuries, including a broken cheek  
 bone (1959), broken collar bone (1962), rib injury (1965, 1973), foot surgery (1965), broken  
 finger (1967) and a broken right arm (1968).
• Received the 1973 Roberto Clemente Award, given by the Commissioner of Baseball to the player
 best exemplifying baseball on and off the field.
• Received the 1974 Joseph E. Cronin trophy as the American League Player of the Year...other   
 awards include the 1973 Bill Slocum Award from the NY Baseball Writers for “long and 
 meritorious service to baseball,” the 1970 Fred Hutchinson Award exemplifying “character and  
 competitive spirit,” and the 1974 Tiger of Year from the Detroit Baseball Writers.
• Came back from a broken arm earlier in the season to bat .379 (11x29) against the St. Louis Cardinals in 
 the 1968 World Series...launched two home runs and drove in eight runs over the course of the series.
• Had his uniform number 6 retired by the Tigers on August 17, 1980, the first Tigers player to receive this honor.
• Selected by Tigers fans as one of three outfielders on the Tigers all-time team as announced during the  
 closing of Tiger Stadium in 1999...also selected to the “Tigers Greatest” team as selected by fans in 1969.
• He and wife, Louise have been married 65 years and have two sons, Mark and Michael...they also have four   
 grandchildren and one great-grandchild...Mark and his wife, Jill, have a daughter, Brittney and a son, Branden,   
 Michael has a daughter, Kelsey and a son, Colin, and Colin and his wife, Stephanie, have a daughter, Kennedy Louise.
• His grandson, Colin Kaline, was selected by the Tigers in the 26th round of the 2011 MLB Draft, 
 and is the head coach at Oakland University.

 Dodgers system, before earning a promotion to manager during the 1998 campaign.

• Prior to his coaching career, Parrish played for the Tigers from 1977-86 after being selected with 
 the club's first pick (16th overall) in the June 1974 MLB Draft. Parrish's legendary career helped 
 bring the 1984 World Series Championship to Detroit, and ranks as one of the franchise's greatest 
 backstops of all-time. 
• In addition to three Gold Glove Awards (1983-85), he won the Silver Slugger Award at catcher six 
 times (1980, 1982-84, 1986, 1990) and was a eight-time All-Star. Hit .252/.313/.440 over 1,988  
 career games, with 305 doubles, 27 triples, 324 home runs and 1070 RBI. 
• Retired after a 19 season Major League career, spending time with the Tigers, Angels (1989-92), 
 Mariners (1992), Indians (1993), Pirates (1994) and Blue Jays (1995). 
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Entering his sixth season as a special assistant to Executive Vice President of Baseball Operations 
and General Manager, Al Avila, the former Tigers manager and Baseball Hall of Famer remains 
integral to the organization's baseball operations.
• Named to his current position on November 3, 2014 after spending four years as the bench   
 coach for the Arizona Diamondbacks.
• In his role, Trammell assists in coaching at both the Major and Minor League levels of the 
 organization, is involved in baseball operations personnel meetings, travels throughout the Minor 
 League system and participates in community relations engagements.
• Elected to the National Baseball Hall of Fame by the Modern Baseball Era Committee on December 
 10, 2017…was officially inducted on July 29, 2018 in Cooperstown, NY.
• Had his uniform #3 retired by the Tigers on August 26, 2018 at Comerica Park...became the eighth 
 Tigers player to receive this honor.
• Served as the bench coach for the Chicago Cubs from 2007-10, helping the team to back-to-back NL

• Spent three seasons as the first base coach of the San Diego Padres from 2000-02.

• Credentials will be issued to online services that meet all of the following criteria:
 (1) Is part of a national news gathering agency.
 (2) Reaches a broad audience.
 (3) Produces original content.
 (4) Has an established record of developing original content.
 (5) Employs full-time journalists.
• The Ernie Harwell Media Center is for use by working media ONLY...credentials are not transferable.
• Credentialed media are prohibited from requesting autographs or photos with uniformed personnel on the field or in the clubhouse 
with any violation resulting in immediate revocation of the credential.
• Daily credentials will be available at the designated press lobby located on the corner of John R. and Montcalm street three-and-a-half 
hours before the scheduled first pitch.
• No credentials will be mailed.

