ABOUT THE A’'S: Had their five-game home winning streak snapped yesterday and are now 6-3 at
Phoenix Muni...have lost three straight road games and are 2-6 on the road...the pitching staff has issued
just 46 walks, which is tied with Cleveland for the fewest in the majors...rank second in the majors in on-
base percentage (.375) and fourth in batting (.295)...have struck out just 116 times, which is sixth fewest
in the majors...have hit 13 home runs, which is third fewest in the Cactus League...this is the A’s 45"
Spring Training in Arizona, including their 32" consecutive spring in Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-
78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982...will train again in Phoenix next
year before moving to a renovated Hohokam Stadium in Mesa in 2015...with the rainout a week ago
today, the A’s are now scheduled to play 33 games this spring, not including the exhibition game win
against Italy’'s WBC team earlier this spring...the schedule includes 30 games in Arizona and three in the
Bay Area against San Francisco (March 28-30)...the A’'s went 15-7-2 last spring, their first spring with a
winning record since 2008 (18-8)...it was the best record among Cactus League teams and third best in
the majors behind Toronto (24-7-1) and Detroit (20-8-5)...the 15 wins were three more than the A’s total
from each of the previous two springs (12-21-1 in 2011, 12-17-3 in 2010), despite playing just 24 games.

HOW THE A’S WERE BUILT: Of the 41 players on the A’s 40-man roster, 26 were acquired via trade and
two off waivers (Blackley, Scribner)...four were signed as free agents (Balfour, Col6n, Crisp and Moss)

innings...ranked second among AL rookies in saves and games pitched...however, had seven blown saves, which tied for second most among all
AL pitchers...his save percentage of 66.7% was the lowest in the majors and tied for second lowest in Oakland history...ranked third among AL
relievers in opponents batting average, fourth in slugging percentage (.261) and fifth in ERA.
