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ABOUT THE A’S: Are 6-7 over the last 13 games after starting the spring 
4-0-1…have a 10-7-1 record overall, which is the fourth best mark in the 
Cactus League…are 7-1 at Hohokam, 3-4-1 on the road and 0-2 at Las Ve-
gas…lead the majors in doubles (46) and sacrifice flies (9)…rank second 
in the Cactus League in walks (57), third in strikeouts (131) and triples (7) 
and fourth in runs (89)…the pitching staff leads the CL and ranks second 
in the majors with 140 strikeouts (Yankees, 159)…also rank fourth in ERA 
(4.01)…have committed 11 errors, which is tied with Colorado for the few-
est in the CL…have turned 18 double plays, which is fifth most…have one 
tie game after tallying five last year, which were the most by an Oakland 
team since moving to Arizona for Spring Training in 1969…now have 17 
tie games over the last seven springs…are scheduled to play 35 games 
this spring, including 30 games in Arizona, two in Las Vegas against the 
Cubs (March 13-14) and three in the Bay Area against the Giants (April 
2-4)…this is the A’s 47th Spring Training in Arizona…return to Mesa for 
the first time since 1978…after training in Bradenton in Florida in 1968, the 
A’s moved to Arizona in 1969 and trained in Mesa from 1969-78…moved 
to Scottsdale in 1979 and then spent 33 seasons at Phoenix Municipal 
Stadium from 1982-2014…the A’s went 15-13-5 last spring, which marked 
their third consecutive spring with a winning record (17-13-3 in 2013, 15-
7-2 in 2012)…the last time A’s had three straight winning springs was from 
2000-04 when they had five straight.

YESTERDAY: The A’s had their lone off day of the spring…on Wednesday, 
the A’s were shutout by Seattle at Peoria, 4-0…Drew Pomeranz started for 
Oakland and allowed just one run in 4.0 innings, but took the loss (4 h, 1 
bb, 5 so)…Chris Bassitt (3.0 ip, 2 h, 2 r, 2 er, 2 bb, 2 so) and Evan Scribner 
(1.0 ip, 3 h, 1 r, 1 er, 2 so) also pitched for the A’s…Oakland was held to 
three hits, all doubles by Craig Gentry, Mark Canha and Jason Pridie.

A’s vs. DODGERS: This is the second and final meeting between the A’s 
and Dodgers this spring…the A’s lost the first game on Monday at Camel-
back Ranch, 10-5…the A’s had a win and a tie in two meetings last spring, 
winning in Phoenix 7-3 on March 3 and tying in Glendale 8-8 on March 10.

PLAYER NOTES: Billy Burns is 11-for-23 (.450) with seven runs, a dou-
ble and two triples over his last eight games…leads the majors in runs (11) 
and is tied for the lead in hits (15) and triples (3)…is tied for the Cactus 
League lead in stolen bases (3), tied for sixth in total bases (23), ranks 
eighth in batting (.385) and ninth in slugging (.590)…has appeared in 12 
games in center field and seven in left field…Billy Butler has five hits this 
spring, four of which are for extra bases (two doubles, two home runs)…is 
tied for 10th in the CL in home runs…has appeared in six games at desig-
nated hitter and five at first base…Mark Canha is tied for 10th in the CL in 
home runs (2)…has appeared in six games in left field, three in right field 
and three at first base…Coco Crisp went 1-for-2 with a walk and a stolen 
base Tuesday against the Padres in his first action since March 8…has ap-
peared exclusively in left field…Ike Davis had his second multiple hit game 
March 10 against Arizona but has not played since then…has hit safely in 
three of his four games (5-for-10, .500)…Sam Fuld is 6-for-17 (.353) over 
his last six games after going 2-for-13 (.154) over his first five contests…
is tied for eighth in the CL in runs (7)…has made 10 appearances in cen-
ter field and one in right field…Craig Gentry has appeared in six games 
in center field and four in right field…Alex Hassan has not played since 
March 11…has appeared in six games in left field and two in right field…
Tyler Ladendorf is 6-for-12 (.500) with six RBI over his last five games…is 
tied for fourth in the CL in RBI (9)…has appeared in four games at second 
base, four in left field, four in center field, three at shortstop and three at 
third base…Brett Lawrie doubled twice Tuesday against the Padres after 
going 2-for-20 (.100) over his first eight games…has appeared exclusively 
at third base…Max Muncy (NR) went 3-for-3 with a double, home run and 
three RBI a week ago today against the Cubs at Las Vegas…is tied for 
third in the CL in doubles (4)…has appeared in 13 games at third base and 
two at first base…Matt Olson (NR) is tied for sixth in the CL in walks (5)…
Andy Parrino (NR) has appeared in 11 games at shortstop, four at sec-
ond base and three at third base…Josh Phegley doubled, homered and 
drove in three runs Monday at Los Angeles (NL) for his second multiple 
hit game and second three-RBI game of the spring…is tied for third in the 
CL in doubles (4)…Jason Pridie (NR) has appeared in 14 games in right 
field and four in center field…Marcus Semien is tied for eighth in the CL 
in RBI (7) and tied for 10th in home runs (2)…has appeared exclusively 
at shortstop…Eric Sogard is 5-for-14 (.357) over his last five games after 
going 0-for-12 over his previous five contests…has not struck out in 29 at 
bats this spring…has appeared in nine games at second base and three 
at shortstop…Ben Zobrist had his second two-hit game Tuesday against 
the Padres…is tied for third in the CL in doubles (4) and tied for eighth in 
RBI (7)…has not struck out in 22 at bats this spring…has appeared in five 

