Ken Macha guided the A’s to a 90-win season for the second con-
secutive season and he is now 187-137 in two seasons as the A’s manager.
He posted a 91-71 record and a second place finish in the American League
West in 2004 after leading the A’s to the A.L. West Championship in 2003
in his major league managerial debut.  The A’s posted a 96-66 record in
2003 and the win total tied for the 10th best mark by a rookie manager in
major league history.

Macha was named as the 16th manager in Oakland history and the
27th manager in franchise history on October 29, 2002 after spending the
previous four seasons with the A’s as the bench coach for the man he
succeeded, Art Howe.  In addition to his two years as a manager, he has
13 years of experience on a major league coaching staff and has also man-
aged for four seasons in the minor leagues.

Macha came to the A’s in 1999 from the Boston organization where
he spent four seasons as a manager in the Red Sox farm system.  In his
first season in 1995, he guided Double-A Trenton to a 73-69 record and a
tie for first place in the Southern Division of the Eastern League before
losing to Reading in the playoffs.  In 1996, he managed the American
League affiliates in the Double-A All-Star game in July and the Thunder
finished the year 86-56, winning their division for the second consecutive
season before losing to Harrisburg in the playoffs.  Macha was promoted
to Triple-A Pawtucket in 1997 and guided his team to a third straight post-
season appearance before losing to Rochester in the first round of the
playoffs after an 81-60 record during the regular season.  He was named
International League Manager of the Year in 1998 after his club went 77-
64 and combined for a 317-249 record in his four seasons as manager.

Macha’s coaching career began in the major leagues with Montreal
in 1986 when he was named to Buck Rodgers coaching staff.  His respon-
sibilities included pre-game workouts, defensive positioning and charting
pitches.  He was named third base coach in 1987 and remained in that role
until taking a job as bullpen coach for the California Angels in 1992.  He
was moved to third base following the May 21 team bus crash and re-
mained with the Angels through 1994.

Macha played professionally for 14 seasons in the Pittsburgh,
Montreal and Toronto organizations.  He was originally drafted by the
Pirates in the sixth round of the 1972 June draft and played portions of the
1974, 77 and 78 seasons with Pittsburgh.  The former infielder also played
for both Canadian teams, spending two seasons with Montreal (1979-80)
and one with Toronto (1981).  He saw his most significant playing time
with the Expos in 1980, batting a career high .290 in 49 games with his
only major league home run.  Macha concluded his playing career in Ja-
pan, slugging 82 home runs with the Chunichi Dragons from 1982-85.  In
six seasons in the majors, Macha hit .258 with one home run and 35 RBI
in 180 games as a catcher, first baseman, third baseman and outfielder.

Ken graduated from Gateway High School in Pittsburgh and then
earned a degree in civil engineering from the University of Pittsburgh.
He and his wife, Carolyn Virginia, have two children, Eric and Kristin.
Eric was drafted by the A’s in the 33rd round of the 2003 June draft.

Brad Fischer is in his 26th season in the A’s organization, his ninth at
the major league level.  He had been a minor league player, minor league
manager, minor league instructor and assistant director of player develop-
ment before Art Howe named him as his bullpen coach in 1996.  Brad was
the A’s first base coach in 1997 before moving back to the bullpen for the
1998 season.  He returned to the first base coaching box in 2003 and is
also in his second season as the A’s spring training coordinator.

Fischer’s playing career lasted just one season (1978) at Bend, the
A’s rookie league club, although he did appear in emergency situations at
Madison in 1983 and ’84.  He was out of baseball in 1979 but returned to
the Oakland organization in 1980 as manager of Single-A Medford.

In his second season as manager, the A’s won the Northwest League
championship with a 42-28 record as Fischer earned Manager of the Year
honors.  After a promotion to Madison he guided the Muskies to a league
championship in 1982 and a playoff appearance in 1984.  Fischer man-
aged at Huntsville from 1985-87 and reached the playoff all three years,
including his second league championship in 1985.  The former catcher
took over the helm of the A’s Triple-A affiliate at Tacoma from 1988-90
and in his final season with the Tigers he reached the post season for the
seventh time.  Fischer finished his 11-year minor league managerial ca-
reer with a 743-670 record.

Following his stint as a manager, Fischer was a minor league in-
structor for the A’s from 1991-93.  He then spent two seasons working
with Keith Lieppman as the assistant director of player development.

