A pitcher is credited with a save when he meets all three of the following conditions:
1. He is the finishing pitcher in a game won by his club, and
2. He is not the winning pitcher, and
3. He qualifies under one of the following conditions:
a. He enters the game with a lead of no more than three runs and pitches for at least one inning, or
b. He enters the game with the potential tying run either on base, at bat, or on deck
(that is, the potential tying run is either on base or is one of the first two batsmen he faces), or
c. He pitches effectively for at least three innings

League batting titles.

A hitter may be designated to bat for the pitcher in any spot in the batting order in any game without affecting the status of the pitcher.

The designated hitter is “locked” into the batting order but may be removed for a pinch-hitter or pinch-runner, who in turn becomes
the designated hitter. The designated hitter, while still in the game, may be used defensively but the pitcher then assumes the batting
order of the replaced defensive player, thus terminating the designated hitter role.
