ABOUT THE A’S: Won three of four from Baltimore to start the homestand
and have now won eight of the last 12 games after losing the first two...
are 8-6 (.571), which is the fourth best record in the American League...have
outscored their opponents 66-50 and the +16 run differential is second best
in the AL to the Guardians (+25)...three of the A's six losses have been by one
run, which is tied for the most in the AL...have not won or lost more than two
straight games...have won three of four in their two four-game series and
lost two of three in their two three-game series...have spent one day tied
for first in the West, two days in second, six days tied for second, one day in
third, four days tied for third and one day tied for fourth...this is the A's 55th
season in Oakland where they have won 17 American League West titles,
four AL Wild Cards, six AL pennants and four World Championships...this is
the Athletics franchise 122nd season in the American League...since 1901,
the A's have 17 AL West titles plus 15 AL pennants and nine World Champi-
onships...with this season, the A's will now have spent more years in Oakland
than Philadelphia as they began their 55th season in Oakland on April 8 in
the city they called home for 54 years from 1901-54.

SCHEDULE NOTES: The A's play their first game against an American League
West team today as they face Texas in their 15th game of the season...the
last time the A's did not play a divisional foe in the first 14 games of a season
was in 2008 when their first game came in game 16 against Seattle...this
three-game series with the Rangers ends a stretch where the A’s are sched-
uled to play 17 consecutive games without a day off to start the season...the
most consecutive days without a day off to start a season in Oakland history
is 16 in 1987 and 1991.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed one run in each of the
last four games (3 er in 22.0 ip, 1.23 ERA) and three runs or fewer in each of
the last nine contests (13 er in 47.1 ip, 2.47 ERA)...have not allowed a home
run in the last six games (30.1 ip), which matches the longest such streak by
A's starting pitchers over the last seven years...the last streak longer than six
was an 11-game streak from May 7-18, 2015...yielded nine home runs over
the first eight games this year (38.2 ip)..have not walk a batter in the last
two games and are averaging 2.09 walks per nine innings, which is seocnd
lowest in the American League (Tigers, 1.88)...are tied with Seattle for the
most wins (6) and have 69.0 innings pitched, which is second most to the
Mariners (70.2).

OFFENSE: The A's rank second in the American League with 66 runs scored
and tied for fourth with 14 home runs...nine of the home runs have come
with runners on base, wich is second most in the AL to Seattle (10)...six have
come with at least two runners on, which is the most in the majors ahead
of the Mariners (4)...are batting .303 with runners in scoring position, which
is the second best mark in the majors to the Dodgers (.315)...have the third
most strikeouts in the AL (128).

ON THE BASES: The A's have stolen six bases in the last seven games and are
a perfect 7-for-7 this year...are one of two teams in the majors that have not
been caught stealing (Phillies, 2 SB)..were successful in 88-0f-108 (81.5%)
stolen bases attempts last year, which was the second best percentage in
the American League and the best in Athletics history in a full season...A’s
opponents are 1-for-4 (25.0%) in stolen base attempts, which is the second
lowest success rate in the majors to the Rockies (0-for-1)...only the Rockies,
with 0, have allowed fewer stolen bases.

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 2.39 ERA (21 er in 79.0 ip) over the last
nine games after posting a 4.95 ERA over the first five contests...have the
second highest opponents OPS in the American League (.702) and the third
highest batting average (.241) and slugging percentage (.394).

THE BULLPEN: The A's bullpen allowed three runs in 4.0 innings yesterday af-
ter allowing no earned runs over the previous four games (14.2 ip)...has five
saves, which is tied for second most in the American League...has two blown
saves, which is tied for the most...has stranded all 13 of its inherited runners
over the last six games and has allowed just 3-0f-28 (10.7%) to score for the
season, which is the lowest percentage in the majors...first batters faced are
batting .156, which is fourth lowest in the AL, but they have seven walks,
which is tied for second most.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed one error in each of the last
three games and now have 10 for the season, which is third most in the
American League...A’s outfielders have three assists, which is tied for third
most in the AL.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 3-1 on their first homestand of the season,
a seven-game stand against Baltimore (3-1) and Texas (three games)...this

homestand begins a stretch where the A's are scheduled to play 13 of 15
games at home..have a two-game road trip to San Francisco on Tuesday
and Wednesday before returning to the Coliseum for a six-game homestand
against Cleveland (three games) and Tampa Bay (three games) beginning
next Friday...went 5-5 on the season-opening 10-game road trip to Philadel-
phia (1-2), Tampa Bay (3-1) and Toronto (1-2), which was the longest season-
opening road trip in Athletics history...played their first eight games on the
road in 1927, 1981 and 1995...in 1996, the A's started the season with six
games in Las Vegas as the home team followed by an eight-game road trip.

