ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost 10 straight, 13 of the last 14 and 20 of the last 25 
games to fall a season-low 20 games under .500 at 20-40 (.333)…that is the 
lowest winning percentage in the majors and it marks the first time the A’s 
have been 20 games under .500 since Sept. 8, 2017 when they were 60-80…
have not been 21 games under since they were 59-80 on Sept. 6, 2017…have 
the third worst record in Oakland history after 60 games (18-42 in 1994, 19-
41 in 1979)…have been swept in each of the last three series and six times 
this year…are 2-11-1 over the last 14 series…are in fifth place in the AL West 
and have spent 37 of the last 38 days with at least a share of last…have spent 
one day tied for first in the West, two days in second, six days tied for second, 
seven days in third, five days tied for third, six days in fourth, three days tied 
for fourth and 35 days in fifth…trail first place Houston by a season-high 17 
games, which is their largest deficit in the West since finishing the 2017 sea-
son 26 games back.

TEN-GAME LOSING STREAK: The A’s have lost each of their last ten games, 
which is their longest losing streak of the season…marks the first time 
they have lost 10 consecutive games since a 10-game skid May 30-June 9, 
2011...this marks the first time the A’s have two losing streaks of nine or 
more games in one season since 1978 when they had losing streaks of 11 
games and nine games…have been outscored 60-20 during the current los-
ing streak…are batting .180 (57-for-317) with four home runs…the pitching 
staff has a 5.61 ERA (54 er in 86.2 ip).

PLAYER NOTES: Wednesday, Jared Koenig became the 45th player to appear 
in a game for the A’s this year, which is second most in the AL to the Twins 
(46)…Koenig became the 20th rookie, which ties the 2017 A’s for second 
most in Oakland history…the record is 21 in 2008…he is the 13th rookie 
pitcher, which breaks the Oakland record of 12 (2009, 12, 15 and 16)…he is 
the ninth rookie to make his Major League debut…currently have eight rook-
ies on the roster, including five pitchers…Koenig is the ninth pitcher to start a 
game for the A’s, which matches their season total from each of the previous 
two years…Christian Bethancourt also pitched Wednesday night and the A’s 
have now used 26 pitchers, which is fourth most in the AL.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-4 on this nine-game road trip to Atlanta (0-
2), Cleveland (0-2) and Boston (three games)…this trip starts a stretch where 
the A’s are scheduled to play 19 of 25 games on the road…went 3-3 on the 
last road trip and have a 13-17 (.433) record on the road…are 7-23 (.233) 
at home, which is the worst home record in the majors…went 1-9 on the 
last homestand against Texas (1-3), Houston (0-3) and Boston (0-3), which 
matched the second worst homestand of six or more games in Oakland his-
tory…also went 1-9 on a 10-game homestand from July 6-15, 1979 and the 
worst homestand was 0-6 earlier this year from April 29-May 4…have now 
lost 20 of the last 23 home games…have a 3.97 ERA (113 er in 256.1 ip) on 
the road compared to 4.72 at home…are batting .218 (216-for-993) with 115 
runs and 25 home runs in 30 games on the road compared to .200 with 78 
runs and 12 home runs in 30 games at home.

OFFENSE: The A’s rank last in the majors in batting (.209) and on-base per-
centage (.275), have the second lowest OPS (.598) and slugging percentage 
(.323), second fewest home runs (37), and third fewest runs scored (193)…
homered twice in last night’s contest after hitting just two home runs in 
their previous nine games (both previously by Christian Bethancourt)…have 
homered two times or fewer in each of the last 55 games and 58 of 59 this 
year…have been shut out seven times, which is tied for second most in the 
majors (Royals, 8) and matches the A’s season total from last year…have been 
held to one run or fewer 20 times, which is the most in the majors.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 5.49 ERA (139 er in 227.2 ip) over the last 
26 games after posting a 2.25 ERA over the previous 11 contests…have a 4.35 
ERA for the season, which is second highest in the American League (Royals, 
5.09)…have the third highest opponents batting average (.251) and and OPS 
(.734), and fourth highest on-base percentage (.321) and slugging percent-
age (.413)…have surrendered 12 home runs in the last four games…have al-
lowed 65 for the season, which is fifth most in the AL…have issued the fourth 
most walks (188) and have the fifth fewest strikeouts (456).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 0-7 with a 4.67 ERA (32 er in 
61.2 ip) over the last 11 games and 1-14 with a 4.76 ERA (75 er in 141.2 ip) 
over the last 27 contests...starters are 12-28 with a 4.21 ERA for the season…
the wins are the fourth fewest in the American League and the losses are 
the most in the AL and also third most in the majors behind Washington (33) 
and Cincinnati (31)…have the third most home runs allowed in the AL (44), 
the fourth highest ERA, and the fourth most innings pitched (312.1).

