GRAND OPENING: Celebrated the opening of Globe Life Field by spinning one
of the most dominant performances by an Opening Day starter in club history on
7/24 vs. COL (W, 6.0 IP,2 H, 0 R, 4 BB, 9 SO, 108 pitches/64 strikes)...the 9 SO
