LEADING OFF: Today, the Angels play the fourth (2-1) of 
seven games on a homestand against the Colorado Rockies 
(2-1) and Oakland Athletics (July 29-Aug. 1)...Angels went 
3-3 on last road trip to Oakland (0-2) and Minnesota (3-1)...
Halos were 1-2 on last homestand vs. Seattle to begin the 
second half of the regular season.

BACK ABOVE .500: Angels are back above the .500 mark (51-
50) and look to return to two games over .500 for the first 
time since July 7 (44-42)...Halos are looking to avoid falling 
back to exactly .500 for a 18th time this season (1-1, 9-9, 10-
10, 11-11, 12-12, 13-13, 32-32, 33-33, 35-35, 36-36, 41-41, 
42-42, 44-44, 45-45, 46-46, 49-49 and 50-50).

WELCOME TO THE SHOW: Yesterday the Angels selected the 
contract of RHP Austin Warren from Triple-A Salt Lake...His 
first appearance will mark his Major League debut; would 
become 49th different player to appear for LAA this season.

ADDITIONAL ROSTER MOVES: Yesterday INF Jared Walsh 
was placed on the 10-day IL (retro to July 27) with a right 
intercostal strain...INF Matt Thaiss has been recalled from 
Triple-A Salt Lake...RHP Andrew Wantz was optioned to Salt 
Lake following Tuesday night's game.

BACK TO START: Tonight, Dylan Bundy will make his first 
start since June 28 at New York (A.L.)...He made four relief 
appearances since joining Angels bullpen on June 30. 

JACK JACKS: Jack Mayfield has homered in four of his last 10 
games after totaling two homers in his first 65 career games 
with the Astros, Angels and Mariners...Over his last 10 games, 
is batting .323 (10/31) with seven runs scored, two doubles, 
four home runs and eight RBI. 

STARTING STRONG: Since the All-Star Break, Angels starting 
pitchers have combined to post a 3.31 ERA (73.1 IP - 27 ER), 
which is third best in the American League...They also have 
a combined .199 (54/271) batting average against, which is 
second-best in the A.L.

THIS IS PATRICK: Saturday night at Minnesota, Patrick 
Sandoval came within two outs of tossing the 12th no-
hitter (10th individual no-hitter) in Angels history...The bid 
was broken up on a double by Brent Rooker with one out in 
the bottom of the 9th inning...Sandoval finished the game 
allowing one run on one hit with one walk and a career-high 
13 strikeouts...Marked the first time an Angels no-hit bid was 
broken up in the 9th inning since John Lackey (8.1 innings) on 
July 29, 2008 at Boston.

FLETCH HITS: David Fletcher ranks second in the American 
League with 119 hits this season and ranks sixth with a .308 
batting average...He has multiple hits in 10 of his last 18 
games...Fletcher compiled the second longest hit streak in 
Angels history (26 games) from June 13 - July 17.

VS. OAKLAND: A's lead the 2021 season series 9-3...Oakland 
has won each of last five meetings; which is longest streak 
since Angels lost six straight vs. A's during 2019 season (June 
28 - Sept. 5, 2019)...Angels would need to sweep remaining 
seven games of season series vs. A's to avoid losing season 
series for a third consecutive season.

FOUR SCORE: Angels are 47-17 when scoring 4+ runs this 
season and are 4-33 when scoring three-or-fewer...Angels 
earned two victories when scoring three-or-fewer runs during 
last road trip at Minnesota. 

RAISEL-MANIA: Angels closer Raisel Iglesias has compiled 21 
saves this season, which ranks third in the American League...
He is also tied for the A.L. lead with seven winning decisions 
as a reliever this season and leads the Majors with six saves 
of 4+ outs this season...Also leads MLB with 35 saves of 4+ 
outs since 2017.

SHO OFF: Shohei Ohtani leads the Majors in home runs (37), 
extra-base hits (63), slugging (.691) and total bases (272), is 
second in OPS (1.058) and RBI (81), is tied for sixth in triples 
(4) and is tied for eighth in runs scored (72)...He also has 14 
stolen bases (T-7th in A.L.) and has made 15 pitching starts 
(5-1, 3.04 ERA, 100 SO, .191 BAA).