MEDIA ENTRANCE
Media may enter Comerica Park through the media entrance, located at the corner of John R. and Montcalm street, across from the 
D Garage.

PARKING
A limited number of digital parking codes will be set aside for use by media on a daily basis. Please email the Tigers Media Relations 
office for more information.

ERNIE HARWELL MEDIA CENTER
The Ernie Harwell Media Center is located on the lower suite level behind home plate. Access to press areas is by ramp, media elevator 
and stairs (to the third-base side of home plate).
• No photography is permitted in the media center without prior approval from the Tigers Media Relations Department.
• When appropriate, seating charts will be posted, and some seats will be permanently reserved for the regular season. However,  
please contact a Tigers Media Relations representative for assistance with seating location.
• The media center includes a designated, partitioned area for broadcast media located on the first-base side of the media center.
• Game information will be available on the back counter of the media center approximately two hours before the game in limited 
quantities. All game-related documents can be accessed at mlbpressbox.com. Box scores, play-by-play sheets and post-game notes 
will be available on pressbox and emailed to credentialed media following the game.

CLUBHOUSES
Entrance to both clubhouses is on the Comerica Park service level, accessible by media elevator, ramp or stairs. The Tigers clubhouse 
is located behind third base, while the visitor’s clubhouse is behind first base.
• Pre- and post-game access rules are those issued by Major League Baseball.
• All still photography is prohibited in the Tigers clubhouse without prior consent from the Tigers Media Relations Department. 
• All video via mobile phone is prohibited in the Tigers clubhouse at all times. Please refer to Major League Baseball’s regular
season club/media regulations, section 14 for more information.
• Tweeting and texting are prohibited during the manager’s office pre-game and post-game media availability. The manager will  
speak to the media in his office prior to the game and post-game.  
• The manager will not address the media for pre-game media availability on a day game, following a night game. 

PRE-GAME FIELD ACCESS
Only media with credentials permitting field access will be allowed on the Comerica Park playing field. All media must clear the field 
30 minutes prior to first pitch. Media may only access the field through the home plate umpire tunnel.

TELEVISION COVERAGE
All local television stations are prohibited from shooting and distributing footage inside Comerica Park beginning 30 minutes prior to 
each contest and until all broadcast television rightsholders have signed off the air. 
• Footage from Comerica Park property and the concourse area are permitted as long as the playing field does not appear in any  
way in the shot. 
• Television cameras on and around field level are limited to natural light whenever players are on the field. 
• All local television stations desiring to shoot inside Comerica Park must request to do so in advance through the Tigers Media 
Relations Department.

IN-GAME FIELD ACCESS/PHOTO WELLS
Only those with credentials expressly permitting in-game field access will be allowed in the photo wells. Two photo wells are 
located adjacent to each dugout, one on the infield side and one on the outfield side of each. 
• In-game access is limited to still photographers and rightsholders broadcasting the game. Enter and exit the field via the home plate 
entrance only.
• All photographers must be inside the photo wells at all times. 
• While the game is in progress, photographers on the field may only change location between innings. Those photographers on  
the field who change location at any other time without prior approval from the Tigers Media Relations Department are subject to  
immediate revocation of credentials.
• The installation and placement of parabolic microphones and remote equipment is limited to camera wells and must not interfere  
or block house video.  All equipment must remain in the wells and not extend out toward the playing field.
• No ball — in play or dead — should be handled by anyone other than a ballboy/ballgirl.
   
MEDIA HOSPITALITY
Media hospitality is in the dining room, located in the back of the Ernie Harwell Media Center. There is a charge per meal.
• Open for meal service to accredited media members two hours before first pitch.

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MIKE ILITCH (1929-2017)

• Mike Ilitch was a once-in-a-generation entrepreneur and champion for Detroit.
• He and his wife, Marian, invested their family savings in 1959 to open the first Little Caesars store in 
 Garden City, Michigan, a suburb of Detroit. That single mom-and-pop pizza shop grew into the  
 largest carryout pizza chain in the world, with restaurants in 26 countries and territories across the 
 globe. The success of the business was built upon the exceptional quality and value of the Little  
 Caesars menu and Mike’s marketing savvy and imaginative ideas in production.
• The growth of Little Caesars helped Mike and Marian create other leading brands in the food, sports 
 and entertainment industries.
• The couple purchased the Detroit Red Wings in 1982. While the team was known as the Dead Wings at 
 the time, Mike and Marian believed they were a sleeping giant and immediately took charge to   
 turn the team around. By 1997, the Red Wings won their first Stanley Cup in 42 years, and they went 
 on to win three more. Four Stanley Cup parades held along Woodward Avenue in Detroit attracted 
 hundreds of thousands of people, many from the suburbs who had not been to downtown Detroit in 
 decades. Detroit became known as Hockeytown and brought a sense of pride to the area’s hockey  
 fans and the community as a whole.