games at second base and the last four in the outfield (three in right field, 
one in left field).

OPENING DAY STARTER: A’s manager Bob Melvin has named Sonny 
Gray as the A’s Opening Day starter for April 6 against Texas…Gray also 
started the opener last year against Cleveland and tossed 6.0 shutout in-
nings (5 h, 3 bb, 7 so)…had a no decision in the A’s 2-0 loss…the last A’s 
pitcher to start consecutive openers is Barry Zito in 2005 and 2006.

IN CAMP: The A’s have 49 players in camp, which does not include two 
players on the 60-day disabled list (Griffin, Thompson)…the total includes 
34 players on the 40-man roster, which is full, and 15 non-roster invitees…
the breakdown includes 24 pitchers, five catchers, 13 infielders and seven 
outfielders.

OFF SEASON MOVES: The A’s made nine trades this offseason involving 
27 players…15 of the 17 players the A’s acquired in those trades began 
the spring in camp…the two exceptions were Yunel Escobar, who was 
traded four days after being acquired, and Franklin Barreto, who is in the 
A’s minor league camp…in addition to the players acquired in trades, the 
A’s also signed free agent Billy Butler to a three-year contract and claimed 
Alex Hassan, Chad Smith and Taylor Thompson off waivers.

HOW THE A’S WERE BUILT: Of the 34 active players on the 40-man 
roster, only two were drafted by the A’s (Doolittle, compensation pick fol-
lowing the 1st round in 2007, and Gray, 1st in 2011)…four were claimed off 
waivers (Freiman, Hassan, Otero, Scribner) and four were signed as free 
agents (Butler, Crisp, Kazmir, O’Flaherty)…the other 24 were all acquired 
in trades.

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have three players under contract beyond 
the 2015 season…Coco Crisp is signed through 2016 with a vesting option 
for 2017, Billy Butler is signed through 2017 and Sean Doolittle is signed 
through 2018 with club options for 2019 and 2020.

A’s MEDIA ALERTS: The A’s Media Relations Department will provide 
as up-to-date information as possible through its media-only Twitter ac-
count…for clubhouse hours, interview times and various media alerts, 
please follow @AsMediaAlerts…player transactions and other relevant 
game information will continue to be posted at @Athletics.

A’s ON THE AIR: The A’s radio network and flagship station 95.7 FM The 
Game has eight remaining broadcasts this spring, which includes all week-
end games, the night game on Thursday, March 26 against San Francisco 
and all three games against the Giants in the Bay Area in April…Ken Ko-
rach returns for his 20th year in the broadcast booth and will be joined by 
Vince Cotroneo (10th) and Ray Fosse, who enters his 30th season in the 
booth…Comcast SportsNet California has one remaining telecast on April 
2 against the Giants in San Francisco (7:15 pm)…Glen Kuiper joins Fosse 
in the broadcast booth…all games not broadcast over the air can be heard 
live via the club’s web site…in addition, six remaining games will be broad-
cast in the Bay Area on MLB Network.

RETURN TO HOHOKAM: The A’s and the City of Mesa reached a 20-year 
agreement for the team to return to Mesa in March of 2013…Oakland also 
holds two five-year options that could extend the contract to 30 years…the 
deal includes $26.9 million in renovations to Hohokam Stadium and Fitch 
Park…Hohokam Stadium will seat 10,000 fans, including approximately 
7,500 seats and space for approximately 2,500 additional fans to sit on the 
grass berms surrounding the outfield…among Hohokam Stadium’s many 
new amenities will be the largest HD scoreboard in the Cactus League (26 
x 56 feet).