Fischer attended Western Michigan University in Kalamazoo and
earned a B.S. degree in Industrial Education.  He hit .352 with 34 RBI in
40 games as a senior and signed with the A’s as a non-drafted free agent.
He and his wife, Mary, have four children, Dan (22), Kelly (19), Kaitlyn
(14) and Ryan (10).

Former major league catcher Bob Geren returns to the A’s coaching
staff for the second consecutive season as the bullpen coach.  It is his first
assignment at the major league level.

Geren joined the A’s organization in 1999 as a manager at Single-A
Modesto and spent the next three seasons at the helm of Triple-A Sacra-
mento.  In his first season, the Modesto club finished 88-52 and won both
halves in the Northern Division of the California League before losing to
San Jose in the Cal League semi-finals.  For his efforts, Geren was named
California League Manager of the Year.  He then led Sacramento to con-
secutive first place finishes in the Southern Division of the Pacific Coast
League, finishing 90-54 in 2000 and 75-69 in 2001, before losing in the
first round of the playoffs both times.  Sacramento went 66-78 in 2002,
giving Geren a 319-253 record in four seasons as a manager in the A’s
farm system.

Geren has a 452-390 record in seven seasons as a minor league man-
ager as he also managed in three of his five seasons in the Boston Red Sox
organization from 1994-98.  He joined the Red Sox as the minor league
roving catching instructor in 1994 and made his managerial debut at Utica
of the New York-Penn League in 1995.  The Blue Sox went 33-40 that
year and Geren moved on to the Red Sox Gulf Coast League team in 1996
where his club went 24-36.  He returned to his duties as minor league
catching instructor in 1997 before managing Sarasota of the Florida State
league to a 76-61 record in 1998.

Geren’s professional playing career spanned 15 seasons, including
five years in the majors with the New York Yankees and the San Diego
Padres.  Originally a first round pick of the San Diego organization in
1979, he was traded to the St. Louis organization prior to making his
major league debut with the Yankees in 1988.  He played four seasons
with New York from 1988-91 and enjoyed his best season in 1989 when
he batted .288 and hit a career best nine home runs.  After spending the
1992 season in Boston’s minor league system, Geren finished his playing
career with San Diego in 1993.  He owns a .233 career batting average in
307 major league games.

Geren graduated from Clairemont High School in San Diego in 1979
and he was the San Diego High School Baseball Player of the Year as a
senior.

Dave Hudgens was named interim hitting coach on May 31, 2003,
replacing Thad Bosley who was relieved of his duties.  He spent the re-
mainder of the season with the A’s and remains as hitting coach in 2004.
This is Hudgens second stint as A’s hitting coach, a position he previously
held during the 1999 season.

Hudgens is in his 15th season in the A’s organization, seven of which
have been spent as the A’s Assistant Director of Player Development.  He
held that position from 1996-98 and from 2000 until returning to Oakland
last year.  Hudgens duties in the player development role included serving
as the A’s roving minor league hitting instructor.  Prior to that, Hudgens
filled a similar role in the Houston organization where he spent six years
from 1990-95.  Hudgens sandwiched two stints as the Astros Roving Hit-
ting Instructor around a one-year assignment as a coach at Double-A Jack-
son in the Texas League.  While with the Astros, he also managed Houston’s
1994 Venezuelan Winter League Magallanes club with Tim Tolman.

Prior to joining the Astros organization, Hudgens managed for four
seasons in the A’s minor league system, compiling a 144-151 record.  He
made his managerial debut at Pocatello in the Pioneer Rookie League in
1985, guiding the Gems to a 24-45 record.  He spent the next three sea-
sons at Medford of the Class-A Northwest League which included a first
place finish in the Southern Division in 1988 when the A’s finished 46-30.
His coaching career began in 1984 as a player-coach for Albany in the
Eastern League.

Hudgens began his professional baseball career in 1979 at Waterloo
after signing with the Cleveland Indians organization as a free agent.  He
batted .291 with 26 HR and 85 RBI at Waterloo, but that would be his best
season until coming to the A’s organization in 1982 following his release
by the Indians.  The outfielder/first baseman hit .301 with 24 HR and 82
RBI at Single-A Modesto in 1982 and .279 with 21 HR and 72 RBI at
Triple-A Tacoma in 1983, earning himself a promotion to Oakland.
Hudgens played six games with Oakland in September of 1983 and was 1
for 7.