ROOKIES: The A's have employed 16 rookies this year after using just 13 all
last year...this is the first time the A's have employed more than 13 rookies
since 2017 when they had 20...seven of the rookies have made their Major
Leaue debuts (N.Allen, Z.Jackson, Lemoine, Logue, Lopes, McDonald, Oller)...
had 11 rookies on the Opening Day roster (Acevedo, Z. Jackson, Jefferies, Ji-
ménez, Lemoine, Moll, Oller, Pache, Puk, Smith, Snead), which are the most
since Opening Day rosters are first available in 1992 (previous: 7 in 2012).

ROSTER NOTES: The A's have used 35 players this year and have one player
on the roster that has yet to appear in a game (Selman)...the breakdown in-
cludes 17 pitchers and 18 position players...have employed six first basemen
after using just five all last year...the A's Opening Day roster featured nine
returning players from the 2021 Opening Day roster, eight other players who
played for the A’s at some point last year and one who was in the A's farm
system...four were acquired in trades and one was claimed off waivers...five
were signed as free agents (one to a Major League contract, four to minor
league contracts), which does not include Jed Lowrie, who re-signed as a free
agent.

THE INJURED LIST: The A's have used the injured list 13 times this year, which
includes seven COVID-19 IL placements...began the season with three play-
ers on the IL (Guerra, Honeywell, Kaprielian) and have added three more due
to injuries (Bolt, Smith, Vogt)...used the IL 27 times last year, which tied the
Oakland record set in 2016...however, it was second fewest in the majors to
Cleveland (18)...used it eight times in 2020, which was also second fewest to
Cleveland (4), and 18 times in 2019, which tied for second fewest.

DURING THE SPRING: The A's went 5-10-3 and finished with a losing record
during the spring for the first time since 2018 when they went 14-16-2...the
A's .278 winning percentage tied with the Dodgers (5-9-4) for the lowest in
the Cactus League and tied for second lowest in the majors to the Nation-
als (4-11, .267)...it was the lowest during the spring in Oakland history...the
previous low was .286 (4-10) in 1976...tied for second in the Cactus League
in triples (6) and ranked third in doubles (40) and grounded into the fewest
double plays (8)...the defense committed the fewest errors in the CL (10) and
tied for the lead in outield assists (3).

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A's won the season series last year, 10-9..went 5-4
in Oakland and 5-5 in Texas...it was the A's fifth consecutive season series
win from Texas, which is the longest streak by the A's against the Rangers/
Senators...are 54-32 (.628) against the Rangers over the previous five years,
including 30-11 (.732) in Oakland...are 395-385 all-time against the Texas
Rangers...that breaks down to 208-180 in Oakland and 187-205 in Texas...
are 9-8 at Globe Life Field...have an all-time record of 492-467 against the
Rangers/Senators franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Seth Brown is tied for third in the American League in RBI (11)..Dany Ji-
ménez has not allowed a run over his first six games (6.0 ip) and has a win
and two saves...Tony Kemp had his fifth multiple hit game of the season
yesterday, which is tied for third in the AL...has reached base safely in each
of his 12 starts...sam Moll has not allowed a run over his first six games
(4.2 ip)...Sean Murphy is 12-for-33 (.364) with five doubles, three home
runs and 10 RBI over his last nine games...is tied for the AL lead in extra
base hits (10), tied for third in RBI (11), doubles (6) and total bases (31) and
ranks fifth in slugging (.574).

his two career shutouts, a five-hitter in the A's 7-0 win at Minnesota...in
1984 Dave Kingman homers twice but the A’s lose to Dennis Eckersley at
Boston, 12-8...in 2003 Miguel Tejada hits a walk-off home run in the bot-
tom of the 11" inning as the A’s defeat Detroit, 6-5.

FIRST START: He had a no decision in his Major League debut April 12 at Tam-
pa Bay, a 9-8 As loss in 10 innings...tossed 1.1 innings, which was the short-
est outing by an A's starting pitcher in his debut since Glenn Cox logged 1.1
innings for the Kansas City A's on Sept. 20, 1955...the A’s scored three times
in the first and he allowed a leadoff home run to Lowe in the bottom of the
first...then yielded a RBI single to Walls and a three-run home run to Choi
in the second and left trailing 5-3...the A's came back to tie the game in the
seventh to get him off the hook.

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A's 4-3 loss at Toronto last Sunday...
allowed single runs in each of the first three innings on a Guerriel sacrifice
fly, an Espinal RBI single and a Chapman RBI single...was relieved by Castel-
lani with one out in the fourth inning, a runner on first and the A's trailing
3-0.