BLACKBURN: RHP Paul Blackburn became the first Oakland starter to go 8.0 
ip this season in last night’s contest (8.0 ip, 4 h, 0 r, bb, 3 so)...is the first A’s 
starter to throw at least 8.0 scoreless innings since Cole Irvin on June 27, 
2021 against San Francisco and just the seventh since 2019...is the last A’s 
starter to record a win (May 25 at Seattle)...among AL leaders, Blackburn 
ranks tied for first in games started (12),  6th in ERA (2.31), and 11th in WHIP 
(1.01), and 12th in opponent batting average (.214). 

THE BULLPEN: The A’s bullpen is 1-6 with no saves, four blown saves and a 
9.07 ERA (46 er in 45.2 ip) over the last 14 games…now has a 4.65 ERA for the 
season, which is second highest in the American League…has the seventh 
lowest batting average against first batters faced in the AL (.227) and the 
tenth lowest on-base percentage (.321)…has allowed 30-of-118 (25.4%) in-
herited runners to score, which is tied the sixth lowest percentage in the AL…
the 118 inherited runners are third most…allowed four home runs Wednes-
day night, which were the most by the bullpen since June 13, 2018 when 
they also allowed four against Houston…have surrendered seven home runs 
in the last five games after yielding just 14 over the first 55…has converted 
13-of-23 (56.5%) save opportunities.

ON THE BASES: The A’s are now 39-for-47 (83.0%) for the season, which is 
tied second best stolen base percentage in the American League behind the 
White Sox (29-for-31, 93.5%)…rank third in steals…A’s opponents are 20-for-
32 (63.5%) in stolen base attempts, which is the lowest success rate in the 
AL…the 12 caught stealings are tied for the most and the 20 stolen bases 
allowed are fourth fewest…A’s pitchers have four pickoffs, which is tied for 
fourth most.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s scored first in each of the last four games but lost…
have a five-game losing streak when scoring first but are 16-8 (.667) for the 
season, compared to 4-32 (.111) when the opponent scores first…have the 
worst record in the majors when the opponent scores first…are 0-8 in June 
after going 10-21 (.323) in May…are the only team in the majors without a 
win in June…the A’s May record was fifth lowest in Oakland history in the 
month of May…the 21 losses tied for third most in any month in Oakland 
history and were the most since May of 1997 (9-21)…are averaging 3 hours 
and 3 minutes per game, which is fourth quickest in the American League 
and the majors (Cleveland is 2nd quickest, 2:59).

A’s vs. GUARDIANS: The A’s trail in the season series 0-5 after being swept in 
Oakland, April 29-May 1…it was the first time the A’s were swept by Cleve-
land since July 29-31, 2016 and the first time in Oakland since April 10-12, 
2000…won the season series last year 4-2…are 17-13 against Cleveland over 
the last five seasons...have dropped the season series for the first time since 
going 2-4 in 2016…went 1-2 in Oakland last year and 3-0 in Cleveland…
snapped an eight-game winning streak at Progressive Field, which was the 
longest road winning streak in Athletics history against Cleveland…since 
moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 287-249 against Cleveland…that 
breaks down to 151-111 in Oakland and 136-138 in Cleveland…including 
51-69 at Progressive Field…all-time, the A’s are 922-1042 against Cleveland.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Elvis Andrus is a .390 (64-for-164) career hitter at Progressive Field, which 
is the best batting average by any player in this ballpark with a minimum 
of 100 plate appearances…Christian Bethancourt has hit two of Oakland’s 
last four home runs...his two home runs are the most he has hit in a season 
since hitting six homers in 2016 as a member of the Padres...his maximum 
exit velocity is 113.4 MPH, which he recorded on a single Thursday night 
for the third hardest hit ball by an A’s player this season...Bethancourt has 
4 of the 10 hardest hit balls by an Athletic in 2022...his max exit velocity 
ranks in the 92nd percentile of MLB hitters...has recorded 40 batted ball 
events of 95+ MPH exit velocity out of 87 BBE (46.0%).