MARSH MADNESS: On July 18, OF Brandon Marsh made his 
Major League debut vs. Seattle...Last Monday at Oakland, he 
collected his first three career hits as well as his first career 
RBI...Marsh was the Angels second round draft pick in 2016 
and entered the season ranked by Baseball America as the #2 
prospect in the organization...In his last final games with Salt 
Lake, his .382 (13/34) with two doubles, two triples two HR, six 
RBI and a 1.152 OPS.

MiLB PITCHER OF THE WEEK: Tri-City LHP Hector Yan was 
named the High-A West Pitcher of the Week for July 19-25...On 
July 22 vs. Spokane, he earned a complete game victory (W; 9 
IP, 3 H, 1 ER, 2 BB, 7 SO). 

PERFECT GAME HOF: Angels outfielders Mike Trout and Justin 
Upton are among the 24 players on the inaugural ballot for the 
Perfect Game Hall of Fame, which recognizes and honors the 
outstanding performances and accomplishments of players 
who participated in Perfect Game events as an amateur.

ROCKY HITTER/PITCHER SHO: During All-Star festivities this 
month in Denver, Shohei Ohtani became the first Japanese-
born player to participate in the Home Run Derby...He totaled 
28 homers on Monday before falling in a double tiebreaker to 
Washington's Juan Soto in the first round...On Tuesday, Ohtani 
became the first player ever to start at pitcher, start in the 
leadoff spot and earn the win all in the same game (regular 
season, All-Star or postseason) (STATS)...He worked a perfect 
1st inning on the mound and went 0-for-2 at the plate...He 
was the first player ever selected to an All-Star team as both a 
pitcher and a position player. 

JARED WALSH: ALL STAR: In his first career All-Star Game, 
Jared Walsh went 0-for-2, but made a bases loaded sliding 
catch in left field to end the 8th inning and preserve the lead 
for the American League...It marked his first time playing left 
field at the Major League level. 

RANGERS ON DECK: Following the current series against the 
A's, the Angels will travel to Texas for a four game series with 
the Rangers to begin the next road trip (Aug. 2-5)...Angels lead 
season series vs. Texas 5-3 and are 2-1 in Arlington this year.

TROUT ON THE IL: On May 18, the Angels placed OF Mike Trout 
on the injured list with a right calf strain...At the time of his IL 
placement, he led the Majors in OBP (.466) and OPS (1.090) and 
ranked fourth in the Majors (led A.L.) in slugging percentage 
(.624)...He was transferred to the 60-day IL on June 28.

(1998) Garret Anderson broke Rod 
Carew’s club-record for longest hit-
ting streak by hitting in his 26th 
consecutive game…Anderson’s mark 
reached 28 games and stands as a 
club record. (2008) The Angels ac-
quire Mark Teixeira from the Atlanta 
Braves in exchange for Casey Kotch-
man and Steven Marek…In 54 games 
with the Angels, Teixeira bats .358 
(69/193) with 13 home runs and 43 
RBI. (2020) Justin Upton hit his 300th 
career home run and joined Joe Ad-
cock (1964), Lance Parrish (1991) and 
Vladimir Guerrero (2005) as the only 
players to do so in an Angels uniform.

•	 TODAY’S GAME: Making 19th appearance (15th start) of the season and 10th outing (eighth 
start) at home...Fourth appearance (third start) of 2021 vs. Oakland...Is in seventh Major 
League season and second with Angels.

•	 SUPPORT ME:  Has received an average of 2.70 runs of support per nine innings this season, 
which is lowest rate in the American League (min. 70 IP)...LAA scored sevens for Bundy in his 
start on June 7 vs. KC, but have scored two-or-fewer runs while he was in the game in each of 
his other 13 starts (five with zero runs). 