• Throughout Mike’s life, he remained true to his hometown and was a zealous supporter of Detroit, working tirelessly to help it  
 prosper and to bring pride to the city. 
• In 1988, Mike and Marian purchased the neglected Fox Theatre and carefully restored it to its original 1928 splendor. 
• One year later, they moved their Little Caesars world headquarters from the suburbs into the newly renovated Fox Office Center  
 adjacent to the restored theatre. This was during a time when many businesses were fleeing the city. Restoration of the theatre and  
 renovation of the office building brought new life to the area. Currently,  
 the headquarters campus is being expanded with an addition of a new  
 nine-story, 234,000 square foot building next door to the Fox Theatre. 
• Mike displayed further commitment to the city he loved when he 
 purchased the Detroit Tigers in 1992 and built a new state-of-the-art 
 ballpark for the team. Remembering his early years as a Minor League  
 baseball player with the Tigers, he did everything in his power to make  
 the fan experience at Comerica Park a memorable one.  
• The new ballpark enabled Detroit to successfully host the MLB All-Star 
 Game in 2005 and the Tigers would go on to host the World Series in  
 2006. Mike also encouraged the Ford family to bring the Detroit Lions  
 back to Detroit from the suburbs and build a new stadium right next  
 door to the ballpark by relinquishing a portion of land to make way for  
 the new stadium. The new football venue allowed Detroit to host the  
 Super Bowl in 2006. 
• Mike and Marian believed passionately in giving back to the community. 
 As the parents of children who played hockey, the couple wanted to  
 provide other children the opportunity to play the sport as well. So they 
 established the Little Caesars Amateur Hockey Program in 1968, and it  
 has provided opportunities for tens of thousands of youngsters to play  
 the great game of hockey over the years. Hundreds have gone on to play 
 at colleges, universities and in the National Hockey League.
• The couple established the Little Caesars Love Kitchen in 1985. With 
 two trucks on the road to serve those in need, these restaurants on  
 wheels have served more than three million people. 
• Inspired by the story of a veteran returning to civilian life, Mike founded 
 the Little Caesars Veterans Program in 2006. He had read a newspaper 
 story about an Army Sergeant who had tragically lost both his legs 
 during combat in Iraq. As a veteran himself, Mike was impressed with  
 the can-do attitude of this veteran. The Little Caesars Veterans Program 
 that followed provides honorably discharged veterans with financial incentives and other support to help them open a Little  
 Caesars franchise. 
• The charitable reach of Mike & Marian Ilitch and the Ilitch companies has expanded to more than $207 million in grants and giving 
 since 2000. Ilitch Charities and its affiliates, the Detroit Red Wings Foundation and the Detroit Tigers Foundation, continue to  
 carry on the mission of supporting deserving causes and organizations across the community.
• As part of this charitable legacy, Mike & Marian Ilitch have personally gifted nearly $50 million to Detroit’s Wayne State University 
 – $8 million to the Department of Surgery and $40 million dedicated to establish the new Mike Ilitch School of Business, which will 
 train and educate the next generation of the city’s great entrepreneurs.
• Mike received numerous business, cultural, and philanthropic awards during his lifetime, including:

• Locally in Detroit, Mike was honored for his efforts in the community with the Joe Louis Brown Bomber Jacket Award, the   
 Distinguished Martin Luther King, Jr. Community Service Award, the Shining Light Regional Cooperation Award and the Edward H. 
 McNamara Goodfellow of the Year Award. He was also given the key to the city.
• Mike Ilitch was a remarkable American success story. In 2012, he wrote, “Develop a love for all people; be humble; work hard. I  
 guarantee you will be successful in life.” He did just that and had a life well lived.