Hudgens was drafted by the Mets in the first round of the January,
1975 draft and the Brewers in the 18th round of the June, 1977 draft but
did not sign either time as he attended Arizona State University.  He ma-
jored in Physical Education and appeared in two College World Series in
four seasons with the Sun Devils.

Dave and his wife, Rita, have been married for 24 years.  They have
four children: Jordan (20), Heather (17), Tressa (13) and Rock (5).

Chris Speier returns to the major leagues for his third season on a
coaching staff, his first as the A’s bench coach.  He began his major league
coaching career as the third base coach with the Milwaukee Brewers in
2000 and spent the 2001 season as the third base coach for the World
Champion Arizona Diamondbacks.

Speier has four years of minor league managerial experience as he
compiled a 256-240 record in the Diamondbacks farm system.  His first
assignment came with Lethbridge of the Pioneer Rookie League in 1996
and he guided the club to a 50-22 record and a post-season appearance.
Speier followed that with a California League championship in 1997 at
the helm of Single-A High Desert.  He led the Mavericks to an 83-57
record and was named California League Manager of the Year.  Speier
spent the 1998 and 1999 seasons at Triple-A Tucson where the Sidewind-
ers finished 57-85 and 66-76.  His managerial experience also includes a
season with Scottsdale of the Arizona Fall League in 1998.

Speier began his coaching career following the conclusion of his
playing career in 1989, serving as a roving minor league instructor in the
San Francisco Giants farm system in 1990 and 1991.  He returned to the
coaching ranks in 1995 on the coaching staff of Double-A Orlando in the
Chicago Cubs farm system.

Speier had a 19-year career in the major leagues from 1971 to 1989.
He had a .246 career batting average with 112 home runs and 720 RBI in
2260 major league games.  The former shorstop was a three-time All-Star
from 1972-74 and also had three post-season appearances with San Fran-
cisco in 1971 and 1987 and Montreal in 1981.  Speier made his major
league debut with San Francisco in 1971 and played for the Giants until
being traded to Montreal early in the 1977 season.  He played for the
Expos until 1984 and also had stops at St. Louis (1984), Minnesota (1984)
and the Chicago Cubs (1985-86) before finishing his career with three
seasons with the Giants from 1987-89.  Speier hit for the cycle twice in
his career; once as an Expo on July 20, 1981 against Atlanta, and once
after returning to the Giants on July 9, 1988 in a five-hit game against St.
Louis.  He had an eight RBI game on September 22, 1982 against Phila-
delphia and homered off Pittsburgh’s Steve Blass in Game 4 of the 1971
NLCS.  Speier had a career high 15 home runs in 1972 when he was the
shortstop on The Sporting News 1972 National League All-Star team.  He
was named to the Montreal Expos Hall of Fame in 1988.

Speier was born in Alameda, California and graduated from Alameda
High School in 1968.  He was drafted by the Washington Senators in the
11th round of the 1968 June draft but did not sign and attended the Uni-
versity of California at Santa Barbara.  He eventually signed with the
Giants as a selection in the secondary phase of the 1970 January draft.
Speier has four sons, Justin, Luke, Cole and Travis, and two daughters,
Erika and Brittany.  His oldest son, Justin, is a pitcher for the Toronto
Blue Jays.

Curt Young made his major league coaching debut in 2004 after be-
ing named A’s pitching coach on December 2, 2003.  This is Young’s 17th
season in the Oakland organization, which includes 12 years as a player
and four years as a minor league coach.

Young began his coaching career in 2000 as the pitching coach at
Double-A Midland.  His first Midland staff compiled a 4.64 ERA which
was the lowest figure posted by the club in 15 years.  His 2001 staff bet-
tered the previous year’s figure by 24 points, finishing with a 4.40 ERA,
and in 2002 the Rockhounds finished with a 3.88 ERA.  Young was moved
up to Triple-A Sacramento for the 2003 season and the River Cats posted
the fourth best ERA in the Pacific Coast League (3.90) en route to the
PCL Championship.