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1978, at the age of 18 years, 246 days, Mike Morgan becomes the 
youngest pitcher to start a game for the Oakland A’s…he goes the distance, 
allowing 10 hits against Baltimore, but takes the loss in a 3-0 decision…
Morgan’s honor is short lived as Tim Conroy, at the age of 18 years, 81 days, 
gets a start 12 days later…in 1995 Mark McGwire hits three home runs 
in the A’s 8-1 win at Boston after hitting two home runs the day before…
his five home runs in consecutive games tied a major league record which 
he already shared…in 1999 Miguel Tejada hits three home runs in a game 
against Los Angeles to tie the Athletics record…he is the only Athletics 
shortstop to hit three home runs in a game.

FIVE-GAME LOSING STREAK: Is 0-5 despite a 2.87 ERA (17 er in 53.1 ip) and 
.214 (42-for-196) opponents batting average over his last nine starts…the 
five-game losing streak is a career high (previous: 3, two times, last: May 
19-29, 2021)…the A’s have been shut out three times during the losing streak 
and have scored one run three times…he has allowed no runs twice during 
the streak, one run once and two runs three times…allowed four runs, one 
earned, in another start.

RUN SUPPORT: The A’s have been shut out in three of his 12 starts and he has 
received one run of support or fewer nine times, including each of his last 
seven starts…has four runs of support in his last seven starts (41.0 ip, 0.88 
RSA) and has 20 runs of support his 12 starts this year (70.2 ip, 2.55 RSA)…the 
A’s have lost in all four of his no decisions and are 2-10 (.167) in his starting 
assignments.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for the American League lead in games started 
(12), tied for fourth in innings pitched (70.2), ranks fourth in strikeouts (78) 
and sixth in on-base percentage (.258) and ninth strikeout-to-walk ratio 
(4.88)…is tied for fourth in losses (6).

STRIKEOUTS: Struck out 11 batters on May 26 against 
Texas after fanning 12 batters on May 15 against 
Los Angeles (AL)…now has nine career 10-strikeout 
games, which is tied for third most in Oakland his-
tory…has one game with 13 strikeouts, one with 12 
and two with 11…has 78 strikeouts this year, which 
ranks fourth in the American League…had 207 strike-
outs last year, which ranked fourth in the AL and was 
the second highest single-season total in Oakland 
history.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .170 (9-for-53) batting average with 
runners in scoring position, which is 11th lowest in the American League…
has yielded six home runs in 133 at bats against left-handed hitters, two in 
128 against right-handers…has issued 11 of his 16 walks to lefties…oppo-
nents are batting .123 with two strikes, which is fifth lowest in the AL…had 
a .164 opponents average with two strikes last year and has a .158 career 
average in that situation.

THE THIRD INNING: Has allowed eight of his 28 runs in the third inning for a 
6.55 ERA (8 er in 11.0 ip)…has a 2.28 ERA (6 er in 23.2 ip) over innings 1-2 and 
a 2.50 ERA (10 er in 36.0 ip) from the fourth inning on…last year, he allowed 
20 of his 79 runs in the third inning for a 5.68 ERA, .316 opponents batting 
average and .854 OPS…had a 2.53 ERA, .182 average and .586 OPS in innings 
1-2, and a 3.15 ERA, .232 opponents average and .647 OPS from the fourth 
inning on.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on five days rest today…is 2-4 with a 1.71 ERA 
(10 er in 52.2 ip) and .188 (36-for-192) opponents batting average in eight 
starts on four days rest, 0-1 with a 6.23 ERA (9 er in 13.0 ip) and .271 (13-for-
48) opponents average in three starts on five days rest…in his career, he is 
13-13 with a 2.64 ERA (62 er in 211.1 ip) in 35 starts on four days rest, 17-12 
with a 4.11 ERA (106 er in 232.1 ip) in 42 starts on five days rest or more.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 1-4 with a 2.45 ERA (14 er in 51.1 ip) and .194 (36-for-
186) opponents batting average in eight starts at home compared to 1-2 
with a 4.66 ERA (10 er in 19.1 ip) and .253 (19-for-75) opponents batting 
average in four starts on the road.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 2-1 with a 2.73 ERA (10 er in 33.0 ip) in six starts at night 
compared to 0-5 with a 3.35 ERA (14 er in 37.2 ip) in six starts during the 
day…leads the majors in losses in day games…now has a career record of 21-
13 at night and 12-16 during the day.