•	 FROM THE ‘PEN:  Made four relief appearances since joining Angels bullpen on June 30...Did not 
factor in a decision and pitched to a 5.40 ERA (5 IP - 3 ER)...Was unscored upon in two of four 
outings...Had made 128 consecutive appearances as a starter before joining Angels bullpen.

•	 LAST TIME OUT:  Worked one perfect inning in relief in last appearance on July 20 at Oakland 
with two strikeouts (Ramon Laureano & Matt Chapman). 

•	 “K” NOTES:  Recorded 700th career strikeout on April 19 at Texas (vs. Joey Gallo)...Tallied 10 
strikeouts in home start on April 6 vs. Houston, which marked ninth career 10+ strikeout game 
and fourth as a member of Angels.

•	 THREE AND OUT: Has held opponents batting third in the order to a .206 (72/349) average for his 
career...Opposing hitters in the third batting order position were 3-for-31 (.097) last season, but 
they are 9-for-36 (.250) this year. 

•	 KEEP IT IN THE YARD: In his career, is 25-13 with a 2.19 ERA (320.1 IP - 78 ER) in games where he 
does not allow a home run (70 games, 47 starts), compared with a 20-42 record and 6.64 ERA 
(429.2 IP - 317 ER) when yielding at least one homer (86 games, 81 starts)...Has allowed 12 
home runs across his last 11 appearances after yielding five total in his first seven games of the 
year; Allowed five total HR in 2020 (11 starts). 

•	 VS. OAKLAND: In 11 career games (nine starts) against the Athletics, is 4-2 with a 5.04 ERA (50 IP 
– 28 ER) and 66 strikeouts…In three games (two starts) vs. A’s this year, is 0-1 with a 17.47 ERA 
(5.2 IP - 11 ER)...In his three starts against the A’s last year, was 2-0 with a 1.40 ERA (19.1 IP - 3 
ER), 23 strikeouts and two walks.

•	 AT ANGEL STADIUM: Is 5-6 with a 5.97 ERA (89 IP - 59 ER) in 20 career games (17 starts) at the 
ballpark...After nine games (seven starts) this year, is 1-2, with a 6.82 ERA (34.1 IP - 26 ER)...
Since joining Angels, is 4-5 with a 5.55 ERA (71.1 IP - 44 ER) in 16 home games (14 starts)...In 
four games (three starts) at Angel Stadium, while pitching for Baltimore, went 1-1 with a 7.64 
ERA (17.2 IP - 15 ER) and 17 SO.

•	 BACK IN THE WIN COLUMN:  Earned win on June 7 vs. Royals, which snapped career-high streak 
of 10 straight starts without a winning decision.

•	 OPENING DAY STARTER: Made second career Opening Day start (first with the Angels after 
previously getting the nod in 2018 with Baltimore)...Became the Angels sixth different 
Opening Day starter in the last seven years (2020-Andrew Heaney, 2019-Trevor Cahill, 2018 & 
2016-Garrett Richards, 2017-Ricky Nolasco, 2010-15-Jered Weaver).

•	 2020 RECAP:  Finished ninth in American League Cy Young Award voting, receiving a third place 
vote and two fifth place votes... Ranked among A.L. leaders with six wins (T4th), a 1.04 WHIP 
(5th), a .208 (51/245) batting average against (6th), a 3.29 ERA (65.2 IP - 24 ER) (9th) and 72 
strikeouts (T9th).

•	 ADENHART AWARD WINNER:  Recipient of 2020 Nick Adenhart Award, which is voted on by 
Angels players to recognize the top pitching performer for the season.

•	 YEAR TWO HALO: Acquired by Angels from Baltimore on Dec. 4, 2019 in exchange for RHP Kyle 
Bradish, RHP Isaac Mattson, RHP Kyle Brnovich and RHP Zach Peek.

•	 CAREER NOTES: Made Major League debut for Baltimore Sept. 23, 2012 at 19 years, 313 days 
old...Native of Tulsa, OK...Originally selected by Orioles in first round (fourth overall) in 2011 
First-Year Player Draft...Ranked as Orioles #1 prospect according to Baseball America, from 
2012-16.