Young compiled a 69-53 record and a 4.31 ERA in 251 games, 162
starts, in an 11-year major league career that included stints with Oakland
(1983-91, 93), Kansas City (1992) and the New York Yankees (1992).  He
was originally drafted by the A’s in the fourth round of the 1981 June draft
and made his major league debut in 1983.  The left-hander went 13-9 with
a 3.45 ERA in 1986 and led the team in victories, earning him an opening
day start in 1987.  He matched his career best in wins in 1987, posting a
13-7 record and a 4.08 ERA in a career high 31 starts.  Young was also a
member of the A’s starting rotation when they won three consecutive
American League pennants from 1988-90.  He tossed two one-hitters dur-
ing his career: October 5, 1986 against Kansas City and June 9, 1987
against Chicago.

Young graduated from Arthur Hill High School in Saginaw, Michi-
gan, where he also starred as a quarterback, and attended Central Michi-
gan University.  In 1980, he pitched for the United States team in the
World Amateur Baseball Tournament in Japan.  Young makes his off-
season home in Scottsdale, Arizona.

Ron Washington is in his ninth season as A’s coach.  After serving as
the A’s first base coach in 1996, Ron moved across the diamond to third
base in 1997 and has remained there ever since.  In addition, Washington
has also worked with the A’s infielders and was instrumental in the
developement of three-time Gold Glove third baseman, Eric Chavez.
Washington came to the A’s after five years in the New York Mets organi-
zation.

Washington’s coaching career began in 1991 at Tidewater, the Mets
Triple-A affiliate in the International League.  He spent two seasons there
before taking over as manager of New York’s Single-A Columbia Bomb-
ers of the South Atlantic League.  In 1993 he guided the Bombers to a 64-
77 record and Columbia finished 59-76 in 1994.  In 1995, he returned as a
coach for the Mets Triple-A affiliate, now at Norfolk.

The former infielder spent all or parts of 10 seasons in the major
leagues with Los Angeles, Minnesota, Baltimore, Cleveland and Hous-
ton.  He made his debut with the Dodgers in 1977 and, despite hitting .368
in 10 games, did not return to the majors until 1981 with Minnesota.  The
New Orleans native hit .271 with a career high 5 HR and 39 RBI in his
first full season in the majors in 1982 and he batted a career high .294 for
the Twins in 1984.  Washington was released by the Twins prior to the
1987 season and played 26 games for Baltimore that year.  He played 69
games with Cleveland in 1988 and seven games for the Astros in 1989.
Washington finished his professional playing career with the Texas Rang-
ers Triple-A Oklahoma City farm team in 1990.

He graduated from John McDonogh High School in 1970 and at-
tended Manatee Junior College.  He was signed as a free agent by Kansas
City out of the Royals Baseball Academy.  Ron and his wife, Geraldine,
live in New Orleans, Louisiana.

2004 RECAP: The A’s posted a 91-
71 record in 2004 for their fifth con-
secutive season of 90 or more wins
and their sixth straight season with a
winning record…it marks just the
second time in Oakland history the
A’s have won at least 90 games in five
straight seasons (1971-75)…the six
straight seasons above .500 is second
only to the nine straight winning sea-
sons the A’s posted during their first
nine years in Oakland (1968-76)…the A’s and San Francisco are the only
teams with at least 90 wins in each of the last five seasons…the A’s are
now 483-326 (.597) over the last five seasons which is the second best
record in the majors over that span to the New York Yankees (487-319,
.604)…the 483 wins are the second best five-year total in Oakland history
to the 486 from 1988-92…however, for the first time since 1999 the A’s
did not reach post season play, snapping their streak of consecutive post
season appearances at four…the 91 wins set an Oakland record for most
wins without reaching the post season, topping the previous high from
1970 when the A’s finished 89-73, nine games behind Minnesota…the
last time any A’s team won 90 or more games without reaching the post
season was in 1932 when the Philadelphia A’s went 94-60 and finished 13
games behind the Yankees…the A’s finished in second place in the Ameri-
can League West this year, one game behind Anaheim, and second place
in the A.L. Wild Card, seven games behind Boston…excluding the strike
season of 1994 (when the A’s finished one game out of first), that is the
closest the A’s have finished to first place in the West without winning the
division…the previous closest was in 1976 when they finished 87-74, 2½
games behind Kansas City…the A’s spent 88 days this year in sole pos-
session of first, nine days tied for first, 42 days in second, five days tied
for second and 38 days in third…the 97 days in first or tied for first were
the A’s most such days in first since 1992 when they had 136…were in
sole possession of first every day from August 6 to September 27 and
were tied for first place as late as September 30…that marks just the fifth
time in Oakland history that the A’s have been in first place after May 31
and not gone on to win the division…the other years are 1969 (last day in
first was July 4), 1978 (July 5), 1987 (August 29) and 1991 (June 15)…the
A’s were 51-44 at the conclusion of play on July 23 and trailed Texas by
4½ games in the A.L. West…then went 30-10 over their next 40 games
from July 24 to September 4 to go from a 4½ game deficit in the West to
a four-game lead…that stretch included a season high tying eight-game
winning streak from August 23 to 31…the A’s then went 10-17 over the
final 27 games from September 5 until the end of the season…had a three-
game lead as late as September 19 but then lost nine of their final 13
games…went into the final series of the season tied for first with Ana-
heim but lost two of three to the Angels to finish the season in second
place…the A’s started the season 10-6, their best record after 16 games
since 1992 (11-5)…that gave the A’s a two-game lead in the West but they