2022 HIGHLIGHTS: Made his second career Opening Day start on April 8 at 
Philadelphia and was the losing pitcher in the A’s 9-5 loss…his other Open-
ing Day start came in 2020 and he is now 0-1 with a 6.00 ERA (9.0 ip, 9 h, 6 
r, 6 r, 4 bb, 11 so) in two openers…the loss was his first since Aug. 16, 2021 
as he finished the 2021 season with a four-game winning streak…allowed a 
season-high five runs in 5.0 innings…then won consecutive starts on April 
13 at Tampa Bay and April 18 against Baltimore…logged a season-high 7.1 
innings on April 23 against Texas but took the loss in a 2-0 decision…it was 
his first start over 7.0 innings since June 20, 2019 against Tampa Bay when 
he pitched 8.0 innings and it snapped an Athletics record streak of 47 con-
secutive starts of seven innings or fewer…did not allow a hit until K. Calhoun 
singled in the fifth and had a one-hit shutout entering the eighth inning…
retired the first batter before allowing back-to-back singles to Garcia and W. 
Calhoun…was relieved by Acevedo, who allowed both runs to score…Perez 
and three Texas relievers combined to shut out the A’s on three hits…it was 
the first of three times the A’s were shut out in one of his starts (May 4 vs. 
Tampa Bay, May 10 at Detroit)…had a no decision in the A’s 9-8 loss to Cleve-
land in Oakland on April 29…struck out Franmil Reyes to end the fifth inning 

for his 500th career strikeout…walked a season-high four batters, allowed a 
season-high two home runs and matched his highs in runs (5)…left with a 
6-5 lead but the pen allowed four runs in the seventh inning for the blown 
save…finished April 2-2 with a 4.25 ERA but held the opposition to a .194 
batting average…tied for third in the American League in strikeouts (31) and 
had the sixth lowest opponents batting average…then went 0-3 despite a 
2.31 ERA and .219 opponents batting average in six starts in May…allowed a 
season-high seven hits and threw a season-high 105 pitches in a 6-0 loss at 
Detroit in the first game of the May 10 doubleheader…struck out a season-
high 12 batters in a 4-1 loss to Los Angeles (AL) on May 15 in Oakland…had 
a no decision in his next start on May 21 at Los Angeles (AL) after leaving 
the game with two outs in the second inning after being hit in the hand by 
a Rengifo line drive…the 1.2 innings pitched matched the shortest start of 
his career (Aug. 18, 2020 at Arizona)…struck out 11 in 7.0 innings on May 26 
against Texas, his ninth career game of 10 or more strikeouts…went over the 
500 innings pitched mark in his career… allowed a season-high tying seven 
hits in a 3-1 loss to Houston on May 31.

LAST START: He extended his losing streak to five games in the A’s 5-2 loss 
to Boston last Sunday in Oakland…allowed a RBI single to Devers in the first 
inning but the A’s came back to tie the game in the bottom of the first…al-
lowed a one-out double to Dalbec in the second but then retired 11 straight 
before walking Devers to start the sixth…Bogaerts reached on a Brown error 
and Montas retired the next two batters before allowing a three-run home 
run to Cordero…all three runs were unearned.

MONTAS vs. CLEVELAND: Is 1-2 with a 
3.43 ERA (39.1 ip, 39 h, 16 r, 15 er, 13 bb, 
44 so, 2 hr) in nine career appearances, 
including six starts…is 1-0 with a 2.30 
ERA (4 er in 15.2 ip) in four games at 
Progressive Field and 0-2 with a 4.56 
ERA (12 er in 23.2 ip) in five games in 
his home ballparks…had a no decision 
in his only start this year, a 9-8 A’s loss 
in Oakland on April 29…allowed a solo home run to Ramirez in the first but 
the A’s scored four times in the bottom of the first…then surrendered his first 
career grand slam, a two-out shot by Gimenez in the third inning, before 
retiring seven of the final eight batters he faced…Oakland scored twice in the 
fourth and he was relieved by Moll to start the sixth with a 6-5 lead…the pen 
allowed four runs in the seventh inning for the blown save…was 0-1 with a 
2.25 ERA (12.0 ip, 8 h, 4 r, 3 er, 4 bb, 13 so) in two starts last year.