followed that with a season high six-game
losing streak from April 23 to 29 which
dropped the A’s to third place, three games
behind Anaheim and Texas…fell to 10-11 on
April 28 to drop the A’s under .500 for the
first time since June 6, 2002 (29-30)…were
a season low three games under .500 on May
5 (12-15) but then won 13 of the next 16
games to improve to 25-18 on May 23…then
lost five of six on a road trip to Boston (1-2)
and Cleveland (0-3) from May 25 to 30 to
start a stretch where 11 of the A’s 22 series
from May 25 through August 9 were against

teams in first place in their division…during that stretch, 33 of the A’s 68
games were against a first place team and the A’s were 20-13 in those 33
games…held first place in the West from June 8 to 21 and spent four days
in first or tied for first from July 3 to 6…that marked the first time the A’s
were in first place in July since 1992.

THE FINAL 27 GAMES: The A’s were 81-
54 and had a four game lead in the American
League West entering play on September
5…finished the season by going 10-17 over
the final 27 games and ended up in second
place, one game behind Anaheim…were
outscored 155-99 over the 27 games and were
held to three runs or less 16 times…the pitch-
ing staff compiled a 5.31 ERA over that
span…the starters were 5-12 with a 5.82 ERA (100 er in 150.2 ip) and
tossed six innings or fewer 14 times…the bullpen had four saves and five
blown saves…the A’s offense batted .245 (226 for 922), including .184
(43 for 234) with runners in scoring position…the A’s committed 25 er-
rors in the 27 games.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s were 33-
19 in one-run decisions and set an Oakland record for one-run wins, break-
ing the mark of 32 set in 2002…led the majors in one-run wins and had
the most one-run victories by an American League team since Kansas
City had 38 in 1993…the 52 one-run decisions also led the majors…80 of
the A’s 162 games were decided by two runs or less and the A’s were 46-
34 in those games…the A’s were 12-7 in extra inning games and tied
Minnesota and Cincinnati for the most extra inning wins in the
majors…only Cleveland, with 23, had more extra inning games…played
three straight extra inning games from June 1 to 3…it was the seventh
time in Oakland history the A’s have played three straight extra inning
games but the first time the A’s won all three…the A’s were 35-27 in
games decided in the seventh inning or later, including 26-21 in games
decided in the last at bat…had six straight games decided in the last at bat
from May 28 to June 3…the A’s had 15 “walk-off” wins in 2004, includ-
ing six by home run…that sets an Oakland record for game-ending home
runs, topping the mark of five (1970, 1978, 1986 and 2002)…erased a
deficit of three or more runs 12 times and were 10-2 in those games…erased
a six-run deficit against Boston on July 8 only to lose 8-7 in 10 innings…the
largest deficit overcome to win was five on July 26 against Seattle when
they won 14-5 after trailing 5-0 entering the bottom of the fourth…blew a
lead of three or more runs 19 times and were 9-10 in those games…the
largest lead the A’s blew was a 7-1 lead after four innings in a 10-8 loss to
New York on May 4.

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A’s OFFENSE: The A’s set Athletics franchise (1901-2004) records with
336 doubles and 5728 at bats, set an Oakland record with 1545 hits and
tied an Oakland record with a .270 batting average (also 2000)…the hits
were the most by an Athletics team since the 1932 Philadelphia A’s had
1606…the A’s ranked tied for sixth in the American League in batting
average, third in walks (608) and fifth in on-base percentage (.343) but
were ninth in runs scored (793)…hit .260 (379 for 1460) with runners in
scoring position, which was second lowest in the A.L. (Toronto, .259),
and left 1274 runners on base which led the AL…those were the most
runners left on base by an A.L. team since New York had 1276 in 1997…the
A’s were shutout just three times in 2004 which tied Boston for the fewest
in the A.L. and matched the Oakland record for fewest in a season (also in
2001)…ranked third in the A.L. in doubles…stole 47 bases which was the
fewest in the A.L. and the third fewest in Oakland history…grounded into
142 double plays which was third most in the A.L. and had 25 sacrifice
hits which was fourth fewest…averaged 3.89 pitches per plate appear-
ance which was second most in the majors (Boston, 3.93).

PITCHING: After leading the American League in ERA in each of the
previous two seasons, the A’s posted a 4.17 ERA in 2004 which ranked
second in the A.L. to Minnesota’s 4.03…that marks the fourth consecu-
tive season the A’s have finished first or second in the A.L. in ERA but the
4.17 ERA was the A’s highest since the 2000 season when they finished
with a mark of 4.58…the A’s had five 10-game winners in 2004, marking
just the third time in Oakland history that has been accomplished (also
1968 and 1971)…the A’s hit an Oakland record 68 batters which was fifth
most in the AL…broke the previous record of 64 set in 1997 and those
were the most hit batters by an A’s team since the 1911 Philadelphia A’s
hit a franchise record 81 batters…topped the majors with 29 pickoffs which
was the most by a major league team since the New York Mets had 31 in
2000…they are the most by an A’s team since 1987, the earliest year pickoff
data is available…led the A.L. in complete games (10) and had the second
lowest opponents batting average (.262)…allowed 164 home runs which
was third fewest in the A.L. but was the most by an A’s pitching staff since
the 1998 A’s allowed 179.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers were 64-45 with a 4.24
ERA and .266 opponents batting average…ranked second in the A.L. in
ERA (Minnesota, 4.08) and opponents batting average (Boston, .258) and
fourth in wins…led the A.L. in complete games (10), innings pitched
(1030.2) and fewest home runs allowed (109)…the A’s used just six start-
ing pitchers in 2004 (Zito, Mulder, Redman, Harden, Hudson, Saarloos),
tying an Oakland record for fewest starting pitchers used in a season (also
2001)…five of those starters won at least 10 games (all but Saarloos),
marking the first time in Oakland history the A’s have had five starters
win at least 10 games…A’s starting pitchers went seven consecutive games
without recording a decision from May 28 to June 4, tying a major league
record…it broke the previous Oakland record of six from July 17-22,
1996…starters had a 1.84 ERA during that seven-game stretch…the trio
of Mark Mulder, Tim Hudson and Barry Zito went 14 straight games with-
out recording a win twice in 2004 (April 23 to May 8 and September 9
through the end of the season), the longest such streaks since Zito was the
last to make his major league debut on July 22, 2000…the trio started all
games of a three-game series six times in 2004 and have done it 23 times
overall…the A’s have swept the opposition six times with that trio, won
two games 11 times, won one game three times and were swept three
times (April 27-29, 2001 at New York; April 27-29, 2004 at New York;
September 21-23 at Texas)…the three pitchers are a combined 34-20 with
a 3.40 ERA (171 er in 452.2 ip) in 69 starts over the 23 series…there have
been only two instances where Mulder, Zito and Hudson were the losing
pitchers in three straight games: April 27-29, 2001 at New York and July
17-19, 2003 at Minnesota (first three games of a four-game series)…the
trio combined for a 40-25 record and a 4.17 ERA (291 er in 627.1 ip) in 94
starts this year and are 234-123 with a 3.54 ERA (1215 er in 3088.1 ip)
over the last five years.

THE BULLPEN: The bullpen blew 28 saves which is the most by an A’s
bullpen since the statistic was tracked starting in 1972…the previous high
was 26 in 1987…the 28 blown saves tied Cleveland and Detroit for the
most in the American League this year and were tied for third most in the
majors…the pen saved just 35 games which was seventh in the A.L. and
the fewest by an A’s team since the 1996 A’s had 34…the pen had a save
percentage of 55.6% which tied for third lowest in the A.L. and fourth
lowest in the majors…it was fifth lowest by an Oakland team since
1972…the A’s were 9-18 in games in which the bullpen blew a save…the
pen was 27-26 with a 4.00 ERA and .251 opponents batting
average…ranked sixth in the A.L. in ERA and seventh in opponents bat-
ting average…had the second fewest innings pitched (440.2)…allowed
61 of 226 (27.0%) inherited runners to score which was second lowest in
the AL…pen was 13-10 with 20 saves in 31 opportunities (64.5%), a 3.14
ERA and .219 opponents batting average after the All-Star Break…went
14-16 with 15 saves in 32 opportunities (46.9%), a 4.84 ERA and .279
opponents batting average before the break.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s committed just 91 errors which tied for
second fewest in the American League and was the second fewest in fran-
chise history in a non-strike season…the Oakland record for fewest errors
is 87 in 1990…tied the 1990 club for the best fielding percentage in fran-
chise history with an A.L. leading .986…had 1809 assists which was 97
more than any other A.L. team and second in Oakland history to the record
of 1821 set in 1976…turned an A.L. leading 172 double plays which was
second only in Oakland history to the record of 195 set in 1996…the A’s
committed just 61 errors over the first 127 games but then made 30 over
the final 35 games…had a season high eight-game errorless streak from
August 8 to 15…committed a season high five errors on September 5 at
Toronto…the A’s were 64-33 when committing no errors, 27-38 when
making one or more and 6-15 when making two or more.

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s
posted an 11-12 record in April, snap-
ping a streak of 10 consecutive
months with a winning record…prior
to April, the last time the A’s had a
losing record in a month was in May
of 2002 when they went 10-17…fol-
lowed up April by going 15-11 in
May, the third best record in the
American League…led the A.L. in
ERA in May (3.72)…posted a win-
ning record in June for the third con-
secutive season with a 17-10 mark…led the majors with a .286 batting
average in June, the sixth best one month batting average in Oakland
history…went 15-12 in July for their fourth consecutive winning
July…then went 20-8 in August, the fourth consecutive season the A’s
have won 20 games in August…the A’s have an 86-28 (.754) record in
August over that span, the best record in the majors by 14½ games (St.
Louis, 74-43)…led the A.L. in ERA in August (3.48) and had the second
best record (Boston, 21-7)…then went 12-16 in September, the first time
the A’s posted a losing record in September since going 13-14 in 1999…the
16 losses were the A’s most in one month since May of 2002 when they
went 10-17…had 67 doubles in September which set an Oakland record
for doubles in a month, topping the previous mark of 64 from July, 2001.

AFTER THE BREAK: The A’s
posted a 44-32 (.579) record after the
All-Star Break which was fifth best
in the American League…now have
a 249-129 (.650) winning percent-
age after the All-Star Break since
2000 which is the best post break
record in the majors over that
span…were 47-39 (.547) before the
break and trailed Texas in the A.L.
West by just two games…that was
the closest the A’s have been to first place at the break since 1992 when
they were also two out.

AT HOME: The A’s went 52-29 at
home which was the third best home
record in the American
League…those were the A’s fewest
home wins since 2000 when they
were 47-34…the A’s won 16 home se-
ries, lost seven and split three…were
swept at home by Anaheim, April 23-
25, marking the first time the A’s were
swept at home since May 7-9, 2002
by Boston, a streak of 48 consecutive
home series without being swept…that was part of a six-game home los-
ing streak from April 11-May 5 that put the A’s home record at 4-7…then
went 41-12 over the next 53 home games from May 6 through August 29,
including a pair of eight-game home winning streaks from May 19 to June
3 and June 5 to 13...went 11-1 on a 12-game homestand against Chicago
(2-0), Toronto (3-1), Cincinnati (3-0) and Pittsburgh (3-0) from June 1-
13…set an Oakland record for wins on a homestand…went 7-0 on a
homestand against Baltimore (4-0) and Tampa Bay (3-0) from August 23
to 29…that marked the eighth undefeated homestand of six or more games
in Oakland history, the sixth in the last four years…it was just the third
time the A’s have gone 7-0 on a homestand…then went 7-10 over the final
17 home games.

ON THE ROAD: The A’s went 39-42 on the road for the second consecu-
tive season and had the sixth best road record in the American League…the
A’s won 13 road series, lost 11 and split two…went 13-9 over the first
three road trips but then had four straight losing road trips from May 25 to
July 22…went 7-20 over that stretch which marked the first time the A’s
have had four straight losing road trips since 1997…then went 16-7 over
the next 23 road games before going 3-6 on the final trip…17 of the A’s 42
road losses came in the last at bat.

TEAMMATES: The A’s had five players hit 20 or more home runs (Chavez
29, Dye 23, Crosby 22, Durazo 22, Byrnes 20) which ties an Oakland
record set in 1996 and matched in 1999 and 2000…had two players hit
.300 or better (Durazo, .321 and Kotsay, .314), marking just the second
time in Oakland history the A’s have had two .300 hitters in a season…the
other time was in 1998 (Canseco, .307 and D.Henderson, .304)…had two
hitters finish in the top 10 in the A.L. in batting for the first time since 1968
when Danny Cater finished second (.290), Bert Campaneris seventh (.276)
and Rick Monday 10th (.274)…the A’s had five starters win 10 or more
games (Mulder 17, Hudson 12, Harden 11, Redman 11, Zito 11) for the
first time since moving to Oakland in 1968…it marks just the third time in
Oakland history the A’s have had five 10-game winners (also 1968 and
1971)…the A’s were one of three teams (Boston and St. Louis) with five
10-game winners, one of six teams to have at least five players hit 20 home
runs and one of nine teams with at least two .300 hitters.

IN THE PINCH: The A’s had the fourth lowest pinch batting average in
the American League as they went 20 for 110 (.182)…that is the fourth
lowest pinch average by an A’s team since the club moved to Oakland in
1968…the A’s 1994 A’s hit .141, the 1973 club hit .153 and the 1981 A’s hit
.157…A’s pinch hitters had 120 plate appearances in 2004 which was third
most in the AL…ranked seventh in home runs (3) and RBI (17).

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s used the disabled list 11 times in 2004,
the most times the A’s have used the D.L. since 2000 when they also used
it 11 times…the players combined to miss a total of 516 games which was
the A’s most since 1999 when 12 players combined to miss 566
games…from June 28 to July 9, the A’s had seven players on the DL…Mark
Ellis missed the most time as he spent the entire year on the DL with a torn
labrum in his right shoulder.

WINS AND LOSSES: The A’s were 50-10 when hitting more home runs
than the opposition and 15-34 when they were outhomered…were 50-24
when the starter went seven or more innings and 41-47 when the starter
pitched fewer than seven innings…were 59-32 when scoring first and 32-
39 when the opponents scored first…the A’s went 7-0 against Baltimore
marking just the second time in franchise history the A’s have gone unde-
feated against an A.L. team...went 12-0 against New York in 1990…the
A’s were a combined 6-21 (.222) against Boston (1-8), New York (2-7) and
Cleveland (3-6) and 85-50 (.630) against the rest of baseball.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s
went 10-8 in interleague play this year,
the fifth time in eight interleague sea-
sons the A’s have posted a winning
record against the National League
(have finished .500 twice)…the A’s
have the best all-time record in
interleague play with a mark of 85-55
(.607) which is two games better than
the Yankees (82-56, .594)…are 22-22
all-time against San Francisco and 63-
33 (.656) against the rest of the NL…this year, the A’s led the majors dur-
ing interleague play in batting (.316), runs (121), hits (206), on-base per-
centage (.379) and slugging (.510), ranked second in doubles (47) and were
sixth in home runs (23)…the pitching staff posted a 4.81 ERA which was
eighth highest.

ATTENDANCE: The A’s drew 2,201,516 fans in 2004, the fourth con-
secutive season the A’s have reached 2,000,000 in attendance…it marked
the 10th time in club history the A’s have gone over two million and it was
the seventh best single season total in Oakland history…the A’s ranked
seventh in the American League in attendance…had the largest crowd in
the majors this year and the largest in Network Associates Coliseum his-
tory on June 26 against San Francisco with a crowd of 55,989…drew
158,152 fans for the three games series against the Giants, setting an Oak-
land record for attendance in a three-game series.

Eric
Chavez hits a two-run home run to tie the game and
Damian Miller adds a sacrifice fly to give the A’s the
lead.  Mulder then allows a solo home run to Coco Crisp
in the eighth inning to tie the game and he ends up with
his third straight no decision, allowing three runs on
six hits and four walks in seven innings.  Justin
